Subject: FY 2010 Fund Balance

In response to questions raised concerning current account and fund balances, staff has
conducted additional reviews of these balances as of June 30, 2010. Attached is a chart showing
those funds, actual balances from the last three years, the impact of the 2011 adopted budget,
recommendations for additional funding and adjusted 2011 figures. To summarize, the
recommendations are as follows:

e Asphalt & Tack -

o During FY 2010, 96% of asphalt expense was related to and funded by SPLOST.
For FY 2011, the focus is on non-splost county roads of which 25 miles is
planned for paving at a total cost of $1.6M. The current adopted budget for 2011
is $900,000, an additional funding of $700,000 for FY 2011 is being
recommended.

e Victim’s Assistance —

o The Victim’s Assistance Fund has experienced a downturn in fine revenues over
the last three years to the point where three of the four personnel assigned to this
fund were moved to the General Fund in FY 2010. In addition, the General Fund
transferred $270,853 to cover shortages in those years prior to 2010. During the
2011 budget process, expenditures were reduced by $45,000 to compensate for
the continued shortage in anticipated revenues. To replenish these reductions, the
recommendation is to fund an additional $45,000 from the General Fund’s FY
2010 overage.

o Worker’s Compensation —

o The FY 2010 activity in workers comp resulted in a reduction in fund balance of
$425,000. This fund has not been included in the annual budget process and has a
current balance of $747,000. The recommendation is to fund an additional
$100,000 bringing the total to $847,000. In addition, funding should be
considered on an annual basis.

o Vehicle Replacement —
o During FYs 2009 and 2010, the County paid down the GMA Lease Pool debt by

$1.8M with no budgeted replacement funds. The recommendation is to replace

these funds with a one-time transfer of $1.4M from the FY2010 overage and plan

future funding in the annual budget process to recover other repayments.
Additional analysis needs to be completed to determine the balance level needed

to meet the County’s vehicle replacement requirements.

e Defined Benefit Plan —

o The December 31, 2009 actuary report lists an unfunded actuarial accrued liability
of $188,500. The required funding for calendar year 2010 is 2% of payroll while
actual funding remains at 3.8%. There is no need for additional funding as the
Plan is on target and given minimal changes in the assumptions for 2010, there is
no reason to expect a material unfunded liability at the end of 2010 (reference

attached schedule).

Staff is requesting the Board of Commissioners approve additional funding in the amount of
$2,245,000 as outlined above which leaves an overage in FY 2010 of $1,995,000 for the General
Fund ($700,000 for asphalt will be applied in FY 2011), $135,000 overage in the Fire Fund,

$485,000 overage in the EMS Fund.

The federal Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act of 1974 (P.L. 93-415) was
passed with the aim, among other things, of ending the practice of sending juveniles to
adult jails and prisons. In Georgia, the Purchase of Services for Juvenile Offenders
Program was created to assist juvenile courts in providing community-based alternatives
to incarceration. The program is administered by the Council of Juvenile Court Judges of
Georgia (CJCJ).

CJCJ currently provides grants — from federal and state funds — to 142 of Georgia’s 159
counties. Fayette County’s grant for the federal fiscal year ending September 30, 2011
remains at $7,500.00. This is the same amount awarded last year. As specified in the
county’s application, the funds can be used to purchase services in the following
categories:

Community works $1,000
Individual counseling 1,000
Group counseling 1,500
Pre-disposition psychological evaluations 2,500
Probation psychological evaluations 1,500

REPORT:
A PRESENTATION OF THE MONTHLY UPDATE ON THE COUNTY’S 2010 TRANSPORTATION WORK PLAN
BY PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR PHIL MALLON:

Public Works Director Phil Mallon updated the Board on the County’s 2010 transportation work plan. He presented a
handout to the Board. A copy of the request and handout, identified as “Attachment No. 1, follow these minutes and are
made an official part hereof. He commented on the completion of Snead Road, asphalt resurfacing, right-of-way
maintenance, gravel road maintenance, storm sewer infrastructure maintenance and repair, the West Fayetteville Bypass
and S.P.L.0.S.T. implementation. He noted that there were five intersection projects that were now complete and he
expected Kenwood Road at New Hope Road to be completed during the month of October. He said staff should have
a recommendation for project awards at the October 28" Board meeting.
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B. PRESENTATION OF STAFF’S PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING REPORT FOR THE PAVING OF SIMS ROAD:

Road Department Director Andy Adams presented the Board with staff's preliminary engineering report for the paving
of Sims Road. A copy of the request and backup, identified as “Attachment No. 2", follow these minutes and are made
an official part hereof. He remarked that currently Sims Road was a dead end dirt road. He said staff had received a
right-of-way petition indicating that every property owner on the entire road, with the exception of one property owner
located at the beginning of the road , who have indicated a willingness to donate County right-of-way. He said it was
County policy that 80% of the landowners have to sign the petition for the County to proceed and his department had
received 84%.

