Further discussion of a request from Commissioner McCarty that the Board consider establishing a formal set of standards to be used
whenever the County acquires privately-owned property for the construction of a public facility.

Background/History/Details:

Whenever counties and cities acquire private property for transportation projects where Georgia Department of Transportation funds are
used to pay for any part of the project, the local government is required to use GDOT's guidelines for acquiring the property. GDOT's
guidelines are based on federal regulations known as the Uniform Relocation Act. Fayette County complies with these requirements
anytime state funds are used to pay any of the cost of the project.

However, Fayette County from time to time acquires property for a number of public purposes where no state or federal funds are used.
These projects could be road or bridge improvements, reservoirs, buildings, parks, etc. Commissioner McCarty asked to have a
discussion about the County adopting its own set of standard to be used any time the County must acquire private property for the
purpose of building any type of county-owned project, regardless of what the project is. These standards would meet or exceed GDOT's
guidelines and could be published and distributed any time a property owner is expected to negotiate the acquisition of property with the
County. At the Board's July 6 Workshop, this item was discussed and the Board members agreed unanimously to ask the County
Attorney to draft a set of standards for their review at their July 28 meeting.

Naturally, since | became a County Commissioner, | have heard a great deal about the County’s
acquisition of privately-owned property for public purposes, particularly as this process relates to the
West Fayetteville Bypass. The topic became interesting to me so | have read about it, listened to
property owners, listened to county staff and have inquired about how others work through the
process.

To make a long story short, there is a booklet the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT)
distributes to land owners when they enter negotiations for right-of-way they need in order to improve
a state road. The booklet, called What Happens When Your Property Is Needed For A Transportation
Facility”, outlines what a property owner can expect from the government as the process goes forward. |
understand that GDOT has modeled their program after the federal government’s guidelines. | also
understand that GDOT requires counties and cities that use state monies on a local road project to use
GDOT'’s guidelines if land is to be acquired by the County for that project; and that Fayette County has
always complied with the state’s requirements in those circumstances.

| respectfully ask that the Commissioners have a discussion about adopting GDOT’s guidelines as its own
for acquiring private property, not only for road projects but for all projects built by Fayette County for
public purposes. If there is a consensus to do so, | understand that we would need to ask staff to prepare
this topic for adoption at a future Board meeting and that the County Attorney will need to review it,
since its origin is in a federal statute.

Let me be as forthright about this issue as | can possibly be. | understand that state or federal funds are
not paying for most of our Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (SPLOST) projects thus far, including
the West Bypass, so perhaps the guidelines the state uses may not have applied thus far when the
County has negotiated with property owners along the Bypass. However, naturally, if we do adopt these
procedures as our “standard”, | would be interested in knowing if, going forward on the Bypass, these
new guidelines could possibly apply. Regardless of the answer to that question, | would like to see the
County adopt GDOT's policy for all Fayette County projects in the future.

| asked staff to place this item on our July Workshop Agenda, along with a copy of the booklet GDOT
distributes for your reference and a draft of a resolution. | realize that this approach may have a
financial impact on the County in some cases, but | am likewise concerned about the financial impact
our projects can have on affected members of our public. This is not an issue that has been without its
problems, as you know.

GASBS 54 is required to be implemented for the reporting of FY 2011. This statement replaces
current fund balance terminology. Rather than reserved, unreserved-designated, and unreserved-
undesignated there will be nonspendable, restricted, committed, assigned and unassigned. Each of
these classifications and what is included is governed by the statement. The attached reserve fund
policy has been updated to reflect the changes in terminology and the action needed to release
reserves as required by the statement. The changes to the policy are highlighted in red. Additionally,
the policy has been updated to include current practice of requiring fire, EMS, and E911 to maintain
working capital.

