Call to Order, Invocation, and Pledge of Allegiance


Chairman Brown called the February 17, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.


Commissioner Barlow asked County Clerk Floyd Jones to offer the Invocation, and he did so.


Commissioner Ognio led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Acceptance of Agenda


Chairman Brown moved to accept the Agenda as published with the following amendments: 1) to table Item New


Business Item #12 to be considered at the February 27, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting, and 2) to add New


Business Item #17 which is a resolution for the local state of emergency.  Commissioners Barlow and McCarty


seconded the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.


PRESENTATION / RECOGNITION:


There were no Presentations or Recognitions given.


PUBLIC HEARING:


There was no Public Hearing.
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CONSENT AGENDA:


Commissioner Barlow moved to accept the Consent Agenda as presented.  Commissioner Ognio seconded the


motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.


1. Approval of the County Clerk’s recommendation to approve the revised 2014 Board of
Commissioners Meeting Schedule.  A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 1", follows
these minutes and is made an official part hereof.


2. Approval of staff’s request for the Board of Commissioners to establish the annual Budget Calendar
for Fiscal Year 2015 which begins July 1, 2014 and ends June 30, 2015.  A copy of the request,
identified as “Attachment 2", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.


3. Approval of staff’s recommendation to issue a noise permit, for the date of September 27, 2014, to
Mr. John Douville at 205 New Oak Ridge Trial.

Commissioner Ognio moved to accept the Selection Committee’s nomination of Mr. Tom Waller to the


Fayette County Zoning Board of Appeals with a term beginning immediately and expiring December 31,


2016.  Commissioner McCarty seconded the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed


unanimously.  A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 10", follows these minutes and is made an


official part hereof.


12. Discussion of the trend of transient / vacation lodging through short-term rentals in residential
neighborhoods.


New Business Item #12 was tabled during the acceptance of the Agenda.  It will be on the February 27,


2014 Board of Commissioners Agenda.


13. Consideration of Chairman Brown’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-08 in support of
House Bill 852, providing for Transparency in Vote Counting for elections in Georgia.


Chairman Brown mentioned that this and the following two resolutions were added to the Agenda after the


Agenda had been initially published.  He mentioned that since the Georgia Legislature was in session that


there may be times when resolutions are added at the last moment possible.  Chairman Brown then read


Resolution 2014-08 into the record.  Resolution 2014-08 reads as follows:


RESOLUTION  2014 – 08


 


A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF HOUSE BILL 852,


PROVIDING FOR TRANSPARENCY IN VOTE COUNTING


FOR ELECTIONS IN GEORGIA
 


WHEREAS, there is no more essential component for the preservation and protection


of our governance system than fair and honest elections; and
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WHEREAS, we are living in an era where even Presidential elections are determined


by a mere handful of votes; and
 


WHEREAS, all candidates participating in the electoral process should have thorough


access to voting records following an election; and
 


WHEREAS, a Superior Court Ruling in metropolitan Atlanta denied a losing candidate


access to review absentee ballots following an election to insure a proper


accounting of the votes; and
 


WHEREAS, State Representative Charles Gregory has introduced House Bill 852,


affording that: “any candidate in an election or primary shall be entitled to


inspect and reproduce absentee ballots for a certain period of time after


the election or primary” to verify a fair and honest accounting of the votes;


BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Fayette County Board of Commissioners does


hereby formally support HB 852, requesting that the bill be released out of the


Government Affairs Committee to the floor of the House of Representatives, inviting our


full Fayette County Legislative Delegation to offer their support to insure fair and honest


elections.
              


Chairman Brown said he personally knew a candidate who lost a narrow race in Cobb County, and that


candidate wanted the absentee ballots since they are the only votes that can be identified these days.  He


explained that the electronic Diebold machines produce the same receipts, meaning there is no real


accountability with some of the voting machines.  He stated that reviewing the absentee ballots were the


only way the candidate had to see if he could narrow the margin, but that the Cobb County Board of


Elections refused to let him see the absentee ballots.  Chairman Brown reported that the candidate filed


suit, and the ruling was that he was not allowed to see the ballots.  Chairman Brown concluded his remarks


by saying this resolution would work toward allowing candidates see the ballots.


Commissioner Barlow asked why there was a two-year period of time to question the outcome of the


election.  County Attorney Dennis Davenport suggested that election cycle happens every two years, and


so that may be the reason why that time period was given.


Commissioner Ognio moved to approve Chairman Brown’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-08


in support of House Bill 852, providing for Transparency in Vote Counting for elections in Georgia. 


Commissioner Barlow seconded the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Copies of the request and Resolution 2014-08, identified as “Attachment 11", follow these minutes and are


made an official part hereof.
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14. Consideration of Chairman Brown’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-09 in support of
Legislative Transparency in the Georgia General Assembly.


Chairman Brown said he went to a program during the previous Saturday with various conservative elected


officials and others, and there was discussion over a host of issues.  He stated that Georgia State Senator


Josh McKoon was at the event, and he pointed out that if it were not for Senator McKoon there would be


nothing to cheer about.”  He said Senator McKoon has really stood for what he believes and that he


deserves to be given his due.  Chairman Brown then read Resolution 2014-09 into the record.  Resolution


2014-09 reads as follows:


RESOLUTION  2014 - 09
 


A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF LEGISLATIVE


TRANSPARENCY IN THE GEORGIA GENERAL ASSEMBLY
 


WHEREAS, given the opportunity, the Legislature has been prone to amend bills on


the last day of the General Assembly; and
 


WHEREAS, the Citizens of the State of Georgia and the news media are not allowed


to review the last-minute amendments which affect the governance of


their state; and
 


WHEREAS, the Citizens of the State of Georgia are growing tired of the justification


given by legislators voting for harmful bills as they did not know the bill


was amended or they did not have time to read the bill; and
 


WHEREAS, transparency promotes honest government and protects Citizens from


harmful special interests; and
 


WHEREAS, State Senator Josh McKoon has asked the Senate to change its rules so


that lawmakers get the final version of bills at least 24 hours before they


vote, and to post the final legislative drafts online for Citizen and news


media access; and


WHEREAS, State Senator Josh McKoon has also asked the Senate to begin officially


recording all votes on proposed amendments to bills rather than using a


show of hands which does not record individual votes; 


BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Fayette County Board of Commissioners does


hereby formally support Senator McKoon’s rule change proposals for the Senate and we


request that the State House of Representatives also pass the same measures, assuring


the Citizens of governmental transparency, and inviting our full Fayette County Legislative


Delegation to offer their support.
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Chairman Brown added that this measure would prevent the Representative Nancy Pelosi mentality of


“once we pass it we’ll know what’s in it.”  He thought Senator McKoon had done a great job with


transparency and that he supported Senator since he takes a real beating from the leadership for doing the


right thing.


