Call to Order by Chairman Scott Fabricius- Fayette County Republican Party 
 
Republican Party Chairman Scott Fabricius called the meeting to order at 9:03 a.m. 
 
Commissioner Allen McCarty offered the Invocation.  Mr. Tyrone Jones led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Ms. Kimberly Sandwich sang the National Anthem.  
       
1. Various notifications pertaining to the Fayette County Republican Party.  


 
Chairman Scott Fabricius welcomed newcomers, currently elected office holders, and those running for office to 
the meeting.  A report and various announcements were given regarding events involving the Fayette County 
Republican Party. 


 
2. Discussion by the Board of Commissioners on various county-related issues including regionalism and 


its effects in Fayette County, and discussion on other opportunities and concerns pertaining to Fayette 
County. 


 
At 9:22 a.m., Event Chairman and Executive Board Member of the Fayette County Republican Party Linda 
Sandwich introduced the Fayette County Commissioners and Mr. Field Searcy, a Cobb County citizen who 
represents RepealRegionalism.com to the audience. 
 
Fayette County Commissioner Chairman Steve Brown and Mr. Searcy gave a PowerPoint presentation on the 
topic of regionalism and concerns they have with regional government in Georgia.  The Commissioners and Mr. 
Searcy then answered questions from the audience. 
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Randy Hough:  Mr. Hough asked when regionalism came into place, how was it allowed to happen, and who 
was the Governor of Georgia when this happened.  Mr. Searcy replied that the regional governmental structure 
was introduced by House Bill 12616 in 2008, and that it was supported by elected people who were not “policy-
wonks.”  He stated that Georgia House Bill 277 of House Bill 1216 and it extended regional government.  
Chairman Brown added that federal funds are the “crack cocaine of politics”, and that regional government was 
incentivized with federal funds that they do not want to lose.  He also spoke about suggestions he has given at 
the regional government to no longer be dependent on federal funds.  
 
Bob Ross:  Mr. Ross asked if there were any legislative proposals at the Georgia General Assembly that would 
address the problems with regionalism.  Chairman Brown replied that Representative Ed Setzler (R-Acworth) 
introduced a bill that did not go anywhere.  He stated that the bill would change the regional taxation format that 
would allow counties to partner with counties and to choose who they want to partner with in order to address 
mutual issues.  He explained that if every Fayette County voter voted against regional taxation but the 
metropolitan Atlanta region voted for a regional tax, then Fayette County’s citizens would be required to pay the 
tax.  Fayette County Commission Vice Chairman Charles Oddo added that there was movement with the 
Association County Commissioners Georgia (ACCG) to address the concerns with regionalism. 
 
Scott Fabricius:  Republican Party Chairman Scott Fabricius asked, since Fayette County is forced to be a part 
of a regional commission, if Fayette County should switch to a different regional commission.  He asked 
Chairman Brown what he thought about that possibility and how difficult it would be.  Chairman Brown replied 
that Fayette County is a satellite county in the Atlanta Regional Commission; unlike Fulton and DeKalb Counties 
that are locked into the Atlanta Regional Commission.  He acknowledged that some had talked about Fayette 
County going to the Three Rivers Regional Commission.  He suggested that if Fayette County finds itself in a 
mandatory regional taxation situation where it is forced to pay regional taxes, it was his personal opinion that 
Fayette County should seriously look at heading to another region.  He explained that the reason was because 
Fayette County would then be one of the larger counties in the new region and it would have more power since it 
would be generating a lot more of the income in that region.  He stated that was the only scenario that he would 
look at to move to the Three Rivers Regional Commission.   
 
Tyrone Jones:  1st Vice Chairman of the Fayette County Republican Party Tyrone Jones asked how many 
people have traveled to the northeastern corridor of the United States, and he explained that in that area of the 
country there were many toll roads that were increasingly becoming more expensive to utilize.  He asked if toll 
roads could be utilized to offset costs.  Chairman Brown agreed that alternative forms of funding for 
transportation could be explored, and he stated that people needed to be held accountable for lifestyle decisions 
that incur costs on the public road system. 
 
Bill Ryan:  Mr. Ryan suggested that there are many people who love to live in the same location where they 
work, but that it was something that was prohibited by the County Board of Commissioners.  He asked why the 
Board would not change the laws to allow them to live where they work.  Chairman Brown replied that there will 
be a lot of office space and a lot of residential space, but rarely do people work next to where they live since they 
will often drive somewhere else to work.  He stated that you cannot force people to work near to where they live, 
but efforts could be made to fund those decisions that increase costs.  Dr. Bill Hudson spoke out from the 
audience saying if regionalism is not stopped then the County Commissioners, mayors, and ultimately the 
people will not have a say in their government any longer. 
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Darwin Edwards:  Mr. Edwards stated that the nation needed a George Washington who will give a map on 
where to go and how to get people involved.  Chairman Brown replied that on the Fayette County Republican 
Party website there was a good write-up on regionalism.  Mr. Searcy added that people could go to 
www.RepealRegionalism.com for articles on regionalism in Georgia.  It was also suggested that the citizens 
should contact their state representatives and senators concerning regionalism.  Chairman Brown urged the 
people to send emails to their senators and representatives. 
 
