During the 2009 budget process the 9-1-1 Center requested permission to research and obtain a new
Emergency Medical Dispatch Program. This program outlines specific pre-arrival instructions given
to callers during medical emergencies. The program requires communications officers to be
certified and for a quality assurance policy to be in place in order to ensure only the most effective
medical protocols are delivered. Permission was given as part of the Budget approval and through
proper channels an RFP was developed and put out for bid. The Purchasing Department received
only one qualified bid; from Priority Dispatch Corp. The bid was for $46,073.74 which is under the
$46,704. that was set aside for the project.

Approval of staff's request for Contingency Account funds in the amount of $137,500 to pay unanticipated costs associated with soil
and water mitigation and removal for the Public Works/Fleet Maintenance underground storage tank capacity upgrade project.

Background/History/Details:

Construction began on the Fleet Maintenance Underground Storage Tank Capacity Upgrade during the first week of June 2008.
During excavation and removal of the old UST's (Underground Storage Tanks), soil and water analysis revealed the need for
corrective action for some soil and water testing above thresholds mandated by the Environmental Protection Agency. Due to high
water tables at this site, significant ground water seeped into the excavation pit. This water required collection and proper disposal
as per EPD. In addition, all soil excavated from the UST site had to be properly disposed of. The additional expenses are the result of
storage and disposal of mitigated materials and continuous monitoring until the new tanks were installed and covered.

The original projected cost of the new tank project was estimated and budgeted for $ 333,450.

Background/History/Details:

Over the past several months, the Fayette County Library has been experiencing recurring problems with its computer system that
causes the system to completely shut down. This problem has been more prevalent within the past three weeks. Information
System's staff has determined that the problem has been caused by the Library's server which has been used to capacity and cannot
store additional information. Initially, Information Systems planned to replace and upgrade the Library's server equipment in the
2010 budget since its warranty is due to expire at the end of this year. Due to the problems and workload being placed on the
Library server, Information Systems staff and Library staff recommend the hardware should be replaced immediately. With the
Board's approval, staff will purchase three servers, software, and a new network switch. The Library will also upgrade their older
Rosetta Stone Language Learning software since it currently has two separate versions that are not compatible with each other and
by making the upgrade some of the problems will be resolved.

Subject: Request for Funds to Upgrade Library Computer Infrastructure

The Library is currently experiencing problems with the Library Server. Due to the fact
that almost all of the Library’s computer programs run on this one server, the issues with
the server are causing major disruptions of their computer systems. This in turn is causing
growing frustration with the patrons of the Library.

The initial plan was to replace and upgrade their server equipment in the 2010 budget due
to the warranty expiring at the end of this fiscal year. Because of the ongoing issues and
the workload being placed on this server, however, the Library and the Information
Systems Department feel that the hardware should be replaced immediately. The plan is
to purchase three servers to even out the workload. VMware “Virtual Machine” software
would also be purchased which would allow us to create “virtual servers” and balance out
the workload across the servers while providing high availability and fault tolerant
functionality. A new network switch is also necessary to connect the additional
computers that the Library will be adding to the Computer Lab after the expansion. The
Library’s older Rosetta Stone Language Learning software will also be upgraded to the
newer version. Currently, the Library has two separate versions of the Rosetta Stone
Language Learning software which are not compatible with each other. This upgrade will
allow us to consolidate all the languages into the new version and resolve some of the
issues we are having with the software.

This request is to be allowed to use reserve Library funds to purchase the following new
hardware, software, and networking equipment to upgrade the Library’s Computer

Infrastructure.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Recurring Problem with the Library’s Computers: Interim County Administrator Jack Krakeel reported that over the
course of last several months Fayette County has had a recurring problem with the Library’s computer system that
causes the system to completely shut down. He said this problem has become more prevalent in the last two weeks,
and that staff has determined that the problem with the system is that the hard drive is completely full and cannot absorb
any additional data. He said staffis in the process of developing an interim solution to the problem which would involve
shutting the system down for one day in the next several weeks. He informed the Board that the ultimate step, which
should take place within the next 30 days, would require a decision on a permanent solution. He said staff has prepared
some preliminary estimates and believes that the cost of correcting the problems and upgrading the system will be
approximately $45,000. He said staff will be preparing a formal request for the Board within the next three to four weeks
for the Board’s consideration and that funding is available.

