ORDINANCE NUMBER 2008-10


AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, FAYETTE COUNTY, GEORGIA TO
AMEND CHAPTER 2, ADMINISTRATION, ARTICLE V, PURCHASE; SALES; DIVISION IV, SALES OF COUNTY
PROPERTY; TO PROVIDE FOR CODIFICATION; TO PROVIDE FOR SEVERABILITY; TO PROVIDE FOR
PENALTIES; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE AN ADOPTION DATE; TO PROVIDE
AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES ALLOWED BY LAW.


WHEREAS, the duly elected governing authority of Fayette County is the Board of Commissioners
thereof;


WHEREAS, the governing authority desires to amend the disposal of unserviceable property codes to
provide for the disposal of property with negligible value so as to avoid the costs of storage and administration of
such property; and


WHEREAS, the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Fayette County, Georgia shall be improved
and protected by adoption and implementation of the Ordinance.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF FAYETTE COUNTY, GEORGIA AND IT
IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY AUTHORITY THEREOF:


Section 1.  Part of the Fayette County Code is hereby amended by deleting sections 2-162 through 2-163
in their entirety and replacing those code sections to read as follows:


Sec. 2-162.  Disposal of unserviceable property.


(a) When any personal property owned by the county has become worn out, useless, or has been used to
such an extent that it is advisable to dispose of the property, the head of the department in charge of the
property shall identify said property, assess a remaining value of said property, and certify to the director
of purchasing that property in the custody of the department is no longer useful in the service of the
county.  Upon such certification, the director of purchasing, with permission of the board of
commissioners, shall, at public sale, in his discretion, sell the unserviceable property deemed to have
value and remit the proceeds from the sale to the county’s general fund.  After each public sale, the
director of purchasing will submit to the finance department a list identifying the disposed property along
with the sales price so that it may be removed from the appropriate inventory records.  For any property
for which the department head in charge of said property has assessed a value no greater than $50,
certified to the finance department that said property is no longer useful in the service of the county, and
certified that disposal of said property is in the county’s best interest, the finance department shall
coordinate with the buildings and grounds department head for disposal of the property and remove said
property from the appropriate inventory records.


(b) No sales of unserviceable county personal property shall be made by the director of purchasing under
this section where other provisions of law provide for such sales, but this section shall apply to the sale of
unserviceable county personal property where no other provision of law is made.  However, the director of
purchasing shall have the authority to dispose of unserviceable property accumulated by the various
departments of the county to the best advantage of the county by selling or trading the unserviceable
property or transferring the unserviceable property to another department, whichever, in the discretion of
the director of purchasing, will be most advantageous to the county.







Sec. 2-163.  Notice of transfer or disposal of property.


All transfers of personal property from one (1) department of the county to another and all
property disposed of shall be reported to the department of finance immediately.


Section 2.  That the preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is hereby incorporated by
reference as if fully set out herein.


Section 3. a.  It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Commissioners that all sections,
paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are and were, upon their enactment, believed by
the Board of Commissioners to be fully valid, enforceable, and constitutional.


b.  It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Commissioners that, to the greatest extent allowed by
law, each and every section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is severable from every
other section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance.  It is hereby further declared to be the
intention of the Board of Commissioners that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, no Section, paragraph,
sentence, clause or phase of this Article is mutually dependent upon any other Section, paragraph, sentence,
clause or phrase of this Article.


c.  In the event that any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Article shall, for any reason
whatsoever, be declared invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise unenforceable by the valid judgment or decree of
any court of competent jurisdiction, it si the express intent of the Board of Commissioners that such invalidity,
unconstitutionality, or unenforceability shall, to the greatest extent allowed by law, not render invalid,
unconstitutional or otherwise unenforceable any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs or
Sections of the Article and that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, all remaining phrases, clauses, sentences,
paragraphs and Sections of the Article shall remain valid, constitutional, enforceable, and of full force and effect.


Section 4.  All ordinances or resolutions and parts of ordinances and resolutions in conflict herewith are
hereby expressly repealed.


