To review current fees and services, evaluating the 
intrinsic costs associated with impounds, husbandry 
and adoption and subsidize these further with effective 
services that promote pet adoption and retention.







Purpose of Fees


� Generates revenue for animal control operations and 
important animal care expenses


� Offsets costs of services that supplement adoptions


� Instills commitment/responsibility, adds monetary 
significance into the investment of pet ownership


� Detracts impulse buying, lowers return rate







Need for Review


� Fees have not been reviewed since 1980


� Current fee structure is set to offer only the 
barebones adoption, recently shelter services have 
been enhanced to add several services and increase 
husbandry standards without offsetting costs in the 
price of adoptions (vaccinations, kennel upgrades, 
etc…)


� Industry standards have changed to supplement 
adoptions in the interest of adopters retaining their 
pet for its entire life


� Current boarding fees are far below standards in 
both private and public facilities

Discussion and direction regarding Fayette County's Stormwater Maintenance Program. This item was last discussed at the County  


Commission Retreat in November, 2007. 


The County's existing Stormwater Maintenance Program operates and maintains stormwater structures within the County Right-of-


Way (R/W) and on other County-owned land.  Recent regulations now require ongoing inspection and maintenance of all "new" 


stormwater systems.  Currently, this responsibility is placed on the property owner or Home Owners Association for structures 


outside the R/W.  "Old" systems have no inspection or maintenance requirement, however, the County is responsible for the water 


quality impacts of these systems on our receiving waters.   


At the BOC Retreat in Nov., staff was directed to bring information back to the Board. At this workshop, existing policy how to 


identify the pros and cons of alternative maintenance programs will be reviewed.  In future workshops , staff will provide 


preliminary funding and cost data.  Ultimately, an Extent of Service and Level of Service document will be prepared for the BOC 


review and approval.

Discussion of  the feasibility of offering a Flexible Spending Account benefit to County employees.


Flexible Spending Accounts (FSA) have been mentioned by employees on several occasions during the Employee Relations Forums. 


A FSA is one of a number of tax-advantaged financial accounts that can be set up for employees at a minimal cost to the  employer.  


And, those costs can be offset by employer Social Security tax savings based on employee participation.  A FSA allows an employee 


to have pre-tax funds deducted from their paycheck that can be used to pay for out of pocket health care costs and dependant care. 


Employees can use FSA’s to pay for deductibles and copayments, prescription drugs and other medical expenses not covered under 


their health insurance plans.  Separate pre-tax contributions must be set up for health care and for dependant care.  A health care 


FSA is pre-funded, meaning after one payroll deduction an employee has access to the total amount they will be contributing for 


the plan year.  This can be excellent for parents with kids needing braces.  The dependant FSA however is not pre-funded.  


Employees can only receive dependant care reimbursement as funds are deposited into their FSA.


Discussion and direction to staff on whether or not to develop a recommendation for the Board's consideration at a future meeting.


Based on potential Social Security tax savings to the County, a minimum of 26 employees would need to participate in order to 


offset the cost of the plan.  This would in essence allow the County to offer a Flexible Spending Account benefit to employees 


without incurring any additional cost.

Discussion of proposed amendments to the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan regarding the S.R. 54 West Overlay District.


Since the S.R. 54 West Overlay District was adopted in 1995, there have been three (3) rezoning requests to the O-I Zoning District 


for lots within recorded residential subdivisions.  Of these three (3) requests, one (1) has been approved (Petition No.  963-97) and 


two (2) have been denied (Petition No. 994-98 and Petition No. 1201-07).  Staff is proposing an amendment to the S.R. 54 West 


Overlay District section of the Land Use Element of the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan to clarify the County's position for 


rezoning requests within recorded residential subdivisions. 


Staff is seeking permission from the B.O.C. to proceed with public hearings before the P.C. on April 3, 2008, and before the B.O.C. on 


April 24, 2008, for adoption of proposed amendments to the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan.

On October 3, 2007, the B.O.C. directed Staff to review the Zoning Ordinance in terms of a possible permitting process for walls/


fences, requirements for maximum height of walls/fences, additional conditions pertaining to the architectural and aesthetic design 


of walls/fences, and required visibility through fence structures.  The P.C. has discussed walls/fences at four (4) Workshops; however, 


Staff and the P.C. have not been able to reach a consensus nor have the P.C. members been able to reach a consensus amongst 


themselves.  The P.C. have the following concerns:  elimination of the four (4) foot height limitation in the front yard, inability to use 


chain link over four (4) foot high in the front yard is discriminatory, a solid wall/fence along a State Route may exceed four (4) feet in 


height, mandatory maintenance, and requirement of zoning permit.   (02/07/08 Workshop Mins. attached)

The EST Zoning District was designed for areas designated Agricultural Residential (1 unit/5 acres) on the Comprehensive Plan.  An 


EST subdivision is a residential subdivision where lots are reduced in size and clustered to provide conservation area.  The EST 


Zoning District requires a minimum lot size of 2.5 acres and a minimum house size of 3,000 square feet.  (See attached matrix)   


 


 rezoned 393.98 acres from A-R to EST for two (2) subdivisions.  Chantilly Subdivision is one (1) of the subdivisions.  The 


other future subdivision is adjacent to Chantilly Subdivision.

Single family dwelling, B.  Carport and Porte Cochere and Article III. Definitions, Carport and Porte Cochere as presented by the 


Planning & Zoning Department.


Prior to the requirement of plan review/architectural standards, canopy-type structures (porte cochere) have been constructed as 


part of/attached to/supported by the single-family dwelling.   A porte cochere is utilized as a porch roof projecting over a driveway 


at the front entrance of a structure for sheltering those getting in and out of vehicles.  (see attached)  Currently, there are no 


provisions/regulations in the Zoning Ordinance for a porte cochere.  On January 24, 2008, the B.O.C. amended Section 5-10. 


Accessory Uses and Structures which prohibits an accessory structure directly in front of a single-family dwelling; however, a porte 


cochere is commonly constructed at the front entrance of a structure.  A porte cochere shall be attached/supported by the single- 


family dwelling, thereby making the porte cochere part of the single-family dwelling and not an accessory structure.  Staff is also 


proposing amending the definition of a carport to distinguish between attached and detached (housekeeping item).  A definition 


for porte cochere is also required.