Commissioner Hearn questioned the prospective costs of this project. He felt it was also important to determine if the
homeowners on Sims Road were supportive of connecting through to the City of Peachtree City. Commissioner Maxwell
expressed concern with building this road and costing approximately $500,000 for only eleven homes. Chairman Smith
said he would need more information on this item.

After further discussion, the Board determined that more information was needed on this issue and staff was directed
to prepare criteria for the paving of unpaved roads in unincorporated Fayette County for consideration by the Board at
a future meeting.

Commissioner Hearn exited the meeting at 4:53 p.m.
OLD BUSINESS:

C. DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE PERMITS AND INSPECTIONS DEPARTMENT FEE
SCHEDULE TO INCREASE THE COMMERCIAL ROOFING/REPAIR PERMIT FEES:

Director of Permits and Inspections Joe Scarborough discussed this item with the Board. A copy of the request and
backup, identified as “Attachment No. 3", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof. He discussed the
current fees as well as the proposed fees and pointed out that surrounding counties’ fees were substantially higher. He
said this would allow recovery of actual departmental costs involved.

Commissioner Hearn returned to the meeting at 5:00 p.m.
County Administrator Jack Krakeel said he had discussed the proposed fee schedule with Mr. Scarborough and based
on the average size roof , the fee schedule was fairly reflective of the time spent for these inspections including overhead

charges.

After further discussion, there was a consensus that a Resolution adopting the new Permits and Inspections fee schedule
will be placed on a consent agenda in the near future for the Board’s consideration.

D. DISCUSSION OF ADDING ASTRUCTURE LOCATED AT THE CORNER OF OLD GREENVILLE ROAD AND
GOZA ROAD TO THE COUNTY’S NUISANCE ABATEMENT LIST:

Director of Permits and Inspections Joe Scarborough discussed a structure located at 481 Old Greenville Road and the
condition of this structure. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment No. 4", follows these minutes and is made
an official part hereof. He noted that the basement of this home was below the flood level and there was no way to keep
water out of the basement. He said the permit had expired twice and the County’s ordinance would not allow the
property owner to get another permit. He said the owner could apply for a new permit but would need a structural
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evaluation to determine whether or not the structure could be salvaged. He noted that there have been numerous
violations as well as numerous stop work orders for structural concerns.

County Attorney Scott Bennett said the problem was that this structure did not meet the County code and the water was
continually coming into the house. He said this would cause the wood structure to rot and the house would fall down.
He said the mold and mildew were also problems that would cause the home to become uninhabitable. He said until
a nuisance abatement is filed with the court, the court would not have jurisdiction to actually order the property owner
to fix this. He remarked that a letter would need to come from a member of the Board of Commissioners asking Mr.
Scarborough to investigate this situation to get this process started. Commissioner Maxwell said he would be glad to
sign a letter to begin this process.

It was the consensus of the Board that staff add the structure located at 481 Old Greenville Road to the County’s
nuisance abatementlistand the process would begin with a complaint letter executed by Commissioner Maxwell to begin
this process.

E. CONTINUED DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED AMENDMENTS WHICH UPDATE THE FAYETTE COUNTY
ZONING ORDINANCE IN ITS ENTIRETY AND WHICH WOULD ADD IT TO THE FAYETTE COUNTY CODE
OF ORDINANCES:

Director of Community Development Pete Frisina discussed various portions of the ordinance including cell towers, home
occupations, the number of animals allowed in a certain zoning district and the issue of solar panels were outlined in
the Executive Summary with the Board. A copy of the request and Executive Summary, identified as “Attachment No.
5", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.

Atfter further discussion regarding proposed changes in the Zoning Ordinance, the Board authorized staff to advertise
this item for public hearing and adoption by the Board on December 9, 2010.

Chairman Smith called for a short recess at 5:40 p.m.
Chairman Smith called the meeting back to order at 5: 48 p.m.