To illustrate the effect of this change, below is the fund balance for the general fund as included in
the CAFR for FY 2010 and how it would have looked under the new requirements:

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The nonspendable fund balance classification refers to amounts that cannot be spent because they are
not in spendable form, such as prepaids and inventories. The restricted classification refers to
amounts that are restricted through law (thus they would only be used for E911 and SPLOST funds
in the County). Committed includes amounts that set aside by the BOC. The assigned classification
contains those amounts that are set aside through the budgeting process. This would include the
capital, CIP amounts, as well as usage of funds to balance the next year budget. The unassigned
contains all amounts not otherwise classified in the general fund.

Some other key points of this statement are:
e E911 and SPLOST fund balances will be shown as restricted.
e General fund is the only fund that will have an unassigned fund balance.

e The remaining fund balance of the governmental funds after nonspendable, restricted, and
committed will be shown as assigned.

The updated reserve funds policy needs to be adopted before the completion of the final budget entry

at the end of September to ensure that the board has established the necessary parameters for the
classifications as required by the statements.

300.07
PURPOSE

The county will maintain a sufficient working capital reserve in the general, fire, EMS, and E911
funds to help offset economic downturns, provide sufficient working capital and provide for
sufficient cash flow for current financial needs. In addition, the county will maintain an
emergency fund reserve in the general fund.

POLICY

There shall be a consistent and uniform process for maintaining working capital and emergency
fund reserves for Fayette County.

PROCEDURE

The County will maintain a working reserve equal to at least three months of the fund
appropriations budget for the general, fire, EMS, and E911 funds. This amount will be
maintained as stabilization funds in the committed fund classification, except for E911 which
will be maintained within the restricted fund classification. These reserves shall be created and
maintained to provide the capacity to:

1. Offset significant economic downturn and the revision of any general government
activity;

2. Provide sufficient working capital; and

3. Provide a sufficient cash flow for current financial needs at all times without short-term
borrowing.

To be able to use funds that are committed for stabilization, the Board of Commissioners must
take formal action to release funds. This type of action will only be taken when failure to take
such action would result in a negative position for the unassigned fund balance.

In addition to the working capital reserves, the County will also maintain a $2 million emergency
funding in the assigned fund classification. The emergency funding will only be used for a
declared state of natural disaster. The funds will not be released without formal action of the
Board of Commissioners.

The county will also maintain reserves in compliance with all debt service requirements to
maintain bond ratings and the marketability of bonds. The county will develop capital reserves to
provide for normal replacement of existing capital plant and additional capital improvements
financed on a pay-as-you-go basis.

Background/History/Details:

Staff has been coming before the Board of Commissioners since 2003 to work through the state and federal mandates that require local
cities and counties to address stormwater (run-off) issues in Georgia. An independent feasibility study was conducted to determine levels
of need and to address funding mechanisms that would raise funds to pay for stormwater facility maintenance. Historically, these costs
have been paid for by county-wide property taxes, from which several types of properties are exempt. Discussions have taken place with
our municipalities and Fayetteville and Peachtree City have subsequently established stormwater utilities for their cities.

The time has come for the Board of Commissioners to give direction to staff on how stormwater management will be funded in the future,
either by continuing to pay costs with property taxes or to establish a stormwater utility which will be funded by user-fees imposed on
property owners in unincorporated Fayette County.

Staff is recommending that a fee-based utility be established. The final decision lies with the Board of Commissioners. This issue was
discussed at the Board's July 6 Workshop but the Board asked for additional information.

The storm drainage system is a network of pipes, open ditches, and other structures that
collect and ftransport stormwater runoff to the nearest stream or lake. Certain elements of
the storm drainage system are maintained by the City, while other elements are maintained by
the private property owner or Homeowners Association.

The City of Roswell's extent of service (EOS) policy refers to the components of the storm
drainage system maintained by the City. The level of service (LOS) policy defines the
maintenance activities performed by the City.

In the public drainage system the City provides inspections and prioritizes and makes
necessary repairs. In private drainage systems, the City provides regulatory enforcement and
may provide emergency response in isolated instances.