Commissioner Barlow added that he wanted to see 72 hours of notification rather than 24 hours of


notification.  He thought to have 24 hours was a short period of time to go through a bill that will affect the


state, but he understood that Senator McKoon had probably settled for the 24-hour notification since he


could at least get that passed.  He agreed with the Chairman’s remarks about Senator McKoon and he


pointed out that Senator McKoon had presented ethics reform several years ago.  He said he had the


privilege of watching Senator McKoon along the way, and that the Senator was fighting the good fight for


the citizens of Georgia.


Commissioner Barlow moved to approve Chairman Brown’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-09


in support of Legislative Transparency in the Georgia General Assembly.  Commissioner Ognio seconded


the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.  Copies of the request and


Resolution 2014-09, identified as “Attachment 12", follow these minutes and are made an official part


hereof.


15. Consideration of Chairman Brown’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-10 in support of
Permanent, Independent Funding of the Georgia Ethics Commission.


Chairman Brown read Resolution 2014-10 into the record.  Resolution 2014-10 reads as follows:


RESOLUTION  2014 - 10
 


A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF PERMANENT,


INDEPENDENT FUNDING OF THE GEORGIA ETHICS


COMMISSION
 


WHEREAS, there is no public trust without insuring governmental ethics; and


WHEREAS, the Citizens of the State of Georgia, in bipartisan fashion, overwhelming


support ethics reform; and
 


WHEREAS, State ethics enforcement is severely hampered by the threat of legislative


defunding; and
 


WHEREAS, the Georgia Ethics Commission Board Members and staff must be


allowed to perform their duties without fear of reprisal; and
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WHEREAS, interference from the Legislature and the Governor’s Office does not


promote honest government and does not protect Citizens from harmful


special interests; and
 


WHEREAS, State Senator Josh McKoon’s Senate Resolution 7, allowing the Citizens


to vote via referendum on independent funding for the State Ethics


Commission, has languished in the Senate Ethics Committee for over a


year; and


WHEREAS, other states across the nation already “constitutionally fund” their ethics


commissions; 


BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Fayette County Board of Commissioners,


along with the Atlanta Tea Party Patriots, the League of Women Voters of Georgia,


Common Cause Georgia and numerous Republican and Democrat officials, does hereby


formally support permanent, independent funding of the State Ethics Commission, inviting


our full Fayette County Legislative Delegation to offer their support for getting Senate


Resolution 7 to the ballot for all Georgia Citizens.


Chairman Brown explained that there have been severe funding cuts for the State Ethics Commission, and


every time a high-profile candidate or elected official is indicted for something, there seems to be a funding


cut that follows that indictment.  He stated that the measure would create a separate revenue source that


would be locked into the State Ethics Commission and would fund their annual budget.  He said the


revenue source has already been set aside, and that if anyone wanted to see the resolution they could


contact the County Clerk.


Commissioner Barlow stated that President Thomas Jefferson summed it up in one sentence: “Honesty is


the first chapter in the book of Wisdom.”  He thought ethics went along with wisdom, and if a person is


ethical, honest, totally transparent, and a person of integrity then there would be a “certain amount of a


smart factor that goes along with that.”  He thought it was a shame that the Board had to discuss these


types of issues, and he hoped Senator McKoon would be successful with his effort.


Commissioner Oddo moved to approve Chairman Brown’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-10 in


support of Permanent, Independent Funding of the Georgia Ethics Commission.  Commissioner McCarty


seconded the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.  Copies of the request


and Resolution 2014-10, identified as “Attachment 13", follow these minutes and are made an official part


hereof.


16. Consideration of Commissioner Allen McCarty’s recommendation to adopt Resolution 2014-06
affirming Fayette County’s commitment to the United States Constitution and to be declared a
Constitutional County.


Commissioner McCarty moved to officially recognize the Constitution of the United States since it gives


citizens rights and protections, and for Fayette County to officially proclaim that it honors the United States


Constitution as the nation’s guide and leading document for the citizens and residents of Fayette County. 
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Commissioner Barlow seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Copies of the request and


Resolution 2014-06, identified as “Attachment 14", follow these minutes and are made an official part


hereof.


17. Approval by the Board of Commissioners declaring a State of Emergency in Fayette County due to
the damage sustained by the snow and ice storm that began on February 11, 2014.


Chairman Brown moved to approve the resolution, in conjunction with the State of Georgia’s declaration of


a State of Emergency, related to the ice storm that began on February 11, 2014.  Commissioner Barlow


seconded the motion.  No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously.  Copies of the request and


the Declaration of the State of Emergency, identified as “Attachment 15", follow these minutes and are


made an official part hereof.


PUBLIC COMMENT:


No one spoke under Public Comment.


ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS:


Clarification concerning New Business Item Numbers 13-15: County Administrator Steve Rapson asked the


Board if staff was to send the resolutions to the Local Delegation or was that something the Chairman wanted to


handle.  Chairman Brown replied that Deputy Clerk Tameca White could mail the resolutions to the members of


Fayette delegation, and he asked that the resolutions also be mailed to the Chairs of Fayette County’s Republican


and Democrat parties.


Update on the Submitted Legislative Package: County Administrator Steve Rapson informed the Board that the


Legislative Package was submitted and would be made available later this week.


Recognition of First Responders:  County Administrator Steve Rapson commented that the recent snow and ice


event highlighted Fayette County’s response ability from a public safety perspective.  He gave a shout out to all the


agencies and shelters that were stood up and to responses that occurred.  He pointed out that there would be a


formal recognition at the February 27th meeting in honor of all those involved.


ATTORNEY’S REPORTS:


No Attorney’s Reports were given.


COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS:


Commissioner Barlow: Commissioner Barlow echoed County Administrator Steve Rapson’s comments about first


responders.  He said the Emergency Medical, Fire Department, and other first responders were tested this past


week, and it is amazing how the system works.  He said he was tickled with the number of people who worked as


members of the community of faith.  He stated that the first responders were trained in their work, and that while he


wanted to be out there working as well, he thought he would be more in the way.  He commended those first


responders who dug in for the betterment of Fayette County.
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Commissioner McCarty: Commissioner McCarty stated that the Fayette County staff did a fantastic job and that


County Administrator Steve Rapson, the involved Commissioners, and all first responders worked together to


accomplish what many others have not accomplished.  He added that there was the ability to provide live broadcasts


from the County Commissioners meeting room in order to provide even more timely responses to the people.


Commissioner Oddo: Commissioner Oddo said he did not want to repeat everybody else, but that it was interesting


to see plans come together.  He said he saw the County personnel working hard.  He pointed out that this past week


included a snow storm, an ice storm, and two earthquakes, so he quipped he was looking for locusts soon.  He told


the Board and audience that fifty years ago today, his parents started “Oddo Publishing,” where children’s books


were published.  He said the business was moved to Fayette County six years after it started, and that Fayette


County started being on people’s radars in many areas including the nation of Japan.  He stated that the business


has been promoting Fayette County for a long time, and he joked that finally word made it to Pinewood Studios.  He


closed saying he wanted to give credit to his two parents.


Commissioner Ognio: Commissioner Ognio thanked the employees who worked throughout the storms.  He said


the communication was really great, and it was obvious things were going really well.  He said he could not give


enough thanks and support for what they did.  He said the County did as well as expected given the situation it was


in.  He also wished everyone a belated Happy Valentine’s Day.


Commissioner McCarty: Commissioner McCarty informed the Board that on February 24 that he and his wife


would be celebrating their 52nd wedding anniversary.  He further told the Board that he may be at the February 27th


meeting, but that he may also decide to take his wife out of town.


Chairman Brown: Chairman Brown said he did not think it was a coincidence that the County held its Faith Based


Disaster Conference the Saturday before the ice storm, and that all the people were lined up and ready to go.  He


said many of the people staffed shelters, removed debris, and are still helping the elderly and those in need.  He


also gave kudos to Fayette County School Superintendent Dr. Jody Barrow since he has the kids in heart and a


schedule to maintain.  Chairman Brown also thanked the citizens for staying off the roads during and after the ice


storm so that roads could be cleaned up much faster.


EXECUTIVE SESSION:


There was no Executive Session.

Commissioner Oddo moved to adjourn the February 17, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting.  Commissioner


Ognio seconded the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.

Consideration of staff's recommendation to amend the contract with Jacobs Engineering Group, Inc, by approving Addendum #1 in an 


amount not to exceed $192,500.00, in order to complete required work for the Methane Remediation Plans for both the closed Northside 


and Southside landfills on First Manassas Mile Road.


     The Southside Landfill contains three closed, unlined, municipal solid waste (MSW) landfills; the Grady Avenue Landfill Phases I&II 


and the First Manassas Mile Road Sanitary Landfill.   In addition to closed, unlined, municipal solid waste, the Northside Landfill also 


contains closed commercial and demolition fill areas. Groundwater and methane compliance monitoring began in the 1990s at both 


landfills. Since then passive and active gas venting systems have been installed to mitigate methane migrating outside the permit 


boundaries as required by Georgia Solid Waste Management Regulations.   


     On December 9, 2013, staff received a Notice of Deficiency for two parameter wells that measured methane concentrations above the 


regulatory limit (5% methane by volume.) When this regulatory limit is exceeded, as per Georgia Solid Waste Environmental Regulations, 


the County must submit a Methane Remediation Plan detailing corrective measures to be implemented and a time frame for 


implementation.   Two plans must be submitted to EPD by March 1, 2014 for their approval.  Since each violation occurs under a 


separate permit,  two separate plans must be submitted. 


     Work needed to address this Notice of Deficiency is the design and installation of two methane extraction systems. One system will 


replace a long-time inoperable system at the Northside methane monitoring well (MW) location MW-20.  The second system on the 


Southside will upgrade the passive system installed at MW-11 to an active vacuum system.  Passive methane extraction wells installed at 


this location in 2011 were designed to easily convert to an active vapor extraction system.


Approval of staff's recommendation to amend the contract with Jacobs Engineering Group, Inc, by approving Addendum #1 in an amount 


not to exceed $192,500.00, in order to complete required work for the Methane Remediation Plans for both the closed Northside and 


Southside landfills on First Manassas Mile Road.

The Georgia EPD issued a Notice of Deficiency to Fayette County on December 9, 2013 for 
methane concentrations in MW-11 (Southside Landfill) and MW-20 (Northside Landfill) over 
regulatory thresholds. The Notice requires Fayette County to submit a mitigation plan for EPD’s 
approval by January 29, 2014. 
 
In 2011, at the direction of the County to install least expensive mitigation, a passive venting 
system was installed around MW-11. As the December 4, 2013 NOD states, this system 
accounted for methane exceedences dropping considerably, however readings continue to hover 
around the 5% Lower Explosive Limit of methane. Jacobs’ engineering design took into account 
the possibility of having to upgrade this system at minimal cost in the future, and thus designed a 
system that could be converted to active system at minimal cost. 
 
Fayette County was required to respond to the EPD with a mitigation plan that included a 
milestone schedule for installation of remediation measures by or on January 29, 2014. Due to 
on-going contract negotiations Fayette County asked for and was granted an extension of our 
response to March 1, 2014.  If Fayette County fails to respond within this time EPD will issue 
Notice of Violation with a response time of 15 days. This issuance is the precursor to a Consent 
Order. A Consent Order requires signatures of both the State and County to perform agreed-upon 
mitigation with financial penalties assigned.

Fayette County Methane Remediation Installation  
Northside and Southside Landfills 


 


Background 


The Fayette County Board of Commissioners (Fayette County) owns and maintains two landfills 
located along 1st Manassas Mile Road; the 1st Manassas Mile Road Northside Landfill (Northside 
Landfill), which consists of a closed, unlined, municipal solid waste  (MSW)  landfill and  the 1st 
Manassas  Mile  Road  Southside  Landfill  (Southside  Landfill),  which  consists  of  two  closed, 
unlined, municipal solid waste (MSW) landfills.  Compliance monitoring at the Northside Landfill 
has detected intermittent but recurring methane concentrations above the regulatory limit (5% 
methane  by  volume)  in  monitoring  location  MM‐20,  which  is  located  along  the  eastern 
boundary  of  the  landfill.    A  limited  active  gas  extraction  system  was  installed  in  this  area 
approximately 10 years ago but has not been operational in several years.   