Alberta Lucas:  Ms. Lucas asked how regional government can tax people’s lifestyles.  Mr. Searcy replied that 
the Georgia Department of Community Affairs was set up by the Georgia General Assembly and when it created 
the regions, it stated that there was a one dollar per capita tax paid to the regional commissions.  He stated that 
if the T-SPLOST had passed in 2012, it would have stood up as a sales tax for state government.  It was 
explained that the regional commission includes the County Commission Chairman from each county and one 
mayor from each county, but that the result is the loss of local government and representational government.  
Chairman Brown added that the citizen representatives for regional commissioners are unelected and 
unaccountable to the people, and given the dynamics involved with the regional commission’s setup, they are 
the most powerful block in the regional commission. 
 
Dr. Bill Hudson:  Dr. Hudson recalled that Commissioner Oddo had spoken about the ACCG’s effort to address 
regional commissions, but he spoke about representatives from the Georgia Department of Transportation is 
telling one story to legislatures while telling everyone else a different story about their stance on regional 
government and federal grants. 
 
Linda Sandwich:  Ms. Sandwich suggested that everyone could keep an eye on a bill that would take all 
Georgia’s taxpayers money and would require the state legislation to decide what money would be sent to the 
federal government.  She said currently the money goes to the federal government who then returns the money 
through grants with strings attached on how to spend the money.  She then drew a distinction between those 
who draw income from government means and how that income is provided from those who pay taxes through 
private businesses. 
 
Commissioner Randy Ognio:  Commissioner Ognio stated that Chairman Brown is a great representative at 
the Atlanta Regional Commission.  He added that he had some disagreement with Chairman Brown about when 
to move Fayette County out of the Atlanta Regional Commission since it would be harder to make that transition 
after a regional tax is implemented.  He explained that the effort to move from one regional commission to 
another would take some thinking and discussion.  He then thanked everyone for coming to the meeting. 
 
Commissioner Allen McCarty:  Commissioner McCarty stated that if the people are not capable of governing 
themselves then they are already in trouble.  He stated that the Commissioners represent the citizens, not 
regional commissions.  He explained that the County has a balanced budget, has an AAA Bond Rating, and that 
the movie industry has come to the county; providing additional tax funds.  He said he wanted to make things 
work for the citizens of Fayette County, and he wanted to ensure that the citizens of Fayette County were not 
working for a regional commission. 
 
Commissioner Oddo:  Commissioner Oddo pointed out that about two years ago there was nearly a complete 
turnover for the County Commissioners and county staff.  He complimented County Administrator Steve Rapson 
for his efforts in obtaining the AAA Bond Rating.  He explained that change is difficult and that sometimes the 
struggle is like a salmon swimming upstream.  He said the Fayette County Board of Commissioners is listening 
to the comments.  He said the County Commission is trying to represent the people and he appreciated their 
attendance and questions.

Chairman Brown:  Chairman Brown asked the audience to go to www.myfayettegop.org, find the issues 
section, and read about regionalism.  He asked people to email Mr. Doug Hooker at the Atlanta Regional 
Commission at www.atlantaregional.com. It was pointed out that Chairman Brown, Tyrone Mayor Eric Dial, and 
citizen representative Bob Reeves represent Fayette County at the Atlanta Regional Commission. 
 
Jan Trammel:  Ms. Trammell stated that this meeting had been very informative and asked for a similar meeting 
to be held in the future.  Ms. Sandwich replied that the next meeting would be for the Board of Education 
members. 
 
Dr. Bill Hudson:  Dr. Hudson repeated that if regionalism is not stopped government would become less 
accountable.  Chairman Brown replied that the effort was to create a regional government system for the 
Minneapolis-St. Paul region in Minnesota.  Chairman Brown added that Mr. Myron Orfield is the architect of 
regional government and that the people should look him up on the internet.   
 
Scott Fabricius:  Chairman Fabricius asked if the bylaws for the regional commissions could be amended in 
order to address those elected people who represent their jurisdictions by proxy.  Chairman Brown replied, 
“Good luck.” 
 
Greg Dunn:  Former Fayette County Commission Chairman Greg Dunn said he appreciated Chairman Brown’s 
work at the Atlanta Regional Commission.  He pointed out that the elected officials put the non-elected officials in 
charge, and that the current Attorney General of the State of Georgia was the one who led the charge in that 
matter.  He also pointed out that the people elected their first Republican Governor and Senate for the first time, 
but that the Republican Georgia General Assembly will not engage on this matter.  He stated that when help is 
requested there is silence.  Ms. Sandwich replied that it meant that the people would need to “fire its current 
legislature.”  Mr. Dunn suggested that one of the issues that need to be addressed with the upcoming election 
for Governor and Senator is where they stand on this issue. 
 