The City of Peachtree City has received a request for annexation for the above-referenced property
located on Wilkes Grove Church Road. The collective properties will gain access to the proposed
MacDuff Parkway extension. A cart path is being constructed along MacDuff Parkway which will
provide access to these properties. A portion of the greenbelt along MacDuff Parkway will be
located on the Hardy property.

The Whitlock property and the Hardy property are vacant. The Wilkes Grove Baptist Church
property contains a cemetery. The Kidd property contains a single-family dwelling. All of the
properties are currently zoned Agricultural-Residential (A-R). The annexation notice from the City
of Peachtree City indicates intent to rezone the subject property to Agricultural Reserve (AR). The
applicant proposes to add the subject properties into Wilksmoore Village; however, there are no
development plans for these properties.

General Description:

The subject property is located on the south side of Wilkes Grove Church Road. The proposed
annexation would not create an island but would eliminate an existing island on the western side of
the city. The subject property abuts the following:

e To the North across Wilkes Grove Church Road: 294 vacant acres and 39 vacant acres, both
within the City of Peachtree City.

o To the West and South: 380 vacant acres within the City of Peachtree City.





o To the East: 8 vacant acres within the City of Peachtree City and 11 vacant acres within the
City of Peachtree City.

Current County Land Use

The subject property is designated as Low Density Residential (1 unit/1 to 2 acres) on the Fayette
County Land Use Map.

Proposed City Land Use

The subject property is proposed to remain Low Density Residential; however, it may be changed to
an office or educational classification, but no plans for high density residential in this area.

DEPARTMENTAL COMMENTS:

Zoning - The subject property is currently zoned A-R (Agricultural-Residential) which requires a
minimum lot size of five (5) acres. The City of Peachtree City proposes to rezone the subject
property to the City’s AR (Agricultural Reserve) zoning district which is one (1) acre minimum lot
size.

Fire/EMS — This annexation will reduce our primary service delivery area.

Water System — The annexation will not change the water service.

Public Works — Wilkes Grove Church road is a private drive. It is not owned or maintained by the
County.

Engineering and Watershed — The property does not contain floodplain per FEMA FIRM panel
13113C0086E dated 09/26/08. The property does not contain any wetlands per the U.S. Department
of the Interior, Fish and Wildlife Service 1994 National Wetland Inventory Map. Per the USGS
Tyrone Quadrangle, there are waters of the state subject to the County watershed protection buffers
and setbacks. The property is not within the groundwater recharge area, as delineated on the Georgia
Department of Natural Resources’ 1992 Ground-Water Pollution Susceptibility Map of Georgia
(Hydrologic Atlas 20).

Environmental Health — These properties have no access to private/public sewer. If developed (in

the unincorporated County), these properties would likely be served by individual sewage disposal
systems.

Sheriff’s Office — The department has no particular comments on this annexation.

Loss of Environmental Health Fees — The department would derive potential revenue from service
fees associated with subdivision development evaluations, sewage system construction permits,
existing sewage system evaluations and from other services associated with out sewage program.

These properties (if annexed) would likely be served by sewer.

Loss of Fire Impact Fees — This annexation will reduce fire tax dollars.

Staff Recommendation:

As this annexation will eliminate an island, Staff has no objections to the annexation.

Dear Jennis:

The PTC annexation is the Wilkes Grove Church Road properties. We are completing our report to the BOC.
The three questions | have are as follows:

1.  Wilkes Grove Church Road is a private road, but has access to MacDuff Parkway. What is the City's
Road/Street Classification for MacDuff Parkway?

MacDuff Parkway is a community collector.

2.  What are the buffer and setbacks for watershed on the property?

Section 1004(b)(2) of the city’s Watershed Protection Ordinance requires a 25’ undisturbed buffer adjacent to all
state waters.

Section 1005.4 (c)(15) of the Peachtree City Soil and Erosion and Sedimentation Control Ordinance requires a 25°
undisturbed butfer “along the banks of ull  state waters, as measured horizontally from the point where
vegetation has been wrestled by normal stream flow or wave action.”

Section 1012.5.1 of the city's Metro North Georgia Water Planning District Stream Buffer Protection Ordinance
requires a 50" undisturbed buffer and an additional 25’ impervious surface setback adjacent to all streams.

3. What is the adjacent Future Land Use of the property in question? Is there a proposed Future Land Use
designation for the property?

We are proposing that the property be annexed into the city as our version of the county's A-R zoning (ours is AR
Agricultural Reserve). Proposed Land Use designation at this time would remain low density residential. In
looking at these parcels, we may change this to an office or educational classification, but have no plans for high
density residential in this area.