Section 5.  The effective date of this Ordinance shall be the date of adoption unless otherwise specified
herein.

Approval of a recommendation by the Finance Department to purchase an umbrella liability insurance policy to comply with 


provisions of agreements whereby the County leases space on communications towers.


As part of the county's emergency communications system, the county has agreements with other entities to use space on six 


communications towers, in addition to the one owned by the county.  One of the towers belongs to Peachtree City.  The other five 


belong to private corporations.  Lease agreements with the corporations require the county to carry up to $5,000,000 of the general 


liability insurance.  Travelers has quoted a price of $16,225 for an umbrella policy that would meet this requirement.


Authorization to purchase the umbrella coverage, which will bring the county in compliance with insurance provisions of the lease 


agreements.


Funding for this request is currently budgeted in the Insurance category.

Subject: Umbrella Liability Policy for Leased Communications Towers 
 
The county’s  emergency communications system uses seven towers, to which antennas 
and other communications equipment are attached.  The “prime” tower is located at 116 
Volunteer Way, and is owned by the county.  There are six “remote” towers which are 
owned by other entities.  One of the remote towers is owned by Peachtree City, and space 
on it is provided free of charge, with no formal, written contract.  The county leases space 
on the other five towers, at little or no cost. 
 
Although the tower owners provide virtually free space, the five leased from private 
businesses do require the county to carry general liability insurance to protect them against 
insurable risks.  While there are some differences between the agreements, they require up 
to $5,000,000 of general liability insurance.  The attached display contains specific 
information about the towers. 
 
The county’s current property and casualty insurance includes general liability insurance of 
up to $2,000,000 per occurrence, with a maximum annual aggregate of $2,000,000.  To 
come into compliance with the lease agreements, the county needs to purchase additional 
umbrella coverage of $3,000,000. Travelers – the current insurance carrier – has quoted 
the county a price of $16,225 for an umbrella policy that would cover the six remote towers.  
The additional umbrella coverage would extend only to the leased towers at the quoted 
price.  It would not extend to county-owned property, due to sovereign immunity 
considerations.

REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE AN ADOPTION BY DATE; TO PROVIDE AN

Whereas, the duly elected governing authority of Fayette County is the Board of Commissioners thereof;


Whereas, the governing authority desires to amend the provision that provides for the adoption of


construction codes as required by the State of Georgia;


Whereas, the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Fayette County, Georgia shall be improved and


protected by adoption and implementation of this Ordinance.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF FAYETTE COUNTY, GEORGIA AND IT


IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY AUTHORITY THEREOF:


Section 1.  Part of the Fayette County Code, is hereby amended by deleting the definition of “Construction codes”


found in section 5-1, of the Code of Ordinances, Fayette County, Georgia, in its entirety.


Section 2.  Part of the Fayette County Code, is hereby amended by adding a new section 5-4 to the Code of


Ordinances, Fayette County, Georgia, to read as follows:


Sec. 5-4. Adoption of Construction Codes.


The following codes, as amended from time to time by the State of Georgia, are hereby adopted as the


construction codes for the County, except for those administrative and enforcement sections where are provided


for herein:


A.  International Building Code (ICC);


B.  National Electrical Code (NFPA);


C.  International Fuel Gas Code (ICC);


D.  International Mechanical Code (ICC);


E.  International Plumbing Code (ICC);


F.  International Residential Code for One- and Two-Family Dwellings (ICC);


G.  International Energy Conservation Code (ICC);


H.  International Fire Code (ICC);


I.  International Existing Building Code (ICC);


J.  International Property Maintenance Code (ICC); and


K.  Any other codes deemed appropriate by the board for the safety and welfare of Georgia’s citizens.







Section 3.  That the preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is hereby incorporated by


reference as if fully set out herein.


Section 4. a. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Commissioners that all Sections,


paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Article are and were, upon their enactment, believed by the


Board of Commissioners to be fully valid, enforceable and constitutional.