F. ARCHITECTS FOR THE LIBRARY’S CURRENT EXPANSION PROJECT LORD, AECK, AND SARGENT
WILL PRESENT DRAWINGS AND OTHER INFORMATION TO THE BOARD REGARDING THIS PROJECT:

Library Director Chris Snell discussed the library’s current expansion project with the Board and Frank Andre
representing the architectural firm of Lord, Aeck and Sargent presented and discussed drawings for the project. A copy
of the request and presentation, identified as “Attachment No. 6", follow these minutes and are made an official part
hereof. Mrs. Snell remarked that completion of the new library expansion should occur in July or August, 2011. She
commended Permits and Inspections Director Joe Scarborough and Building and Grounds Maintenance Director Greg
Ownby for all of the hard work and diligence in making this project flow smoothly.

After a brief discussion, Ms. Chandler
remarked that this item would be on the Board’s October 14" meeting agenda for consideration of adoption.

l. CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST FROM HUMAN RESOURCES THAT THE COUNTY CONSIDER THE
SELECTION OF A NEW THIRD PARTY ADMINISTRATOR FOR ITS WORKERS COMPENSATION
INSURANCE PROGRAM:

Human Resources Director Connie Boehnke discussed this item with the Board. A copy of the request, identified as
“Attachment No. 9", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof. She said staff had prepared an RFP with
the assistance of Pacific General and Atlantic General Underwriters, Inc. She said seven responses had been received
and this had been narrowed down to two vendors including Affinity Service Group and CorVel Enterprise Comp, Inc.
She said there would have to be a 60 day notification to the current Third Party Administrator. She said staff would be
presenting their recommendation to the Board at the October 14™ meeting.

J. APPROVAL OF STAFF’'S RECOMMENDATION FOR FINAL SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET ADJUSTMENTS
FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDED JUNE 30, 2010:

Chief Financial Officer Mary Holland discussed this item with the Board. A copy of the request and backup, identified
as “Attachment No. 10", follows these minutes and are made an official part hereof. She asked for the Board’s
consideration for approval of final supplemental budget adjustments for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010. She said
she would need to run the close out and run the financials before the auditors come back in two weeks.

Commissioner Hearn made a motion to approve staff's recommendation for final supplemental budget adjustments as
presented for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion carried
5-0.

K. DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED STREET NAMES RESULTING FROM THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE WEST
FAYETTEVILLE BY-PASS AND THE EXTENSION/RE-CONFIGURATION OF EXISTING COUNTY ROADS:

Director of Community Development Pete Frisina discussed the proposed street names resulting from the construction
of the West Fayetteville By-Pass and the extension/re-configuration of existing County roads with the Board. A copy
of the request and backup, identified as “Attachment No. 11", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.
He remarked that the northern portion of the roadway was going to open in approximately two weeks. He said the
construction of Phase | of the West Fayetteville By-Pass, and the related extension/re-configuration of three existing
County roads have created the need to propose street names.

Commissioner maxwell exited the meeting at 6:53 p.m.
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Commissioner maxwell returned to the meeting at 6:57 p.m.

After some discussion, the Board agreed that the roadway would be named Veterans Parkway. There was some
discussion regarding the speed limit being 45 miles per hour. County Attorney Scott Bennett said this was a County road
and in order to prosecute a case and submit it to the State for approval to run the traffic device, there has to be a set
speed limit. He said the County would set the speed limit and then go to the State to ask for approval for sight distance
as using speed detection devices. County Attorney Scott Bennett stated that he would present the Board with a
Resolution adopting these speed limits atthe October 14™ Board meeting. Chairman Smith remarked that signage would
also have to be in place when the roadway opens and there was a consensus of the Board to direct staff to proceed with
preparing the signage.

Commissioner Maxwell made a motion to extend Heritage Farm Lane from its current intersection to what will now be
known as Lester Road; to extend Lester Road from where Huiet Road used to be so that the roadway will now be known
as Lester Road all the way to State Route 54; that from S.R. 54 North the road commonly referred to as the West
Fayetteville Bypass Phase | and Phase I, specifically Phase | from S.R. 54 to where it joins into Sandy Creek Road be
known as Veterans Parkway; Veterans Parkway will continue North along what has heretofore been the Sandy Creek
Road bed, also changing the road’s name to Veterans Parkway; Veterans Parkway will continue to what is now known
as Tillman Road, continuing up Tillman Road to the point where the proposed new road will diverge from what is now
known as Tillman Road, continuing north to its terminus at Highway 92 near Westbridge Road; and that Sandy Creek
Road from S.R. 54 to the new intersection with Veterans Parkway will now be known as South Sandy Creek Road.
Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. Discussion followed.