Compliance  monitoring  at  the  Southside  Landfill  has  detected  intermittent  but  recurring 
methane  concentrations  above  the  regulatory  limit  in monitoring  location MM‐11, which  is 
located along the northern boundary of the landfill on the west end.  An enhanced passive gas 
venting  system  was  installed  in  this  area  in  late  2011  and  has  succeeded  in  significantly 
decreasing the methane levels in MM‐11.  However, methane levels have plateaued around the 
regulatory limit.    


On December  15,  2013,  Fayette  County  received  a Notice  of Deficiency  (NOD)  for  both  the 
Northside  Landfill and Southside  Landfill  from  the Georgia Environmental Protection Division 
(EPD).   This NOD required that Fayette County submit an updated Methane Remediation Plan 
(MRP) for both landfills within 45 days of receipt.   


Jacobs  is currently working on preparation of updated MRPs  for both  landfills.   The updated 
MRP for the Northside Landfill proposes the  installation of a new  limited active gas extraction 
system in the vicinity of MM‐20, and the updated MRP for the Southside Landfill proposes the 
conversion of a portion of  the enhanced passive venting  system  to active extraction.    Jacobs 
plans to submit the updated MRPs to EPD on or before January 29, 2014. 


Fayette County has requested that Jacobs provide a scope and cost to implement the proposed 
updated MRPs for both landfills.  The proposed remediation for the Northside Landfill includes 
the design and installation of a new limited gas extraction system in the area of MM‐20 that will

extend approximately 450 feet along the eastern property boundary  in the vicinity of MM‐20.  
An estimated 10 new extraction wells will be  installed at a  spacing of approximately 50  feet 
with each well extending  to groundwater or  top of  rock, whichever  is encountered  first.   All 
extraction wells will be connected via wellheads  to a buried header pipe  leading  to a blower 
that will  apply  vacuum  to  the  system  and  intercept  the methane  that  is  currently migrating 
toward  the  property  boundary.    The methane will  be  vented  to  the  atmosphere  above  the 
breathing  zone.  The  system will  be  configured  such  that  individual wells  can  be  isolated  if 
desired to fine tune the methane interception.    The proposed updated MRP for the Northside 
Landfill also includes the decommissioning of two existing nonfunctioning extraction systems. 


The proposed remediation for the Southside Landfill includes the construction of a new limited 
gas extraction system at MM‐11 that involves converting eight of the existing enhanced passive 
vents to active extraction wells.  The final system will extend approximately 200 feet along the 
northern property boundary  in  the vicinity of MM‐11.   All  converted extraction wells will be 
connected via wellheads to a buried header pipe leading to a blower that will apply vacuum to 
the  system  and  intercept  the  methane  that  is  currently  migrating  toward  the  property 
boundary.    The methane will  be  vented  to  the  atmosphere  above  the  breathing  zone.  The 
system will be configured such  that  individual wells can be  isolated  in order  to  fine  tune  the 
methane interception.     


The details of the scope of work are defined below with the associated assumptions provided at 
the end of this document. 


Health and Safety 


Prior to conducting any field activities, Jacobs will update the existing Health and Safety Plan, 
which  will  be  used  throughout  the  duration  of  the  work.  No  confined‐space  entry  will  be 
performed. 


MRP Fieldwork 


Installation of Limited Gas Extraction System at MM‐20 (Northside Landfill) 


Jacobs proposes to perform the following items as part of the installation of a limited active gas 
extraction system at MM‐20: 


• Conduct an initial site visit to walk the project area with County representatives in order 
to collect data for preliminary design (to be combined with initial site visit for Southside 
Landfill).   


• Perform preliminary design in order to facilitate a preconstruction meeting. 
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• Conduct a preconstruction meeting at the Northside Landfill with representatives of the 
County, Jacobs, and Jacobs’ system installation subcontractor to discuss logistical issues 
and  gather  information  for  the  final  system  design  (to  be  combined  with 
preconstruction meeting for Southside Landfill). 


• Design the header, wellheads, blower, knockout pot and sump configuration to allow for 
gas flow and condensate collection.  The design effort will also include the development 
of  recommendations  for  the  electrical  connections,  which  will  be  performed  by  a 
licensed electrician contracted directly with the County. 


• Provide  one  day  of  professional  oversight  and  construction  services  during  the 
decommissioning of the existing non‐functional extraction system at MM‐20, as well as 
the  non‐functional  extraction  system  at  nearby MM‐14. All  above‐grade  components 
will be removed and the existing extraction wells will be abandoned by first filling the 2‐
inch  pipes with  bentonite  and  hydrating  in  stages,  and  then  cutting  and  capping  the 
wells at ground surface.  All removed system components will be staged in one central 
location and Fayette County will be responsible for proper disposal. 


• Provide  nine  days  of  professional  oversight  and  construction  services  during  the 
installation of the new limited gas extraction system at MM‐20.  For the purposes of this 
document, Jacobs has made assumptions about the final design of the active extraction 
components of the system.   This scope and cost are based on those assumptions, and 
may  change  after  the  final  design  is  completed.    We  assume  that  the  new  well 
installation and implementation of active extraction will be accomplished as follows: 


 


o Jacobs will install an estimated 10 new extraction wells.  The wells will be installed in 
a manner  such  that  the  total  number  of  new wells  could  be  less  than  10  if  it  is 
determined during well installation that the extent of methane does not extend the 
full distance assumed  in this proposal.     However,  if the number of wells  increases 
during final design or construction, Jacobs will obtain approval from Fayette County 
before installing more than 10 new wells.  For costing purposes, Jacobs assumes the 
wells will extend 40 feet below ground surface and will be spaced approximately 50 
feet apart.  The extraction wells will be installed as follows: 


 Extraction  well  borings  will  be  advanced  utilizing  4.25‐inch  inside  diameter 
hollow stem augers (HSA), which will yield an approximate 8‐inch borehole. 


 The boreholes will be advanced until groundwater or top‐of‐rock is encountered. 
If  groundwater  is  encountered  first,  the  borehole  will  be  advanced 
approximately 3 to 5 feet beyond the first occurrence of groundwater. 
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 Wells  will  be  constructed  using  2‐inch  diameter,  ASTM  NSF‐rated,  flush‐
threaded, Schedule 40 PVC riser pipe and 0.020‐inch (or bigger), machine slotted 
PVC screen. 