Bill Poole:  Mr. Poole stated that the Democrats built the bureaucracy over the past seventy years and that the 
Republicans are maintaining the bureaucracy.  Ms. Sandwich replied that when people get in power they do 
what they can to maintain their power.  She suggested that the people need to engage with their governments.  
 
The Board did not vote or give any direction during the panel discussion or at the meeting.  A copy of the 
PowerPoint presentation, identified as “Attachment 1,” follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Call to Order 


Chairman Brown called the September 11, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 2:02 p.m.  He
mentioned that S. Truett Cathy passed away earlier in the week and he briefly spoke on the impact Mr. Cathy made. 
Chairman Brown also asked everyone to remember the events and anniversary of September 11, 2001.


Invocation by Commissioner Allen McCarty


Commissioner McCarty introduced his Pastor, Bruce Black, of Gracepointe Church in Peachtree City.  He asked
Pastor Black to offer the Invocation.  Pastor Black did so.


Pledge of Allegiance


Chairman Brown led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Acceptance of Agenda


Commissioner Oddo moved to accept the Agenda as published and to move Consent Agenda Item #3 to the
October 7, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting.  Commissioner Barlow seconded the motion.  No discussion
followed.  The motion passed unanimously.
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PRESENTATION /RECOGNITION:


1. Proclamation of September 16, 2014 as “The American Legion Day in Fayette County” with Posts 50
and 105 of the American Legion.


Commissioner Barlow read the proclamation of September 16, 2014 as “The American Legion Day in
Fayette County.”  The current past Commander of Post 50 of the American Legion spoke on behalf of The
American Legion and it work for veterans in the community and around the nation.  The “past, past
Commander” of Post 50 pointed out that a member of Post 105 would be the American Legion National
Commander, and he spoke about the heavy responsibility national commanders carry.  Copies of the
request and proclamation, identified as “Attachment 1,” follow these minutes and are made an official part
hereof.


2. Proclamation of September 17-23, 2014 as “Constitution Week in Fayette County” with the James
Waldrop Chapter of the Daughters of the American Revolution.


Commissioner McCarty read the proclamation of September 17-23, 2014 as “Constitution Week in Fayette
County.”  Ms. Phyllis King spoke about the work and involvement of the Daughters of the American
Revolution on behalf of the United States Constitution.  Copies of the request and proclamation, identified
as “Attachment 2,” follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.


AAA Bond Rating:  County Administrator Steve Rapson asked for the staff of the Fayette County Finance
Department to come to the floor, and he presented the Finance Department with a trophy in recognition of its efforts
with the County’s attainment of the AAA Bond Rating.  He thanked the Finance staff for their hard work in obtaining
the AAA Bond Rating.


PUBLIC HEARING:


There were no Public Hearing items on the Agenda.


CONSENT AGENDA:


3. Approval of the disposition of tax refunds, as recommended by the Tax Assessor’s Office, in the
aggregate amount of $543.55.


This item was tabled to the October 7, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting during the acceptance of the
Agenda.  A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 3,” follows these minutes and is made an official
part hereof.


4. Approval of the August 28, 2014 Board of Commissioners Meeting Minutes.


Commissioner McCarty moved to approve the August 28, 2014 Board of Commissioners Meeting Minutes. 
Commissioner Ognio seconded the motion.  No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously.


OLD BUSINESS:


There were no Old Business items on the Agenda.
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NEW BUSINESS:


5. Consideration of Chairman Brown’s recommendation to request a grant from the Fayette Master
Gardener Association, in the amount of $2,000.00, and for the grant to be used after park designs
are officially approved by the Board of Commissioners.


Chairman Brown explained that the reason this request was before the Board was because there was a
deadline to apply for the grant.  He stated that the deadline would expire prior to having plans for the
Justice Center Park available for the Board’s consideration.  He stated that this request would ensure the
grant application could be submitted before the deadline expired.


Ms. Myriam Cousins, President-elect of the Master Gardeners Association, thanked Fayette County for
supporting the Fayette County Master Gardener Association.  She stated that this was the first time that the
Master Gardener Association was at a point where it could provide money to others apart from the
association.  She spoke about the support the Master Gardener’s Association is providing to several efforts
throughout the community.


Chairman Brown stated that there is a committee that has been formed in order to plan for a park at the
Justice Center.  He stated that part of the plans call for a citizen’s garden and, while the plans have not
been reviewed or approved by the Board, the idea was to create a large space where the Master
Gardeners could do a call for plants.  He said the people would come from the community and would make
a garden that is composed of plants from all around the county.  He stated this grant would go toward the
creation of the Citizen’s Garden.


Commissioner Oddo moved to approve Chairman Brown’s recommendation to request a grant from the
Fayette Master Gardener Association, in the amount of $2,000.00, and for the grant to be used after park
designs are officially approved by the Board of Commissioners.  Commissioner Barlow seconded the
motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.  Copies of the request and grant
application, identified as “Attachment 4,” follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.