(Note: the intent of this motion is that what has been heretofore known as the West Fayetteville Bypass is now officially
named Veterans Parkway from S.R. 54 North along the entire distance of the new roadway to its terminus at S.R. 92).

Commissioner Maxwell amended his motion to make the name changes effective immediately except for the South
Sandy Creek section and the Tillman Road section with those name changes going into effectin 90 days. Commissioner
Horgan seconded the amended motion. The motion carried 5-0.

L. DISCUSSION OF REVISIONS TO THE ETHICS ORDINANCE:

County Attorney Scott Bennett discussed proposed revisions to the current ethics ordinance. A copy of the request and
backup, identified as “Attachment No. 12", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof. He remarked that
the County’s current ethics ordinance was twelve years old and had not been revised since that time. He said there were
several areas of this ordinance that he considered to be vague or ambiguous.

Chairman Smith expressed concern with the application of the ethics ordinance being applicable to both elected officials
and employees of the County. He said employees of the County are under the purview of Mr. Krakeel and to also put
them under the purview of an ethics ordinance seemed to him to be a double issue. He said he would like to see the
ordinance segregate how employees will be dealt with and noted that there is already a process in place. He said
employees were different from elected officials and he felt the process needed to be separate between the two. He felt
it would be much simpler if ethical violations were incorporated in the employee handbook and removed from the ethics
ordinance.

Commissioner Maxwell expressed concern with the Board of Commissioners making a decision ultimately without
hearing any of the evidence. County Attorney Scott Bennett felt citizens with a reputable standing in the community were
probably the best persons to sit on the ethics. panel.
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After further discussion, the County Attorney was directed to begin drafting an ethics ordinance for the Board'’s
consideration and also to review the employee handbook regarding ethics.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
PRICING ANALYSIS FOR FENCING AT KENWOOD PARK: County Administrator Jack Krakeel said he would present
the Board with his findings regarding the pricing of fencing at Kenwood Park at the Board’s October 14" meeting.

CONSIDERATION TO CONTINUE HEALTHCARE COVERAGE FOR JUDGE FLETCHER SAMS AND HIS
ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT: County Administrator Jack Krakeel asked for the Board’s consideration to provide
the same level of healthcare coverage for Judge Fletcher Sams and his Administrative Assistant for the two month
interval before they are covered by the State of Georgia’s healthcare plan. He said this would come under Cobra
provisions and would cost approximately $2,160.

Commissioner Hearn made a motion to approve the County Administrator’s request to allow Judge Fletcher Sams and
his Administrative Assistant to continue to receive the same level of healthcare coverage for the next two months until
they are covered by the State of Georgia’s plan. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. Discussion followed.

County Attorney Scott Bennett pointed out that these two individuals are no longer County employees and this would
not be action the Board could legally take.

Commissioner Horgan withdrew his second to the motion. The motion failed due to lack of a second.

Commissioner Horgan made a motion to move funds in the amount of $12,000 that had been previously allotted for one
of these individuals to be put back into the general fund, since this position had actually become a State position.
Commissioner Frady seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

GEBCORP PRESENTATION REGARDING THE COUNTY’S DEFINED BENEFIT RETIREMENT PLAN: County
Administrator Jack Krakeel remarked that Steve Vaughn of GEBCorp would present his updated information regarding
the County’s Defined Benefit Retirement Plan to the Board at the November 18" meeting.

BOARD REPORTS:
COMMISSIONER HORGAN: Commissioner Horgan requested information regarding any changes that may result in
the County’s healthcare plan due to the impact of the National healthcare plan.

County Administrator Jack Krakeel interjected that he would provide this information to him and also noted that the
Human Resources Department had sent out information approximately two weeks ago regarding the impact of the
changes in the national healthcare plan. He said a synopsis of these changes was also available in the County
employee newsletter posted on the County’s website. He noted that changes would not go into effect until June 1, 2011
when the County’s insurance renewal would go into effect.
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EXECUTIVE SESSION: County Administrator Jack Krakeel requested an Executive Session to discuss a matter of
personnel.

Commissioner Horgan made a motion to adjourn to Executive Session to discuss a matter of personnel. Commissioner
Hearn seconded the motion The motion carried 5-0.

Chairman Smith called the meeting back to order at 8:28 p.m.

Commissioner Horgan made a motion to authorize the Chairman to execute the Executive Session Affidavit affirming
that a personnel matter was discussed in Executive Session.

B.  CONSIDERATION OF RECOMMENDATIONS MADE IN THE STORMWATER UTILITY FEASIBILITY STUDY
TO DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A STORMWATER UTILITY IN FAYETTE COUNTY:

Vanessa Birrell of Stormwater Management discussed this item with the Board together with Dan Davis, P.E. and
President of Integrated Science & Engineering. A copy of the request and backup, identified as “Attachment No. 13",
follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.