 Screened intervals will extend from approximately 10 feet below ground surface 
(BGS) to the bottom of each borehole. 


 Extraction  well  screens  will  be  surrounded  with  #7  pea  gravel  (or  similar 
material) from the bottom of the boring to 0.5 feet above the top of the screen. 
A 0.5 foot  layer of sand will be placed above the gravel pack. Bentonite pellets 
(or  chips) will be placed  above  the  sand  layer  to  a depth of 0.5  feet BGS  and 
hydrated. The remaining 0.5 feet will be backfilled with clean onsite soil.  


 An active well head with an adjustable 2‐inch ball valve for vacuum control and 
sample ports for gas monitoring will be installed on top of each extraction well.  


 
o Jacobs will  excavate  a minimum  12‐inch  deep  header  pipe  trench  in  the  location 


determined by Jacobs during design of the system.  The trench will be constructed to 
slope  (minimum 2%) with  the natural  site grade  toward  the  south.   A condensate 
sump  (provided by  Jacobs) will be placed at  the  low point  in  the header, between 
the last extraction well and the blower, to capture and collect liquid that condenses 
in  the  header.   A  condensate  knockout  pot  (provided  by  Jacobs) will  be  installed 
between  the  sump and  the blower  in order  to  remove  remaining entrained  liquid 
from the gas before it passes through the blower.  Jacobs will excavate a pit for the 
sump and place the sump in the excavated pit. 


o Jacobs will  install  the header  in  the base of  the  trench.    Jacobs assumes  that  the 
header will consist of approximately 450 linear feet of 4‐inch diameter Schedule 40 
PVC pipe.   A 4‐inch  tee with a 4x2  reducer will be  installed  in  the header at each 
extraction  well  location.    Flexible  pipe  will  connect  each  extraction  well  to  the 
header.  


o Jacobs will  install an additional 4‐inch  tee with a 4x2  reducer  in  the header at  the 
halfway point between each extraction well.  Each additional tee will be stubbed and 
capped  above  grade  to  allow  for  future  expansion  to  the  system  without  re‐
excavating the header. 


o Jacobs will backfill over and around the header pipe and sump using the excavated 
material.   


o Jacobs  will  connect  the  header  pipe  to  an  electric  blower  and  the  condensate 
knockout pot and  sump  (all  to be provided by  Jacobs).   The blower will be placed 
under a shed roof on a pad (concrete or wood) constructed by Jacobs.   
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o Power was previously established at the MM‐20  location as part of the  installation 
of  the  existing  non‐functioning  remediation  system.  Fayette  County will  contract 
directly with a licensed electrician to make all the necessary electrical connections to 
the blower.   All costs associated with establishing power  to  the  limited extraction 
system will be paid directly by Fayette County. 


o Fayette  County  will  be  responsible  for  collection  and  disposal  of  condensate 
captured  by  the  knockout  pot  and  sump.    Jacobs  will  work  with  the  County  to 
develop a frequency for collection and disposal. 


 


Conversion to Active Gas Extraction at MM‐11 (Southside Landfill) 


Jacobs  proposes  to  perform  the  following  items  as  part  of  the  conversion  to  active  gas 
extraction at MM‐11: 


• Conduct an initial site visit to walk the project area with County representatives in order 
to collect data for preliminary design (to be combined with initial site visit for Northside 
Landfill). 


• Perform preliminary design in order to facilitate a preconstruction meeting. 


• Conduct a preconstruction meeting at the Southside Landfill with representatives of the 
County, Jacobs, and Jacobs’ system installation subcontractor to discuss logistical issues 
and  gather  information  for  the  final  system  design  (to  be  combined  with  the 
preconstruction meeting for the Northside Landfill). 


• Design the header, wellheads, blower, knockout pot and sump configuration to allow for 
gas flow and condensate collection.  The design effort will also include the development 
of  recommendations  for  the  electrical  connections,  which  will  be  performed  by  a 
licensed electrician contracted directly with the County. 


• Provide  three  days  of  professional  oversight  and  construction  services  during  the 
conversion of a portion of  the existing enhanced passive venting system  to active gas 
extraction.  For the purposes of this document, Jacobs has made assumptions about the 
final design of the active extraction components of the system.  This scope and cost are 
based on those assumptions, and may change after the final design  is completed.   We 
assume that the conversion to active extraction will be accomplished as follows: 


o Jacobs will convert eight of the existing enhanced passive vents (MV‐1, MV‐3, MV‐5, 
MV‐7, MV‐9, MV‐10, MV‐12, and MV‐13) to active extraction wells by cutting off the 
existing passive wellheads and  installing active wellheads with an adjustable 2‐inch 
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ball valve for vacuum control and sample ports for gas monitoring on each wellhead. 
Jacobs will  also  install  a  4‐foot  diameter  plastic well  skirt  around  each  converted 
well.  The skirt will be clamped and sealed to the well pipe and a minimum 6 inches 
of dirt placed over the well skirt. 


o Jacobs will  excavate  a minimum  12‐inch  deep  header  pipe  trench  in  the  location 
determined by Jacobs during design of the system.  The trench will be constructed to 
slope  (minimum  2%) with  the  natural  site  grade  toward  the  east.    A  condensate 
sump  (provided by  Jacobs) will be placed at  the  low point  in  the header, between 
the last extraction well and the blower, to capture and collect liquid that condenses 
in  the  header.   A  condensate  knockout  pot  (provided  by  Jacobs) will  be  installed 
between  the  sump  and  the  blower  in  order  to  remove  any  remaining  entrained 
liquid from the gas before  it passes through the blower.   Jacobs will excavate a pit 
for the sump and place the sump in the excavated pit. 


o Jacobs will  install  the header  in  the base of  the  trench.    Jacobs assumes  that  the 
header will consist of approximately 200 linear feet of 4‐inch diameter Schedule 40 
PVC pipe.   A 4‐inch  tee with a 4x2  reducer will be  installed  in  the header at each 
extraction  well  location.    Flexible  pipe  will  connect  each  extraction  well  to  the 
header.  


o Jacobs will backfill over and around the header pipe and sump using the excavated 
material.   


o Jacobs  will  connect  the  header  pipe  to  an  electric  blower  and  the  condensate 
knockout pot and  sump  (all  to be provided by  Jacobs).   The blower will be placed 
under a shed roof on a pad (concrete or wood) constructed by Jacobs.   


o Fayette County will coordinate directly with Georgia Power and will contract directly 
with  a  licensed  electrician  to  provide  electric  power  and  the  required  electrical 
connections  to  the  blower.    All  costs  associated  with  establishing  power  to  the 
limited extraction system will be paid directly by Fayette County.  


o Jacobs will cut and cap the remaining five enhanced passive vents: MV‐2, MV‐4, MV‐
6, MV‐8, and MV‐11. 


o Fayette  County  will  be  responsible  for  collection  and  disposal  of  condensate 
captured  by  the  knockout  pot  and  sump.    Jacobs  will  work  with  the  County  to 
develop a frequency for collection and disposal. 
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Surveying 


Jacobs will coordinate with a Georgia Licensed Land Surveyor to obtain horizontal and vertical 
locations of  the new extraction wells, header pipe,  sump, knockout pot, and blower pad  for 
both  systems  (MM‐11  and  MM‐20).      The  survey  data  will  be  used  to  prepare  the  final 
installation reports.   