6. Consideration of staff’s recommendation to enter into an Automatic Aid Agreement between the City
of Fayetteville and Fayette County for the mutual rendering of supplemental fire suppression and for
participation in joint training exercises.


Fayette County Fire Chief David Scarbrough stated that the agreement before the Board was an equitable
arrangement for firefighting and fire suppression activities between the Fayette County and the City of
Fayetteville.  He stated that there were numerous meetings between himself and City of Fayetteville Fire
Chief Alan Jones, and that those meetings resulted in good conversations, a good working understanding,
and a good proposal.  He stated that the Fayetteville City Council had already approved the proposed
Automatic Aid Agreement, and he asked for the Board of Commissioners to give similar approval.


County Administrator Steve Rapson added that both jurisdictions “went into the weeds pretty extensively” in
regards to how protocols and dispatching are done.  He said it was nice to for the County Administrator and
the City of Fayetteville’s manager to see both fire chiefs come to an agreement that everybody could live
with.  He stated that the agreement honors the direction received from both the Board of Commissioners
and the Fayetteville City Council.  Mr. Rapson added that Chief Jones has gone on to become the Assistant
City Manager for the City of Fayetteville while remaining as Fire Chief for the City of Fayetteville.
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Chief Alan Jones said he appreciated the Board’s consideration of the Automatic Aid Agreement, and he
reminded the Board of the jurisdictions’ shared history and working relationship together.  He thanked Chief
Scarbrough for his work in this matter, and he thanked County Administrator Steve Rapson for his help and
support of the agreement.


Commissioner Ognio moved to accept staff’s recommendation to enter into an Automatic Aid Agreement
between the City of Fayetteville and Fayette County for the mutual rendering of supplemental fire
suppression and for participation in joint training exercises.  Commissioner McCarty seconded the motion. 
No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.  Copies of the request and Automatic Aid
Agreement, identified as “Attachment 5,” follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.


PUBLIC COMMENT:


No one spoke under Public Comment.


ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS:


Voting Delegate Appointed for the 2014 Legislative Leadership Conference: County Administrator Steve
Rapson stated that a Voting Delegate needed to be appointed for the 2014 Legislative Leadership Conference.  He
added that Commissioner McCarty had been appointed to the position by the Board last year.  The Board consented
to appoint Commissioner McCarty as the 2014 Voting Delegate for the 2014 Legislative Leadership Conference.


ATTORNEY’S REPORTS:


Notification for Executive Session: Assistant County Attorney Patrick Stough informed the Board that the August
28, 2014 Executive Session Minutes needed to be reviewed in Executive Session.


COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS:


Commissioner Barlow: Commissioner Barlow stated that he went to Riley Sisson’s funeral.  He stated that Riley
Sisson is the son of Fayette County’s Animal Control Director Fred Sisson.  Commissioner Barlow stated that the
service was tremendous and that the service was packed with people who came in support of the family. 
Commissioner Barlow spoke about how the Sisson family worked extensively with a national Obsessive-Compulsive
Disorder (OCD) support group and he spoke of the family’s influence for that group.  He said his heart goes out to
the Sisson family and that it was an honor to see the support others gave during this time.  He added that his
prayers were with the Sisson family and he was sure Riley’s name would be prominent as they “raise the flag and
raise funds for the OCD Foundation in a national way.” Commissioner Barlow also reflected on where he was during
the events of September 11, 2001.  He stated he was editing a legal production for an upcoming trial.  He stated he
was working with his editor when he received a phone call to turn on the television.  He stated that he turned on the
television as the second plane hit the World Trade Tower and he watched as they ultimately crumbled. 
Commissioner Barlow said it was unbelievable how someone could be that successful in attacking this great nation,
reassured everyone that the victims are not forgotten, and hoped there would not be another attack in the United
States of America.


Commissioner Oddo: Commissioner Oddo reminded the Board that Ms. Jackie King, the daughter of Executive
Director of the Association County Commissioners Georgia (ACCG) Ross King, passed away earlier this week.  He
expressed his condolences to the family.  He expressed sympathy to the family on behalf of the Board.  
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Commissioner Oddo stated he thought he understood how his parents felt during Pearl Harbor. He reminded
everyone that the United States is at war against those who hate it, how the United States is a good nation, and that
it is fighting for its very existence.  


Commissioner McCarty: Commissioner McCarty spoke about the attacks on September 11, 2001.  He spoke about
how at the time he was the Regional Director of Engineering for Pax Television, and how he had a crew of engineers
on the roof of the World Trade Center on the morning of September 11, 2001.  He stated that a crew member
became ill and it was decided to not continue the work until the crew member recovered.  Commissioner McCarty
stated that the engineers left the World Trade Center and was six blocks away when the first tower was hit.  He also
told the audience that his wife’s cousin was a firefighter for New York City was a first responder to the attack, and
that he is still suffering from the exposure he received from the attack.  He then asked for prayers for those impacted
by September 11, 2001.