Chairman Smith asked for the time line on the production of the final product. Mr. Davis replied that the utility data
development would take approximately three months or so. He said the advisory committee, which would consist of
volunteer citizens who should hold four meetings, would probably have a position paper ready to be issued to the Board
of Commissioners in approximately three or four months. Mr. Davis stated it would take approximately seven months
to present the Board with a final recommendation.
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Ms. Birrell remarked that there were funds remaining in the C.I1.P. in the amount of $275,000. She remarked that the
County has compliance issues coming up to meet the North Georgia Water District requirements. She said the entire
infrastructure in the County would have to be documented and mapped to meet the requirement.

Mr. Krakeel said it was his recommendation to move forward with Task 2A and Task 2B. He said both of these were
projects and initiatives that need to be undertaken. He said firstly, the County needed to be properly mapped and gain
objective data from which decisions can be driven, and then secondly to have an understanding of what the County’s
level of service will be with respect to the maintenance of infrastructure associated with stormwater.

Commissioner Frady made a motion to accept staff's recommendation to approve initiation to transition to a utility which
would include Task 2A for Stormwater Utility Data Development in the amount of $86,667 and Task 2B for a Stormwater
Advisory Committee in the amount of $23,545 with funding to come from the current C.1.P. and to continue with the
consulting services of Integrated Science & Engineering. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion
carried 5-0.

C. FURTHER CONSIDERATION OF FENCING AT KENWOOD PARK:

County Administrator Jack Krakeel discussed this item with the Board. A copy of the request and backup, identified as
“Attachment No. 14", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof. He remarked that the County’s Building
and Grounds Maintenance Department could provide installation of the gate and this would defray the expenses of
contractor installation. He said the cost would be approximately $25,000 for two solar or electric gates. He said it was
his recommendation that two gates be installed at the entrance to Kenwood Park. He also recommended installation
of a 6 foot black vinyl chain link fence with a top rail to be installed along the entrance roadway and a 4 foot hog-wire
fence to be installed along the sections of the walking trail. He said the cost of fencing would be approximately $15,000.
He noted that he had discussed this issue with a contractor who is currently engaged with the County to provide fencing.
He said that particular contractor has been fencing the County’s mitigation sites and was the low bidder on those sites.
He said that vendor has reviewed this project and has agreed to hold their pricing at the same figure if the County wished
to extend that contract. He said the total cost of this project would be approximately $40,000 and this would include two
electric or solar gates, the 6 foot black vinyl chain link fencing and the 4 foot hog-wire fence.

Chairman Smith said he would prefer that Mr. Krakeel have the discretion to determine whether electric or solar fences
would be installed and the Board agreed.

Commissioner Frady made a motion to accept staff's recommendation to install two gates either electric or solar powered
and allow Mr. Krakeel the discretion to make that determination and also to install 6 foot black vinyl chain link fencing
with a top rail installed along the entrance roadway and a 4 foot hog-wire fence to be installed along the sections of the
walking trail as indicated on the sketch presented by staff at a total cost of $40,000. Commissioner Horgan seconded
the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

He noted if an Open
Records Request came in and it was determined to be part of their confidential information, it would be turned over to
Tyler Technologies to defend. He asked for the Board's consideration to authorize the Chairman to execute a
Confidentiality Agreement with Tyler Technologies and Fayette County.

Commissioner Frady made a motion to authorize the Chairman to execute a Confidentiality Agreement between Tyler
Technologies and Fayette County. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0. A copy of the
Agreement, identified as “Attachment No. 16", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Additional space for W.I.C. (Women, Infants and Children): Commissioner Horgan stated that as a member of the
Fayette County Board of Health, he has been made aware of spacing issues in the Women, Infants and Children (W.I.C.)
Services in the Health Department. He said W.I.C. was in desperate need of additional space and they had seen a huge
increase in customers. He noted that several health department W.I.C. offices in the local area had closed and now the
Fayette County W.I.C. has a need for a larger facility. He presented a map to the Board indicating a piece of County
owned property located on First Manassas Road and W.1.C. services might be able to locate a modular office on that
property. He remarked that this would free up additional space here at the Health Department at 140 Stonewall Avenue.