System Startup 


Jacobs will  provide  field  and  office  support  during  startup  of  both  limited  active  extraction 
systems  (MM‐11  and MM‐20).    Jacobs  assumes  a one‐day  field effort  following  all electrical 
connections to perform the system startups. 


Operation and Maintenance 


Jacobs will provide system operation and maintenance (O&M) services for both  limited active 
extraction systems  (MM‐11 and MM‐20)  for six months  following system startup.   As part of 
these services, Jacobs will prepare an O&M Plan for the systems, which will be followed during 
each O&M visit. During the first month, Jacobs will perform two O&M site visits to balance the 
systems.   Jacobs will then make monthly site visits for the next five months. During each visit, 
Jacobs will balance  the  systems, which  involve  checking vacuum and methane  levels  in each 
extraction  well  and  at  the  blowers,  and monitoring  for  balance  gases  in  order  to  identify 
possible  excessive  atmospheric  air  intrusion.    Adjustments  to  the  systems will  be made  as 
necessary as part of each  site visit.    Jacobs will also  check  the  liquid  level  in  the  sumps and 
knockout pots and will confirm that the systems appear to be functioning properly. Each O&M 
event will consist of a one‐day field effort. 


Reporting 


Following the installation of the limited active extraction systems (MM‐11 and MM‐20), Jacobs 
will  prepare  a  letter  report  for  each  system  documenting  the  installation.  Jacobs  will  also 
prepare  and  submit permit minor modifications  that will document  the  system  installations.   
The  installation  reports  and  permit  minor  modifications  will  be  stamped  and  signed  by  a 
Georgia‐registered P.E. or P.G.  and will  include  as‐built  survey data, boring  and  construction 
logs (converted construction logs for the MM‐11 system), and plan drawings for the extraction 
systems.   


After six months of monitoring data has been collected,  Jacobs will provide a  letter report to 
EPD  for  each  system  (MM‐11  and MM‐20)  that  evaluates  the  effectiveness  of  the  remedial 
measures.  If additional remedial measures are needed based on the results of the performance

Jacobs will  finalize  the  schedule  for  system  installation  field activities with  the  subcontractor 
once  the  delivery  schedule  for  the  blowers,  knockout  pots,  and  sumps  are  confirmed.    The 
blowers, knockout pots, and sumps will be delivered to the Northside Landfill.   Survey will be 
coordinated  and  scheduled  following  the  completion  of  all  electrical  connections  (assume 
survey data will be available within 2‐4 weeks following completion of survey field work). 


A draft copy of the  installation reports (electronic only) will be provided to the County within 
four weeks  of  system  startup  and  receipt  of  survey  data.    Jacobs  anticipates  two weeks  to 
receive comments/edits from the County on the draft reports.  The final reports (electronic and 
three hard copies) will be prepared and submitted within one week of receipt of the County’s 
comments on the draft reports.  
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A draft system effectiveness report (electronic copy only) for each system (MM‐11 and MM‐20) 
will be provided  to  the County  for one  round of  review and comment within  three weeks of 
completing  the  six‐month  performance monitoring  periods.    The  final  system  effectiveness 
reports (electronic and three hard copies) will be prepared and submitted within one week of 
receiving comments from the County. 


Cost Estimate 


Jacobs proposes to perform the above scope of work for a maximum not to exceed amount of 
$192,500 using  the  rate schedule provided below.    Jacobs will not perform work beyond  the 
proposed maximum without first receiving approval from the County.  All other project charges 
(e.g., subcontractor, direct costs, etc.) will be invoiced without markup.

Assumptions 


• Subsurface  methane  migration  is  difficult  to  predict;  and  therefore,  Jacobs  cannot 
guarantee  the  success  of  the  proposed  remedial measures.      The  proposed  remedial 
measures  described  in  this  scope  of work were  developed  to maximize  effectiveness 
while attempting to control costs  for the County.   There  is a possibility that additional 
remedial measures will be required in the future to fully address the methane migration 
issues  at MM‐11  and MM‐20.    Any  required  additional measures will  be  performed 
under a separate scope and budget. 


• Jacobs assumes the updated MRPs being developed for the Northside Landfill (MM‐20) 
and  Southside  Landfill  (MM‐11)  will  be  approved  by  EPD  without  comments.    If 
comments are issued by EPD, scope and budget revisions may be necessary.   


• The  scope  and  associated  cost  estimate  developed  by  Jacobs  for  this  methane 
remediation  project  are  based  on  both  systems  (MM‐11  and MM‐20)  being  installed 
concurrently.    If  the  County  elects  to  not  execute  the  scope  for  both  systems 
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concurrently, Jacobs will provide the County a revised scope and budget to reflect the 
installation of one system. 


• NTP  for  the purposes of  the project  schedule assumes  that  successful contracting has 
already occurred between the County and Jacobs prior to the County issuing NTP. 


• One  preconstruction meeting will  be  held  prior  to  beginning  the  construction  of  the 
methane  remediation  systems.    Two  representatives  from  Jacobs  and  one 
representative from Jacobs’ system installation subcontractor are anticipated to attend, 
along with representatives of Fayette County. 


• The  scope  of  work  and  estimated  project  budget  described  herein  are  based  on 
assumptions  that  Jacobs  has made  about  the  final  design  of  each  system.    If  Jacobs 
determines during the actual design process that significant changes must be made to 
the design assumptions, additional costs may be incurred.  Jacobs will notify the County 
if this occurs prior to completion of the design. 