Commissioner Ognio: Commissioner Ognio stated that he was in a board meeting for another organization when a
board member was alerted that a plane hit the World Trade Center.  He said no one really knew what was going on
until after the board meeting.  He stated that the attacks affected him since it was hard to understand how people
could cause so much damage.  He added that it causes him to wonder what else could be a potential target and
what other damage could be done.  He asked everyone to continue to be alert to the potential damages and to notify
authorities if there is something unusual that needs investigation.


Chairman Brown: Chairman Brown stated that his heart went out to Animal Control Director Fred Sisson and to Mr.
Ross King.  He spoke about how hard Mr. King works on behalf of all of Georgia’s counties even though he was
dealing with the struggle of a daughter with cancer.  He asked for everyone to keep Fayette County citizen Ross
King in their prayers.  Chairman Brown also spoke about how he was at Boston’s Logan Airport three days prior to
the events on September 11, 2001.  He stated that he mentioned to a fellow traveler at the time that the security at 
the airport was the most lax of any airport he had been too.  Chairman Brown reminded everyone that the attacks
also brought out the best of people in America, and he told of how a total stranger drove him from Boston to the
northern suburbs of Atlanta since rental cars were not available after the attacks.


EXECUTIVE SESSION:


August 28, 2014 Executive Session Minutes: Chairman Brown moved to recess into Executive Session to review
the August 28, 2014 Executive Session Minutes.  Commissioner Oddo seconded the motion.  No discussion
followed.  The motion passed unanimously.


The Board recessed into Executive Session at 2:41 p.m. and returned to Official Session at 2:47 p.m.


Return to Official Session and Approval of the Executive Session Affidavit: Commissioner Ognio moved to exit
Executive Session and for the Chairman to sign the Executive Session Affidavit.  Commissioner McCarty seconded
the motion.  No discussion followed.  The motion passed unanimously.  A

On September 13, 1814, British warships began raining shells and rockets onto Fort McHenry in Baltimore Harbor.  This bombardment of 


the American fort lasted for 25 hours, and eventually came to be known as the Battle of Baltimore.

Consideration of staff’s recommendation to award Bid #910- Sports Lighting to Donald Camp, Inc., in the amount of $257,000.00, for 


lighting at McCurry Park’s Soccer Field #4 and Softball Field #6, and approval to utilize $132,000.00 from the McCurry Park Contingency 


Fund for this purpose. 


In 2003, the Parks and Recreation Department began a process of refurbishing  the sports lighting at all Fayette County parks due to 


safety concerns.  A study was conducted to determine which fields would need immediate attention and, beginning in 2004, Fayette 


County has refurbished lighting needs for twenty different fields at Kiwanis, McCurry, and Brooks Parks.  This request is a continuation of 


Fayette County's plan to refurbish lighting at its various parks. 


 


Invitation to Bid #910 was released to obtain bids for Soccer Field #4 and Softball Field #6 at McCurry Park.  The Purchasing Department 


direct-mailed notices to 21 companies, and invitations were extended via the Fayette News, the county's website, Georgia Local 


Government Access Marketplace, and Channel 23.  Through the Georgia Procurement Registry, an additional 325 vendors were notified. 


Three companies submitted bids.  The one with the lowest overall bid was Donald Camp, Inc., at $257,000.00.  This bid included an 


Exception, which stated "Camp Electric will only accept the contract if awarded both fields #4 and #6.  Even with the exception, Donald 


Camp, Inc. submitted the lowest overall price.  The Parks and Recreation Department recommends Donald Camp, Inc. for this project, 


and the Purchasing Department concurs with this recommendation.  The budgeted amount for this project is $125,000.00.  Contingency 


funds, in the amount of $132,000.00, are requested for the balance of this request.


Approval of staff’s recommendation to award Bid #910- Sports Lighting to Donald Camp, Inc., in the amount of $257,000.00, for lighting 


at McCurry Park’s Soccer Field #4 and Softball Field #6, and approval to utilize $132,000.00 from the McCurry Park Contingency Fund 


for this purpose.

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 


 


Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, provides that no person shall on the ground of 


race, color, national origin, sex, age, and handicap/disability, be excluded from participation in, be 


denied the benefits of or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving Federal 


financial assistance.  The Civil Rights Restoration Act of 1987 amended Title VI to specify that entire 


institutions receiving Federal funds—whether schools and colleges, government entities, or private 


employers—must comply with Federal civil rights laws, rather than just the particular programs or 


activities that receive the funds.

5. The Recipient, in accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 42 U.S.C. 2000d to 


2000d-4 and Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, 


Office of the Secretary, Part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the 


Department of Transportation issued pursuant to such Act, hereby notifies all bidders that it will 


affirmatively ensure that in any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disadvantaged 


business enterprises as defined at 49 CFR Part 23 will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in 


response to this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, 


national origin, sex, age, handicap/disabled in consideration for an award.

DISCRIMINATION COMPLAINT PROCEDURE 


 


1. Any person who believes that he or she, individually, as a member of any specific class, or in 


connection with any disadvantaged business enterprise, has been subjected to discrimination 


prohibited by Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, may file a complaint with the 


recipient.  A complaint may also be filed by a representative on behalf of such a person.  All 


complaints will be referred to the recipient’s Title VI Specialist for review and action. 