Chairman Smith felt this would be a good use of the property and recommended that County Administrator Jack Krakeel
do the ground work available to section off the area in question, answer Commissioner Hearn’s questions about the
proximity to the landfill and develop a recommendation for the Board with regard to W.I.C.’s use of the property and
where the egress and ingress would be located. He said he felt this could be accomplished through a lease agreement
which would protect the County. There was a consensus of the Board for County Administrator Jack Krakeel to proceed
in this matter.

Chairman Smith: Chairman Smith addressed Bob Ross’s comments that had been made earlier under the Public
Comment section regarding the West Fayetteville Bypass.

Commissioner Frady: Commissioner Frady remarked that this was the only County in the Atlanta Regional Commission
that refused and voted no to accept G.R.T.A.’s C-Tran buses about ten years ago.
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Commissioner Hearn: Commissioner Hearn commented on the updated transportation plan that was prepared by the
U.R.S. Corporation firm back ion 2002. He said there were many great projects included in that list and he felt to pick
out a specific project that was recommended was short sighted. He also commented on the property purchase of
approximately 780 acres to build the new Lake Horton reservoir. He said the purchase of this acreage included homes,
barns, and land that had been in families for generations in Fayette County. He said the Board at that time actually had
the foresight to make the decision to do what was best for the whole County. He noted that the traffic analysis for the
West Fayetteville Bypass predicts more than 8,000 vehicles per day when it opens to traffic. He said he felt this Board
was doing the right thing for the right reasons.

Chairman Smith: Chairman Smith said he would like to apologize to Mr. Ross if it appeared that his comments were
directed to him personally.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: County Attorney Scott Bennett requested an Executive Session to discuss property acquisition.

Commissioner Horgan made a motion to adjourn to Executive Session to discuss property acquisition. Commissioner
Hearn seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Chairman Smith adjourned the Executive Session and returned to open session.

Commissioner Horgan made a motion authorizing the Chairman to execute the Executive Session Affidavit affirming that
property acquisition was discussed in Executive Session.

ARTICLE 1.0
INTRODUCTION

1.1 This Agreement is made by and between Fayette County ("*OWNER”), whose principal
offices are located at 140 Stonewall Ave, W, Fayetteville, Georgia, 30214 and Eco-South, Inc.,
(“Contractor”), whose principal offices are lacated at 1165 Church  Street
Covington, Georgia 30014, and Sports Turf Company, Inc. (“Contractor’), whose principal
offices are located at 1487 Blackdirt Road, Whitesburg, Georgia 30185, referred to collectively
as “the Parties™.

1.2 Tt is the intent of this Agreement to establish the terms and conditions upon which the
Contractor agrees to perform work as described hereinafter:

INVOICING AND TERMS OF PAYMENT

7.1 Invoicing. The Contractor will invoice QWNER in a form and supported by
documentation as OWNER may require. The work shall be campleted in the fallowing stages:

WO 1. Construction Staking/Layout and Material Mobilization  $ 28,820.00
WO 2. Complete 5,068 LF of Priority 4 channel restoration $ 203,400.00
WO 3. Complele 45.5 acres of wetland restoration/enhancement  $ 135,362.00
WO 4. Plant Material and Planting (16,394 stems) $ 8721600
Contractor will submit invoices based on 50, 75 and 100 percent completion of the each
individual work order. However, Contraclor may not submit invoices no more frequently than

monthly for completed work. OWNER will hold a 10% retainage on cach invoice,

7.2 Interim Payments. OWNER will provide payment to Contractor within 30 days from
receipt of an acceptable invoice.





7.3 Retainage Payment. Retainage payment will be paid to Contractor upon the U.S. Army
Corp of Engineer’s acceptance of the work as being in substantial compliance with the mitigation
plan and upon completion of all work, receipt of all deliverables, and submittal of an acceptable
final invoice from the Contractor marked as follows:

FINAL INVOICE, PAYMENT BY OWNER CONSTITUTES FULL ACCORD AND
SATISFACTION FOR ALL AMOUNTS DUE FOR WORK PERFORMED UNDER THIS
AGREEMENT.

Final payment will be made by OWNER within 30 calendar days of receipt of an acceptable
1nvoice.

ARTICLE 8.0
CONTRACTOR SCOPE OF WORK

8.1  Upon acceptance of this agreement by hoth parties, Contractor agrees to perform the
work described in Attachment A in exchange for the compensation from OWNER stated in
Article 4.1. Contractor will provide all materials, equipment and labor necessary to complete the
tasks as described in the Article 7.0.