• Jacobs  will  monitor  for  explosive  gases  throughout  the  duration  of  the  installation 
effort. 


• This  scope  of  work  assumes  that  there  are  a  total  of  eight  existing  non‐functional 
extraction wells  to be abandoned on  the Northside  Landfill  and  assumes  they  are  an 
average  of  20  feet  deep.    If  Jacobs  determines  during  abandonment  that  additional 
wells exist or that the wells are significantly deeper than assumed,  Jacobs will contact 
the County to discuss any necessary additional charges.  


• No more than 400 feet of drilling and well construction will be performed for the MM‐
20 system.   


• If additional drilling and well construction  is necessitated by the subsurface conditions, 
the County will be informed and verbal approval will be obtained before drilling beyond 
the estimated depths outline  in this proposal.   Additional drilling and well construction 
will be charged at approximately $12.00 per  foot provided  the additional drilling does 
not extend the project schedule.    If the schedule  is extended, additional subcontractor 
direct cost will also be  incurred.    Jacobs’ time  for additional drilling will be charged at 
our approved hourly rates. 


• The decommissioning of the old non‐functioning extraction systems and the installation 
of  the  new  limited  extraction  system  on  the  Northside  Landfill will  take  10  days  to 
complete.  


• The passive vent conversion and active system installation on the Southside Landfill will 
be completed in 3 working days. 


• No  more  than  eight  existing  enhanced  passive  vents  will  be  converted  to  active 
extraction wells. 


• No drilling within landfill footprint will be required.  
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• All drilling locations will be accessible by a track‐mounted rig and any necessary clearing 
for access will be performed by Fayette County prior to mobilization of the drilling rig. 


• Drilling equipment decontamination will not be necessary between drilling locations. 


• A potable water supply will be available for use throughout the duration of the project. 


• All investigation derived waste (IDW) will be staged at one central location and Fayette 
County will be responsible for the disposal of all IDW. 


• Jacobs will respond to one round of comments by the County on both sets (MM‐11 and 
MM‐20) of draft reports. 


• Any  EPD  comments  received  in  response  to  either  letter  report  submittals  will  be 
addressed under separate scope and budget.

Consideration of staff's recommendation to amend the contract with Jacobs Engineering Group, Inc. by approving Addendum #2 in an 


amount not to exceed $104,000, in order to permit a new landfill required by recent changes to the Georgia Rules for Solid Waste 


Management.


     Fayette County has operated its own inert landfill (PBR 056 003IL) under the Permit-by-Rule (PBR) provisions of the Georgia Rules 


since 1990. Approximately 1,200 tons of broken concrete, mud, gravel and dirt from roads, water system and ditching 56 miles of gravel 


roads is disposed in the inert landfill each year. 


     Recent changes made by Georgia Environmental Protection Division will no longer allow inert landfills to operate under a Permit by 


Rule.  Accordingly, the current inert landfill will have to be closed by December 31, 2014.  In order to permit a new landfill, Fayette County 


must apply for a new solid waste handling permit to operate a new inert landfill.  This permitting procedure is much more involved and 


expensive than the past Permit-by-Rule procedures. 


     Alternative disposal of this material would be at C&D landfills in either Clayton or Fulton Counties at a minimum cost $30 per ton 


(discount already taken.)  It does not include costs for additional fuel, vehicle maintenance or employee travel time.  Each round trip is 


approximately one hour.  


     Staff has identified four acres of land adjacent to the closed Northside Landfill on 1st Manassas Mile Road as suitable for permitting 


an new inert landfill.  One of the key elements to processing this permit is determining depth to groundwater at the proposed site.  


Mobilization and field investigation costs associated with this work can be significantly minimized if performed in tandem with methane re 


mediation activities at the MW-20 at the closed Northside Landfill.


Approval of staff's recommendation to amend the contract with Jacobs Engineering Group, Inc. by approving Addendum #2 in an amount 


not to exceed $104,000, in order to complete the the requirements for permitting and opening a new inert landfill required by recent 


changes to the Georgia Rules for Solid Waste Management.  


Of the $104,000.00 needed for this request:  $43,737.00 will be funded from Project 2320C Floodplain Mapping; $40,300 will be funded 


from Project 2320D Drainage Improvements on Merrydale Drive; $2,350 funded from 0320A; and $17,613 from 2320B Deer Forest.

Fayette County has operated its own inert landfill (PBR‐056‐003IL) under the Permit-by-


Rule (PBR) provisions of the Georgia Rules since 1990. Approximately 1,200 tons of broken 
concrete, mud, gravel and dirt from road, water system and ditching 56 miles of gravel roads is 
disposed in the inert landfill each year by both the Water System and Public Works department. 
 
Recent changes made by GA EPD will no longer allow inert landfills to operate under a Permit 
by Rule; current PBR inert landfills must meet new permit requirements or close by December 
31, 2014.  Since the County inert landfill is at capacity now, staff is working to close the inert 
landfill per solid waste regulation requirements by December 31, 2014.   
 
Under the new Georgia Rules, solid waste handling permit applications for inert waste landfills 
must include the following key elements:  


1. Survey control (2‐foot contour); 
2. Limited site suitability investigation to determine depth to 


groundwater. 
3. Explosive gas control or otherwise defined as a methane monitoring 


network.  Staff plans to apply for a variance to exclude this element 
from the application since vegetative waste disposal is not allowed. 


4. Design and Operation Plan; 
5. Post‐closure Care Plan; and, 
6. Financial assurance.  


 







 Staff requested Jacobs Engineering Group provide a scope and fee to prepare a permit 
application for a new inert landfill.  This request was made so northside boundary survey work 
and plan modification s already approved in Contract P764 could be conducted in tandem with 
the survey work required for this new permit.  Also, mobilization costs to determine groundwater 
depth could be saved by conducting this work in tandem with the installation of the remediation 
system at MW-20.   
 


SCOPE OF WORK 


 


Jacobs Engineering Group Inc. proposes a not-to-exceed amount of $104,000 to perform tasks 
(detailed scopes attached) to file an inert landfill permit application.  The scope is divided into 3 
phases: 


1. Limited Site Suitability  
 Field work     $18,000 
 Site Suitability  Report    $16,000 


2. Topographic Survey Work   $10,000

Project Understanding 
 
The  Fayette  County  Board  of  Commissioners  (Fayette  County)  has  requested  that  Jacobs 
Engineering Group Inc. (Jacobs) provide scope and fee to prepare a permit application for a new 
inert  landfill facility  in Fayette County.   The permit application will be prepared  in accordance 
with recent changes to the Georgia Rules  for Solid Waste Management 391‐3‐4 that apply to 
inert  waste  landfills,  passed  by  the  Georgia  Department  of  Natural  Resources  Board  on 
February 25, 2013 (Georgia Rules).  
 