 


2. In order to have the complaint considered under this procedure, the complainant must file the 


complaint no later than 180 days: 


 


 The date of the alleged act of discrimination; or 


 Where there has been a continuing course of conduct, the date on which that conduct was 


discontinued. 


 


In either case, the recipient or his/her designee may extend the time for filing or waive the time 


limit in the interest of justice, specifying in writing the reason for so doing. 


 


3. Complaints shall be in writing and shall be signed by the complainant and/or the complainant’s 


representative.  Complaints shall set forth as fully as possible the facts and circumstances 


surrounding the claimed discrimination.  In the event that a person makes a verbal complaint of 







discrimination to any officer or employee of the recipient, the person shall be interviewed by the 


Title VI Specialist.  If necessary, the Title VI Specialist will assist the person in reducing the 


complaint to writing and submit the written version of the complaint to the person for signature.  


The complaint shall then be handled in the usual manner. 


 


4. Within 10 days, the Title VI Specialist will acknowledge receipt of the allegation, inform the 


complainant of action taken or proposed action to process the allegation, and advise the 


complainant of other avenues of redress available, such as the Federal Highway Administration and 


the Department of Transportation. 


 


5. Generally, the following information will be included in every notification to the Office of Civil 


Rights: 


 


(a) Name, address, and phone number of the complainant 


(b) Names and address(es) of alleged discriminating official(s) 


(c) Basis of complaint (i.e., race, color, national origin, sex, age, disability/handicap). 


(d) Date of alleged discriminatory act(s). 


(e) Date of complaint received by the recipient 


(f) A statement of complaint. 


(g) Other agencies (state, local or Federal) where the complaint has been filed. 


(h) An explanation of the actions the recipient has taken or proposed to resolve the issue raised in 


the complaint. 


 


6. Within 60 days, the Title VI Specialist will conduct and complete an investigation of the allegation 


and based on the information obtained, will render a recommendation for action in a report of 


findings to the head of the recipient.  The complaint should be resolved by informal means 


whenever possible.  Such informal attempts and their results will be summarized in the report 


findings. 


 


7. Within 90 days of receipt of the complaint, the head of the recipient will notify the complainant in 


writing of the final decision reached, including the proposed disposition of the matter.  The 


notification will advise the complainant of his/her appeal rights with the Department of 


Transportation, or the Federal Highway Administration, if they are dissatisfied with final decision 


rendered by the State. 


 


SANCTIONS 


 


In the event the recipient fails or refuses to comply with the terms of this agreement, the Federal 


Highway Administration may take any or all of the following sanction: 


 


a. Cancel, terminate, or suspend this agreement in whole or in part. 







b. Refrain from extending any further assistance to the recipient under the program with 


respect to which the failure or refusal occurred until satisfactory assurance of future 


compliance has been received from the recipient. 


c. Take such other action that may be deemed appropriate under the circumstances, until 


compliance or remedial action has been accomplished by the recipient.

GDOT Title VI Assurances 
 
The (Title of Recipient) (hereinafter referred to as the “Recipient”), HEREBY AGREES THAT as a condition to 


receiving any federal financial assistance from the U.S. Department of Transportation, it will comply with Title VI of the 


Civil Rights Act of 1964, 78 Stat. 252, 42 USC 2000d—42 USC 2000d—4 (hereinafter referred to as the Act), and all 


requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, 


Office of the Secretary Part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted Programs of the Department of Transportation—


Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations), and other pertinent 


directives, to the end that in accordance with the Act, Regulations, and other pertinent directives, no person in the United 


States shall, on the grounds of race, color, sex, or national origin be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits 


of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under any program or activity for which the Recipient receives federal 


financial assistance from the Department of Transportation, including the Federal Highway Administration, and HEREBY 


GIVES ASSURANCE THAT it will promptly take any measures necessary to effectuate this agreement. This Assurance 


is required by Subsection 21.7(a)(1) of the Regulations. 


 


More specifically and without limiting the above general assurance, the Recipient hereby gives the following specific 


assurances to its Federal Aid Highway Program. 


 


1.  That the Recipient agrees that each “program” and each “facility” as defined in Subsections 21.23(e) and 21.23(b) of 


the Regulations, will be (with regard to a “program”) conducted, or will be (with regard to a “facility”) operated in 


compliance with all requirements imposed by, or pursuant to, the Regulations. 


 


2.  That the Recipient shall insert the following notification in all solicitations for bids for work or material subject to the 


Regulations made in connection with Federal Aid Highway and in adapted form in all proposals for negotiated 


agreements: 


 


“The Georgia Department of Transportation in accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and 78 


Stat. 252, 42 USC 2000d—42 and Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, Subtitle 


A, Office of the Secretary, part 21, Nondiscrimination in federally assisted programs of the Department of 


Transportation issued pursuant to such Act, hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any 


contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, minority business enterprises will be afforded full 


opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of 


race, color, sex, or national origin in consideration for an award.” 