ARTICLE 2.0
OBLIGATIONS OF CONTRACTOR

9.1  Independent Contractor. Contractor is an independent Contractor and nothing contained
herein shall be construed as constituling any other relationship with OWNER, nor shall it be
construed as creating any relationship whatsoever between OWNER and Contractor’s
emplovees. Accordingly, Contractor shall not be entitled as a result of this Agreement (o any
present or futere benefits provided by OWNER or its affiliates to its employees. Nor will
Cantractor be considered an employee for purposes of any tax or contribution levied by the
federal or any state or local government. Contractor has sole authority and responsibility to hire,
fire, and otherwise control its employees. Contractor agrees to comply with all laws, rules,
regulations, or ardinances applicable to an cmployer.

6.2 Performance. Contractor warrants that services shall be performed in a professional and
businesslike manner. Further, the Contractor shall conduct all activities associated with this
Apreement in a lawful and cthical manner, shall use its best eflorts to enhance the good
reputation and best interests of OWNER, and shall refrain from any conduct which will cause, or
tend to cause, any injury to OWNER, its business, or its reputation.

The standard of care applicable to Contractor’s services will be the degree of skill and diligence
normally employed by professionals performing the same or similar services. The Contractor
will correct any services not meeting this standard without additional compensation. If such
deficiencies are not corrected in a timely manner, OWNER may cause the same to be corrected
and deduct costs incurred from Contractor’s compensation.
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Subject to the above stated standard of care, the Contractor agrees that:

1. All materials including, but not limited to, designs, and plans furnished for the work
shall have clear title; and

2. Such materials are free from valid claim for copyright or patent infringement.

3. All prading work performed hereunder shall be warranted 1o withstand any stream
flow or flood event that does not exceed a *2x hankfull discharge” for a period of five
(5) years after completion of all grading work. Contractor shall repair any and all
failure that results from less than a2 “2x bankfull discharge™ at no additional cost to
OWNER during the warranty period. The surety’s warranty period shall be limited to
one year after completion of all grading work.

4. All plants are warranted for one year after the date of planting. If any plants die
within one (1) year of planting, then Contractor agrees to replace said plants at no
additional cost to OWNER.

9.3 Insurance. The Contractor shall maintain commercial and professional insurance standard
and appropriate for the services the Contractor provides under this Agreement. Contractor agrees
to indemnify, defend, and hold OWNER harmless from any and all claims, liabilities,
obligations, governmental penalties, fines, and causes of action of whatsoever nature, including
injury to or death of any person or damage to or destruction of any property, or court costs or
attorney’s fees resulting from any and all negligent acts or omissions of Contractor or any sub
Contractor to this Agreement or any of their respective directors, officers, partners, principals,
employees, or agents.

9.4  Permits, Licenses, and Fees. Coniractor will obtain and pay for all permits and licenses
requited by law that are associated with the Contractor’s performance of the work.

9.5  Confidentiality. Contractor will not disclose the nature of the services provided or
engage in any other publicity or public media disclosures with respect to the services provided
without the prior written consent of QOWNER.

9.6  Access to Records. Contractor will maintain accounting records, in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles and practices, to substantiate all invoiced amounts,
Records will be available for examination by OWNER during Contractor’s normal business
hours for a period of three years after Contractor submits its final invoice.

9.7  Completion and Acceptance. Contractor will provide with the delivery of final work
products an explicit statement indicating that the Contractor considers the work complete.
Within thirty (30) working days of receipt of such notice, OWNER will determine if the work
has been satisfactorily completed and provide notice to the Contractor. Should the work product
he determined to be unsatisfactory, the Contractor will take action and resubmit the corrected
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work until work is determined to be acceptable to OWNER. Accepiance of work by OWNER
shall not limit or affect the responsibilities and liabilities of the Contractor under any other
paragraphs of this Agreement.

9.8 Performance Bond. Contractor shall provide a performance bond for 100% the amount stated
in Article 4.0, Section 4.1 of this Agreement. The Bond shall name OWNER as Obligee.
Further, the Bonding Company providing surety must be authorized to do business by the
Georgia Insurance Department and provide an original or certified copy of their Certificate of
Authority or Power of Attorney, and must be listed in the Department of Treasury’s publication
of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable surety on Federal Bonds and
acceptable reinsuring companics.

ARTICLE 10.0
GENERAL PROVISIONS

10.1 Proprietary Information. All proposals, reports, correspondence, and other
information, written or oral, such as business strategies, themes, concepts, approaches, ctc.,
developed by and furnished to Contractor either by QWNER and/or OWNER’s client, or others
in connection with the Services provided are, and will remain, the property of OWNER and/or
OWNER’s client, and may not be copied or otherwise reproduced or used in any way excepl in
connection with the Services, or disclosed to third Parties or used in any manner detrimental to
the mterests of OWNER or OWNER’s client. This Article is valid for a period of three (3) years
from the date of termination of this Agrecment.