Background  
 
Fayette County owns an  inert  landfill  (PBR‐056‐003IL), which  is currently operating under  the 
Permit  by  Rule  (PBR)  provisions  of  the  Georgia  Rules.  This  landfill  is  nearing  capacity,  and 
Fayette County has  indicated their  intent to close  it and apply for a new solid waste handling 
permit to operate a new inert landfill on approximately four acres of land adjacent to the closed 
Northside Landfill on 1st Manassas Mile Road.   Under the Georgia Rules, solid waste handling 
permit applications for new inert waste landfills must include the following key elements:  
 


• Survey control (2‐foot contour); 
• Limited site suitability (e.g., depth to groundwater, floodplains, and wetlands); 
• Explosive gas control  (methane monitoring network; can be excluded via a variance  if 


the landfill plans to exclude organic matter from waste stream); 
• Design and Operation Plan; 
• Post‐closure Care Plan; and 
• Financial assurance. 


 
The details of the scope of work are defined below with the associated assumptions provided at 
the end of this document. 
 
Scope of Work 
 
Jacobs has divided the scope of work into three phases: 
 


1. Limited Site Suitability  
2. Topographic Survey 
3. Landfill Design and Application Preparation 
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Phase 1: Limited Site Suitability 
 
In  accordance with  the  Georgia  Rules  for  inert  landfills,  Jacobs will  perform  a  Limited  Site 
Suitability investigation of the four acre site. The primary purpose of the investigation will be to 
determine depth  to groundwater across  the  site.    Jacobs will oversee  the  installation of  four 
borings, which are expected to extend an average of 30 feet below ground surface.  The borings 
will be used as piezometers for the purposes of the limited site suitability, and will be advanced 
a minimum of ten feet beyond the measured elevation of groundwater.  Jacobs will make three 
return  visits  to  the  site  to measure  the depth  to  groundwater  in  the piezometers. After  the 
three visits, the piezometers will be pulled and abandoned. 
 
A Limited Site Suitability Report will be prepared which documents the drilling and installation 
of the piezometers.  The report will also include information on wetlands and floodplains on the 
property,  which  Jacobs  will  obtain  from  available  online  sources.  No  field  survey  will  be 
performed  to delineate wetlands or  floodplains.   A draft  copy of  the  Limited  Site  Suitability 
Report will be provided to Fayette County for review and comment prior to submittal to EPD. 
 
Phase 2: Topographic Survey 
 
Jacobs will prepare a topographic survey of the four acre inert landfill property that will depict 2 
foot contours and will be prepared  in accordance with the Rules and Regulations: State Board 
of  Registration  for  Professional  Engineers  and  Land  Surveyors:  Chapter  180‐7,  Technical 
standards for Property Surveys.  The survey will be used to prepare design drawings described 
under Phase 3.    Jacobs will also  locate horizontally and vertically  the  four piezometers  to be 
installed  as  part  of  the  Limited  Site  Suitability  described  in  Phase  1.    The  locations  and 
elevations of the piezometers will be added to the topographic survey drawing file. 
 
Phase 3: Landfill Design and Application Preparation 
 
Jacobs will design an  inert  landfill  in accordance with the Georgia Rules using the  information 
collected during the Limited Site Suitability investigation and the topographic survey of the site.  
The base grade will be selected such that a minimum five foot separation from the maximum 
groundwater elevation measured during the Limited Site Suitability investigation is maintained, 
but will  also  take  into account  constructability  and operational  concerns.   The design of  the 
landfill will be presented in a Landfill Design and Operation Plan drawing package, which Jacobs 
will  submit  to  EPD  along  with  an  application  for  a  solid  waste  handling  permit  under  the 
Georgia  Rules.    The  Landfill  Design  and  Operation  Plan will  include  the  following  9  design 
drawings, prepared in AutoCAD: 
 


• Cover Sheet; 
• Existing Site Conditions; 
• Landfill Base Grades; 
• Landfill Cross Sections; 
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• Final Grading Plan; 
• Landfill Details  
• Erosion and Sediment Control Plan; 
• Operational Narrative; and 
• Closure and Post‐Closure Care Plan. 


 
Jacobs understands  that  Fayette County plans  to exclude  all organic material  from  the  inert 
landfill waste  stream;  therefore,  Jacobs  intends  to  request a variance  from  the explosive gas 
control  requirement  of  the Georgia  Rules.   Methane monitoring will  not  be  included  in  the 
Landfill Design and Operational Plan. 
 
Jacobs  will  provide  electronic  pdf  copies  of  the  draft  Landfill  Design  and  Operational  Plan 
drawings to Fayette County for review and comment prior to submittal to EPD.  
 
Meetings 
 
Jacobs will  attend  two meetings with  Fayette  County.    Both will  occur  at  Fayette  County’s 
offices  or  at  the  landfill  site.    The  first meeting  is  anticipated  to  occur  after  survey  data  is 
obtained and prior  to beginning  the detailed  landfill design.    Jacobs will  review with Fayette 
County the data collected during the survey and the limited site suitability investigation and will 
discuss general landfill design concepts such as landfill footprint, depth and height above grade.  
The  second meeting will  occur  after  draft  landfill  design  drawings  have  been  prepared  and 
reviewed by Fayette County.  
 
Deliverables 
 
Jacobs’ final submittal to EPD will include three copies of the Limited Site Suitability Report, six 
paper copies of the final Landfill Design and Operational Plan drawings, and a completed solid 
waste handling permit application, which will be signed by a representative of Fayette County.

The following schedule is based on the assumptions in this proposal.

Jacobs will not perform work beyond  the 
proposed maximum without first receiving approval from the County.  All other project charges

Fire Services currently has 18 duty shirts, 15 duty pants, 3 job shirts, 3 hats, 3 sweatpants, 1 sweatshirt, 5 duty belts, 1 pair of duty boots, 


2 pairs of bunker boots, 4 sets of extrication gloves, 15 sets of fire gloves, and 21 sets of turnout gear.  These items are no longer usable 


due to their condition or they are over the 10-year life span as recommended by NFPA turnout gear.