 


3.  That the Recipient shall insert the clauses of Appendix A of this Assurance in every contract subject to the Act and 


the Regulations. 


 


4.  That the Recipient shall insert the clauses of Appendix B of this Assurance, as a covenant running with the land, in 


any deed from the United States effecting a transfer of real property, structures, or improvements thereon, or interest 


therein. 


 


5.  That where the Recipient receives federal financial assistance to construct a facility, or part of a facility, the 


Assurance shall extend to the entire facility and facilities operated in connection therewith. 


 


6.  That where the Recipient received federal financial assistance in the form, or for the acquisition of real property, or an 


interest in real property, the Assurance shall extend rights to space on, over, or under such property. 


 







7.  That the Recipient shall include the appropriate clauses set forth in Appendix C of this Assurance, as a covenant 


running with the land, in any future deeds, leases, permits, licenses, and similar agreements entered into by the 


Recipient with other parties: (a) for the subsequent transfer of real property acquired or improved under the Federal 


Aid Highway Program; and (b) for the construction or use of, or access to space on, over, or under, real property 


acquired or improved under the Federal Aid Highway Program. 


 


8.  That this Assurance obligates the Recipient for the period during which federal financial assistance is extended to the 


program, or is in the form of personal property, or real property or interest therein or structures or improvements 


thereon, in which case the Assurance obligates the Recipient or any transferee for the longer of the following periods: 


(a) the period during which the property is used for a purpose for which the federal financial assistance is extended, or 


for another purpose involving the provision of similar services or benefits; or (b) the period during which the 


Recipient retains ownership or possession of the property. 


 


9.  The Recipient shall provide for such methods of administration for the program, as are found by the State Secretary of 


Transportation or the official to whom s/he delegates specific authority, to give reasonable guarantee that it, other 


recipients, sub-grantees, contractors, subcontractors, transferees, successors in interest, and other participants of 


federal financial assistance under such program will comply with all requirements imposed or pursuant to the Act, the 


Regulations, and this Assurance. 


 


10.  The Recipient agrees that the United States has a right to seek judicial endorsement with regard to any matter arising 


under the Act, the Regulations, and this Assurance.

APPENDIX A  
 


The text below, in its entirety, is in all contracts entered into by GDOT. All of the text including the final section, 


entitled “Incorporation of Provisions,” should be included in any contract entered into by any GDOT contractor. 


 


During the performance of this contract, the contractor, for itself, its assignees, and successors in interest 


(hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”), agree as follows: 


 


1.   Compliance with Regulations 


The Contractor shall comply with the Regulations relative to nondiscrimination in federally-assisted programs of the 


Department of Transportation (hereinafter referred to as DOT), Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, part 21, as 


they may be amended from time to time, (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations), which are herein incorporated 


by reference and made a part of this contract. 


 


2.  Nondiscrimination 


The Contractor, with regard to the work performed by it during the contract, shall not discriminate on the grounds of 


race, color, sex, or national origin in the selection and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of materials 


and leases of equipment. The Contractor shall not participate either directly or indirectly in discrimination prohibited 


by Section 21.5 of the Regulations, including employment practices when the contract covers a program set forth in 


Appendix B of the Regulations. 


 


3.  Solicitations for Subcontracts, Including Procurement of Materials and Equipment 


In all solicitations either by competitive bidding or negotiations made by the Contractor for work to be performed 


under a subcontract, including procurement of materials or leases of equipment, each potential subcontractor or 


supplier shall be notified by the Contractor of the Contractor’s obligations under this contract and the Regulations 


relative to nondiscrimination on the ground of race, color, sex, or national origin. 


 


4.  Information and Reports 


The Contractor shall provide all information and reports required by the Regulations or directives issued pursuant 


thereto, and shall permit access to its books, records, accounts, other sources of information and its facilities as may 


be determined by the (Recipient) or the Federal Highway Administration to be pertinent to ascertain compliance with 


such Regulations, orders, and instructions. Where any information required of a contractor is in the exclusive 


possession of another who fails or refuses to furnish this information, the Contractor shall so certify to the 


(Recipient), or the Federal Highway Administration as appropriate, and shall set forth what efforts it has made to 


obtain the information. 


 


5.   Sanctions for Noncompliance 


In the event of the Contractor’s noncompliance with the nondiscrimination provisions of this contract, the 


(Recipient) shall impose such contract sanctions as it or the Federal Highway Administration may determine to be 


appropriate, including, but not limited to: 


 


a. Withholding of payments to the Contractor under the contract until the Contractor  complies;     and/or  


b. Cancellation, termination, or suspension of the contract, in whole or in part. 


 


 


 


 







6.    Incorporation of Provisions 


The Contractor shall include the provisions of paragraphs (1) through (6) in every subcontract, including 


procurement of materials and leases of equipment, unless exempt by the Regulations, or directives issued pursuant 


thereto.  