10.1.1 The provision of this Article shall not apply to data or information in the public
domain at the time it was disclosed, or known to the Contractor at the time of disclosure, or
which becomes known Lo the Contractor independently of the disclosing party without breach of
this Agreement, or which is independently developed by the Contrastor.

10.1.2 The Contractor shall not be liable for the disclosure of such data or information
pursuant to judicial or governmental action,

10,2 Force Majeure. Contractor will not be liable to OWNER for delays resulting from labor
strikes, riots, war, acts of governmental authoritics, extraordinary weather conditions, or other
natural catastrophe, or any other cause beyond the contro! or the Contractor.

10.3  Suspension. The Contractor will, upon notice from OWNER, suspend delay or interrupt
all or part of the services, In such e¢vent, the Contractor will resume services upon notice from
OWNER and an appropriate extension of time will be mutually agreed upon and added to the
Contractor’s time of performance, without any increase in price if the services are to be
performed at a fixed fee.

10.4  Termination. OWNER may terminate this Agreement for its convenience upon. nolice
o the Contraclor. Subject to the other provisions of this Agreetnent governing paymient ft?[
Services, OWNER will pay Contractor for the Services rendered in accordance with this
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Agreement through the termination date. Contractor shall submit a detailed invoice of the
Services to OWNER. Contractor shall not be entitled o profit or other compensation for
Services not performed. In accordance with 0.C.G.A. § 36-60-13 (1) this Agreement shall
terminate absolutely and without further obligation on the part of the county at the close of the
calendar year in which it was executed and at the close of each succeeding calendar year for
which it may be renewed as provided in this Code section; (2) this Agreement shall
automatically renew unless the Board of Commissioners votes to terminate this Agreement on or
before December 1 of the year in which it is to be terminated. The total obligation of the County
for the calendar year of execution and for each year of renewal shall not exceed the price shown
in the payment schedule as provided herein. Title to any supplies, materials, equipment, ot other
personal praperty shall remain in the Contractor until fully paid for by the County.

10.5  OWNER rmay terminate this Agreement for cause if

A. Contractor fails to perform its obligations under this Agreement, and does not
affect a prompt and timely cure;

B. Contractor undertakes a general assignment for the benefit of its creditors;

C. Contractor files a bankruptcy petition;

. a receiver is appointed for Contractor’s assets; or,

E. all or a substantial part of Contractor’s assets are attached,

10.5.1 [f OWNER terminates this Agreement far cause, then QOWNER may, af its option:

A. Perform the Services in any manner it considers appropriate; and

B. deduct any additional costs OWNER incurs from any amount that would
otherwise be due Contractor under this Agreement, including, without limitations,
OWNER’s attorney’s fees related to Contractor’s default, regardless of whether
proceedings are instituted to enforce the provisions of this Agreement .

10.6  Changes. OWNER may add or delete work from the statement of work. If such
adjustment results in an increase or decrease in the cost or time of performance an equitable
adjustment will be negotiated by the Parties. All changes to this Agreement shall be in writing
and signed by hoth Parties.

10.7  Contflict of Interest. Each Party shall notify the other immediately upon identification of
any potential conflict of interest as generally described in FAR 9.5 which may arise from the
provision of services to any other organization, government entity, or corporation through the
term of this Agreement. This notification shall include a description of actions which the
imvolved Party has taken or proposes to take to avoid, mitigate, or neulralize the actual or
potential conflict of interest,

[0.8  Waiver of Rights. The failure of either party to insist on a strict performance of any of the
provisions of this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of any rights or remedies that such
party may have for any subsequent breach, default, or non-performance on the part of the other,

form no part of this Agreement. In no event shall they be decmed to limit or modify the text of
this Agreement.

10.10  Severability. The invalidity or unenforceability of any portion(s) or provision(s) of this
Agreement shall in no way affect the validity or enforceability of any other portion(s) or
provision(s) hereof. Any invalid or unenforceable provision(s) shall be severed from the
Agreement and the balance of the Agreement shall be construed and enforced as if the
Agreement did not contain the particular portion(s) or provision(s) held to be invalid and/or

Connection Fees for all other uses, including apartments,
commercial or industrial, shall be $3,050.00 per ERC. ERC’s shall be based on the
estimated average daily flow from the project divided by 300 gpd.