 


The Contractor shall take such action with respect to any subcontractor or procurement as the (Recipient) or the 


Federal Highway Administration may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions including sanctions for 


noncompliance:  Provided, however, that in the event a Contractor becomes involved in, or is threatened with, 


litigation with a subcontractor or supplier as a result of such direction, the Contractor may request the (Recipient) 


enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the state and, in addition, the Contractor may request the United 


States to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States. 


 







APPENDIX B  
 


The following clauses shall be included in any and all deeds affecting or recording the transfer of 


real property, structures, or improvements thereon, or interest therein from the United States. 


 


Granting Clause 


NOW, THEREFORE, the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT)—as authorized by law, and upon the 


condition that the state of Georgia  will accept title to the lands and maintain the project constructed thereon, in 


accordance with and in compliance with Title 23, United States Code, the Regulations for the Administration of 


Federal Aid for Highways; the policies and procedures prescribed by the Federal Highway Administration of the 


Department of Transportation; and all requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, 


Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, Office of the Secretary, part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted 


Programs of the Department of Transportation (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations) pertaining to and 


effectuating the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252: 42 USC 2000d to 2000d-4)—


does hereby remise, release, quitclaim, and convey unto the state of Georgia  all the right, title, and interest of the 


GDOT in and to said land described in Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part thereof. 


 


Habendum Clause 


TO HAVE AND TO HOLD said lands and interests therein unto the state of Georgia, and its 


successors forever, subject, however, to the covenants, conditions, restrictions and reservations herein contained as 


follows, which will remain in effect for the period during which the real property or structures are used for a purpose 


for which the federal financial assistance is extended or for another purpose involving the provision of similar 


services or benefits and shall be binding on the state of Georgia, its successors, and assigns. 


 


The state of Georgia , in consideration of the conveyance of said lands and interests in lands, does hereby covenant 


and agree, as a covenant running with the land for itself, its successors and assigns, that (1) no person shall, on the 


grounds of race, color, sex, disability, national origin, age, or religion, be excluded from participation in, be denied 


the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination with regard to any facility located wholly or in part on, 


over, or under such lands hereby conveyed*, (2) that the state of Georgia  shall use the lands, and interests in lands so 


conveyed, in compliance with all requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, 


Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, Office of the Secretary, part 21, Nondiscrimination of Federally Assisted 


Programs of the Department of Transportation—Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and as said 


Regulations may be amended, (3) that in the event of breach of any of the above mentioned nondiscrimination 


conditions, the agency shall have a right to reenter said lands and facilities on said land, and the above described land 


and facilities shall thereon revert to and vest in, and become the absolute property of, GDOT and its assigns as such

APPENDIX C  
 
The following clauses shall be included in all deeds, licenses, leases, permits, or similar 


instruments entered into by GDOT pursuant to the provisions of Assurance 7. 


 


The LESSEE, for himself or herself, his or her heirs, personal representatives, successors in interest, and assigns, as a 


part of the consideration hereof, does hereby covenant and agree as a covenant running with the land, that in the 


event facilities are constructed, maintained, or otherwise operated on the said property described in this lease, for a 


purpose for which a GDOT program or activity is extended, or for another purpose involving the provision of similar 


services or benefits, the LESSEE shall maintain and operate such facilities and services in compliance with all other 


requirements imposed pursuant to Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, 


Office of the Secretary, part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted Programs of the Department of 


Transportation—Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as said Regulations may be amended. 


 


That in the event of breach of any of the above nondiscrimination covenants, the STATE shall have the right to 


terminate the lease, and to reenter and repossess said land and the facilities thereon, and hold the same as if said lease 


had never been made or issued. 


 


The following shall be included in all deeds, licenses, leases, permits, or similar agreements entered into by GDOT 


pursuant to the provisions of Assurance 7. 


 


The LESSEE, for himself or herself, his or her personal representatives, successors in interest, and 


assigns, as a part of the consideration hereof, does hereby covenant, and agree as a covenant running with the land, 


that (1) no person, on the grounds of race, color, sex, or national origin, shall be excluded from participation in, be 


denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in the use of said facilities, (2) that in the 


construction of any improvements on, over, or under such land and furnishing of services thereon, no person on the 


grounds of race, color, sex, and national origin shall be excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or 


otherwise be subjected to discrimination, (3) that the LESSEE shall use the premises in compliance with all 


requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, 


Subtitle A, Office of the Secretary, part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted Programs of the Department of 


Transportation— Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and as said Regulations may be amended. 


 


That in the event of breach of any of the above nondiscrimination covenants, the STATE shall have the right to 


terminate the [license, lease, permit, etc.] and to reenter and repossess said land and the facilities thereon, and hold 


the same as if said [license, lease, permit, etc.] had never been made or issued.

That in the event of breach of any of the above nondiscrimination covenants, the STATE shall have the right to 


reenter said land and facilities there-on, and the above described lands and facilities shall thereupon revert to and vest 


in and become the absolute property of the STATE and its assigns.
