Call to Order, Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Frady called the November 10, 2011 Board of Commissioners Meeting to Order at 7:00 p.m.
Commissioner Hearn gave the Invocation and led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acceptance of Agenda.

Commissioner Horgan moved to accept the Agenda as published. Commissioner Hearn seconded the motion. No
discussion followed. The motion passed 4-0.

PRESENTATION/RECOGNITION:

1. Recognition of 911 Practitioner, Mr. Lynn Bianco.

Public Safety Director Allen McCullough and Director of Communications Cheryl Rogers introduced Mr. Lynn
Bianco to the Board.
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Mrs. Rogers explained that several years ago, the County began exploring ways to increase assistance at its
911 Communications Center while maintaining professional standards. She said the effort allowed for six HAM
radio operators to volunteer, but that small number has decreased to only three of the original members. One
of those original members who are still with the County day-in and day-out is Mr. Lynn Bianco. She stated that
Mr. Bianco has begun dispatching Fire and Emergency Services, so the County is quite proud of him. She said
itis always nice to have people who are interested in what the County does and who take time away from their
own schedules to sit in a radio room, to learn, and to help the community. She said this is a perfect fit with the
HAM radio operators. She said the Practitioners Program is unique to the State of Georgia, meaning Fayette
County is once again on the cutting edge. She said she was proud of Mr. Bianco and her staff for making this
volunteer effort work.

The Board recognized 911 Practitioner, Mr. Lynn Bianco, for his service to Fayette County, and Chief
McCullough read a proclamation in his honor.

Mr. Bianco spoke briefly about the virtue, rewards, and opportunities available to volunteers, and he urged his
fellow citizens to volunteer in some arena in life. He thanked all volunteers for making Fayette County such
a unique county. A copy of this request, identified as “Attachment 1", follows these minutes and is made an
official part hereof.

This property is located in
Land Lot 247 of the 4™ District, front on SR 92 South, and is zoned A-R. This is for a Change of
Ownership.

Zoning Coordinator Robyn Wilson introduced Ana Bradshaw as the new owner of Davis County Store to the
Board, and she informed the Board that Ms. Bradshaw had been fingerprinted, passed a background check,
and that the County Attorney had reviewed the application.

No one spoke in favor of or in opposition to this request for a Change of Ownership.

Commissioner Horgan moved to approve a Change of Ownership of a Packaged Beer and Wine License for
Danny & Ani, LLC, doing business as Davis County Store, 1619 SR. 92 South, Fayetteville, Georgia, Ana
Bradshaw Owner/Applicant, and with said property being in Land Lot 247 of the 4" District, fronting on SR 92
South, and zoned A/R. Commissioner McCarty seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion
passed 4-0. A copy of this request, identified as “Attachment 2", follows these minutes and is made an official
part hereof.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Rob Scogin: Mr. Scogin informed the Board that he has resided in Fayette County for 29 years, and he asked the Board
to consider enacting an ordinance, similar to the County’s adjoining communities, in order to curtail “saggy pants” through
the indecency laws already in place. He said he first through saggy pants was just a fad, but it now appears that the fad
will not go away unless the people stop it. He added that saggy pants are not allowed in Fayette County schools, and
he hoped the Board and the citizens could be proactive about this issue.
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Triciaand Steve McCarney: Mrs. Tricia McCarney said that she supported Mr. Scogin’s comments, and that the people
are tired of seeing saggy pants as well. She said she would be cited if she walked down the streets dressed as some
of the kids and young adults dress who walk down the streets with saggy pants hanging down. She said she did not
want Fayette County to have an influx of saggy pants on the streets, and she asked if the Board would consider
implementing regulations, similar to efforts taken by the City of Newnan, and already in place in the City of Jonesboro.
She said she is a Christian woman, and it is offensive to see saggy pants. Mr. Steve McCarney added that he agreed
with his wife’s comments, and that the saggy pants were offensive to him, his wife, and other community members.

Randy Ognio: Mr. Ognio thanked County Administrator Jack Krakeel for information that he sent earlier that answered
some questions that he had. He questioned Consent Agenda Item 9, saying that it amazed him that the County does
road projects with the City with the assumption that it is the cheapest way to accomplish the projects. He said even
though the work was being done for the City of Fayetteville, and the City would pay for the material, that he remained
amazed that the government just assumes they can do the work cheaper than anyone else can. He said he was glad
to read that Fayette County received three bids associated with Consent Agenda Item 10, and another five bids for
Consent Agenda Item 11, and that this effort was a lot better than what the County has previously being doing. He next
spoke about Old Business Item 13, and he said to put a tower at a fire station should not be county business, and that
if the communication companies wanted to place a tower in that area they should go to a private property to do so. He
asked if something happened to the septic system at Fire Station 1, and the septic lines had to be rerouted around a
tower in the way, then the citizens would pay the bill for the additional work.

Charles Culp: Mr. Culp said he wanted to reiterate the concerns expressed earlier about the clothing worn by some of
the “young folks in town”, and especially at the Fayetteville Pavilion. He said if you go to the Wal-Mart in Fayetteville,
the clothes worn by some of the young people are disgusting. He said he hated to see Fayette County be dragged down
the gutter because of something that could have been prevented.

Chairman Frady said the Board was glad to hear his opinion on the issue, and he asked if Mr. Culp had gone to
Fayetteville City Hall about this issue since the Pavilion is in the City of Fayetteville. Mr. Culp said that his concern was
also about the county since it is not limited to the City. He asked for the citizens and the Board to do their part, and to
enact an ordinance regulating saggy pants in Fayette County.

OLD BUSINESS:

13. Further consideration of a request from the Department of Fire and Emergency Services regarding
placement of a cellular monopole tower on the site of Fire Station No. 1.

Public Safety Director Allen McCullough and Deputy Fire Chief Tom Bartlett addressed the Board about this
request.

Chief McCullough reminded the Board that this request had first been considered by the Board during its
October 2011 Workshop Meeting and then again at the November 2011 Workshop Meeting. During those
meetings, the Board directed staff to obtain further information, and that now, based on the available
information, staff was ready to recommend that the Board authorize staff to proceed into contract negotiations





with Message Center Management. He explained that Message Center Management is willing to provide
Fayette County $5,000 upon signing the contract, and to guarantee $1,300 a month in addition to a 20%
collection fee. He explained the cell tower would be a 120" monopole, and that the needed land was
approximately 1,200 square feet. He said there was a ten-year projection for the Fire Services budget, and that
this recommendation would provide the County approximately $178,000 for that ten-year period. Chief Bartlett
added that this tower would not interfere with the operations of the fire station. Discussion followed.

Commissioner McCarty moved to approve the request from the Department of Fire and Emergency Services
to enter into contract negotiations with Message Center Management in order to place a cellular monopole
tower on the site of Fire Station Number 1, and to authorize the Chairman to sign the forthcoming contract
contingent upon the County Attorney’s review. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. No discussion
followed. The motion passed 4-0. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 12", follows these minutes
and is made an official part hereof.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS:

Fiscal Year (FY) 2011 Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Grant Program: County Administrator Jack Krakeel
informed the Board and the public that Fayette County has been awarded a grant, through the Office of the Governor
and the Federal Emergency Operations Center Grant Program, for $950,000. He said that staff has worked long and
diligently in an effort to secure the grant funding. He explained that only $12 million was available for this year's grant
program, and that Fayette County was the only county in the entire Southeast that was awarded a grant. He continued
that Fayette County is also one of the only counties that received up to $1 million; most other grants were substantially
less than what Fayette County was awarded. He congratulated staff for their hard work, and he said if it were possible
for a grant to receive a score of “perfect 10", then Fayette County scored a “perfect 10". He closed saying this grant
would go a long way to assisting the County in building the Emergency Operations Center, which has been a
longstanding Public Safety priority for many years, and that this grant funding would lessen the tax burden on the
citizens.

COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS:

Commissioner McCarty: Commissioner McCarty said he was glad to hear from some of the citizens in Fayette County
who oppose those who wear their clothing below certain areas of the human anatomy. He then told the Board that he
was against saggy pants for several reasons, since they were unattractive, the style was a detriment to younger people
in the Fayette Community, and since, based on experience, it “usually leads to incentives for people who don’t mind
looking in your car [and] grabbing your pocketbook.” He said he wanted Fayette County to enact an ordinance that
would curtail the wearing of baggy pants in the community. Chairman Frady directed the County Attorney to review the
issue and to return to the Board with his findings.

Commissioner McCarty also updated the Board concerning his mother-in-law who recently fell and broke her hip. He
said the care received by the County’s Public Safety services was excellent and flawless, and that his mother-in-law is
home recovering.

Commissioner Hearn moved to adjourn the November 10, 2011 Board of Commissioners Meeting. Commissioner
McCarty seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion passed 4-0.

Library and is familiar with its operations. She volunteers at the Library and for several other not-for-profit services in the County.

acres of the development. Only six (6) single-family dwelling lots are proposed on

approximately 241 net acres.
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The retreat/camp segment of the PRL-PUD is not a land use that is specifically addressed
in the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan. However, the subject property meets the
zoning requirement of previously being zoned A-R and the retreat/camp is comparable to
Conditional Uses (Recreation centers and similar institutions owned by non-profit
organizations as so registered with the Georgia Secretary of State Office, Private School,
including, but not limited to: classrooms, administration, playground, housing, athletic
fields, gymnasium, and/or stadium, College and/or University, including, but not limited
to: classrooms, administration, housing, athletic fields, gymnasium, and/or stadium, or
Church and/or other Place of Worship) allowed in the A-R zoning district which do not
require a rezoning and public hearings, but could have a similar impact on the area in
terms of their operation. The Planned Unit Development — Planned Retreat and/or Lodge
zoning district provides the applicant with the opportunity to propose a unique set of
uses, restrictions, and regulations for the development and gives the County the greatest
amount of control as the proposed requirements must be approved by the Board of
Commissioners. Any substantial changes to the development must go back through the
public hearing process for approval by the Board of Commissioners.

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The Planned Retreat and/or Lodge zoning district is as follows:

L.

Purpose. The intent of a Planned Retreat and/or Lodge (PRL) is to provide a
development exclusively designed to accommodate the assembly of groups or
organizations for the purpose of association, education, or instruction through
conferences, seminars, and/or camps. Food and lodging may be furnished for a
definite and temporary period.

Permitted Uses. The following uses may be proposed in a PRL:

a. Assembly/meeting facilities (indoor and outdoor);

b. Dining facilities;

The
Development Plan is required for the rezoning petition and will take the place of the
required Concept Plan. The Development Plan, as approved, shall establish the layout
and uses planned for the development. Any change in the approved Development Plan
and/or Summary of Intent, which affects the intent and character of the development, the
density or land use pattern, the approved uses, the location or dimensions of streets, or
similar substantial changes, shall be reviewed and approved by the Board of
Commissioners upon the recommendation of the Zoning Administrator and Planning
Commission. A request for a revision of the Development Plan and/or Summary of
Intent shall be supported by a written statement as to why the revisions are necessary or
desirable.

Prior to filing this rezoning petition for a Planned Unit Development, the applicant met
with the Zoning Administrator in order to review the general character of the proposed
development, including, but not limited to: its scope, nature, and location. At this time,
the applicant was fully advised of the rezoning procedures and various information and/or
studies which the applicant may need in order to continue with the petition. On
September 1, 2011, the Planning Commission held the Pre-Recommendation Meeting to
review the Development Plan and the Summary of Intent. The Summary of Intent is a
written statement of the character of the development including the proposed uses and
minimum standards (see attached.) At this meeting, the applicant provided preliminary
data concerning said plan.

The Planning Commission requested minor revisions for clarification to the Development
Plan and the Summary of Intent including, but not limited to: one (1} acre per horse and
any associated lighting be placed and focused in such a way as to not adversely impact
any residential areas; limiting outdoor activities after 10:00 PM; pool on Tract #1 in the
buffer will need variance approval to remain or will have to be removed; that the single-
family dwelling lots meet A-R requirements except where the PUD-PRL are more
restrictive; Telecommunication Tower has a fall zone 180 feet and the activity courts
should be relocated to the other side of the pool; address the plan to keep cars from lining
up along Ebenezer Church Road while waiting to get into the planned retreat and/or lodge
during drop-off and pickup; proposed Tract #2 needs to have clear ingress/egress on the
proposed private road to Ebenezer Church Road and not be hindered by cars lining up to
get in the planned retreat and/or lodge; sufficient turn around areas should be installed
with the security gates; need basis for number of parking spaces from land planner;
indicate that the circular drive, pedestrian paths, and parking areas be lit with low level
lighting for safety purposes, add to the Summary of Intent that they will strive to achieve
LEED standards and list what is being planned and list only those items that can be
achieved; a setback, in addition to the buffer, is not necessary if the buffer will be
planted for screening purposes where there is a lack of existing vegetation; indicate in the
Summary of Intent that the planned retreat and/or lodge may also be utilized for adult
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group retreats and fund raising events; and it was the consensus of the Planning
Commission that the general architectural character of the proposed structures be
submitted with the rezoning application and the applicant needs to be aware that those
general architectural styles will have to be reflective of the structures proposed for the
site.

Per the Summary of Intent, the proposed six (6) single-family dwelling lots will be
developed in accordance with the A-R zoning district; however, all PUD-PRL perimeter
buffers and setback requirements, as indicated on the Development Plan, will supersede
the A-R zoning setbacks as applicable. The Permitted Uses and Conditional Uses for
these single-family dwelling lots shall be those listed in the A-R zoning district.

Revision to a Recorded Plat

Effective October 26, 1995, the Fayette County Subdivision Regulations, Section 4-2.7
Revision to a Recorded Plat, public hearing approval from the Board of Commissioners is
required prior to any substantial changes to a recorded final plat. Section 4-2.7
specifically states that ... “proposed revisions to any existing residential or agricultural-
residential subdivisions which add property to, increase the number of platted lots, or
change the principal use on a lot within a residential subdivision shall be considered in
public hearings before the Planning Commission and the Board of Commissioners.”

As discussed above under History, on October 27, 2005, the Board of Commissioners
approved Petition No. RP-035-05 for the Revision of a Recorded Plat of Rountree Place
to add 149.88 acres to Lot 9 (10.12 acres) and subdivide Lot 9 into two (2) single-family
dwelling lots consisting of Tract 9A (47 acres) and Tract 9B (113) acres. However, the
Final Plat was never revised to create lots (9A & 9B) and the aforementioned 149.88
acres is a portion of this rezoning request. Therefore, the request to add two (2) proposed
lots (which differ from the lot configuration previously approved) to Rountree Place
subdivision must be considered by the Planning Commission and the Board of
Commissioners.

Platting

Should Petition No. 1222-11 be approved, the applicant is reminded that before any lots
can be sold or building permits issued for the proposed subdivision, if any new right of
ways are proposed, a Preliminary Plat must be approved by the Planning Commission.
Once the Preliminary Plat is approved and the proposed roads built, a Final Plat must be
submitted to the Planning and Zoning Department, approved by all applicable county
departments and Planning Commission, and recorded into public record.

Should Petition No. RP-050-11 be approved, the applicant is reminded that before any
lots can be sold or building permits issued, a revised Final Plat of Rountree Place

Subdivision must be submitted to the Planning and Zoning Department, approved by all
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applicable county departments and Planning Commission, and recorded into public
record.

Right-of-Wav Requirements

As per the Fayette County Subdivision Regulations, Section 6-5.13 Additional Right-of-
Way and the Fayette County Development Regulations, Section §-48. Minimum Right-
of-Way Widths and Dedication Requirements should a proposed subdivision adjoin an
existing street, the developer shall dedicate additional right-of-way to meet one-half the
minimum right-of-way requirement for the applicable functional classification as
indicated on the Fayette County Thoroughfare Plan of the adjoining street. Ebenezer
Church Road is classified as a Collector road (Major Thoroughfare); Amold Road is
classified as a County Local road (Minor Thoroughfare) and Green Meadow Lane is
classified as an Internal Local road (Minor Thoroughfare) on the Fayette County
Thoroughfare Plan.

Per the Director of Public Works, the existing right-of-way of Ebenezer Church Road
is 80 feet; therefore, no additional right-of-way is required unless it is determined, during
design, that additional land is needed for construction and long-term maintenance of
shoulder, drainage ditch and a deceleration lane/right turn lane from Ebenezer Church Road
to proposed road.

Per the Director of Public Works, a minimum 60 foot dedication (to County or Private
Entity) for construction of the road off Ebenezer Church Road must be indicated on the
Preliminary Plat, Final Plat, and Site Plan.

Per the Director of Public Works, the right-of-way dedication to the County for
construction of the proposed Amold Road standard cul-de-sac shall have a 60 foot radius
and must be indicated on the Preliminary Plat, Final Plat, and Site Plan.

Per the Director of Public Works, the existing right-of-way of Green Meadow Lane is
60 feet; therefore, additional right-of-way will not be required.

Access/Vehicular Circulation

The Development Plan and Summary of Intent indicate that the retreat/camp traffic will
access Ebenezer Church Road via a proposed private road with a 60 foot right-of-way,
constructed to County standards, and deeded to the homeowners/property owner’s
association. The proposed private road will be of sufficient length to provide the required
access to Tract 2. A gate will be installed at the terminus of the private road with a
sufficient vehicular turn-around or cul-de-sac. A 20 foot wide driveway into the planned
retreat/camp will connect to the proposed private road.
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Arnold Road will end in a newly developed 60 foot radius cul-de-sac with access for the
single-family dwelling lots and controlled secondary access for emergency vehicles into
the retreat/camp. Green Meadow Lane will only provide access to two proposed single-
family dwelling lots.

Site Plan

Should this petition be approved, the owner/developer must submit a Site Plan as
required by Section 8-26., c. of the Development Regulations. Access must comply with
the provisions of Section 8-53. of the Development Regulations and the Georgia D.O.T.,
as appropriate. The subject property must comply with Fayette County ordinances
including, but not limited to: Sections 5-18. Screening Required and 5-19. Screening
Standards of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance and 8-159. Fayette County Landscape
and Buffer Requirements, Article VI. Tree Retention. Protection, and Replacement, and
Article VIII. Off-Street Parking and Service Requirements of the Fayette County
Development Regulations.

E. TRAFFIC AND TRIP GENERATION

A traffic assessment (see attached) was prepared by Kimley-Homn and Associates, Inc. for
the owner on September 12, 2011. The traffic assessment concludes that the planned
retreat/camp will not substantially degrade the current traffic operations along Ebenezer
Church Road; however, a decel-accel lane may be required by the Public Works
Department. This determination and the sight distance analysis will be made during the
Site Plan approval process. The traffic assessment indicates the proposed internal traffic
circulation, parking, and staggering of arrival and departure times will be utilized to
accommaodate the peak traffic flows anticipated by the retreat/camp to lessen the impact
on Ebenezer Church Road.

F. DEPARTMENTAIL COMMENTS

Water System (Tony Parrott)

Water was not requested; however, water can be available through a water line
extension.

Stormwater (Bryan Keller)

Floodplain: Per FEMA FIRM panel 13113C0092/94E, the property does
contain floodplain.

Wetlands: The property does contain wetlands per the U.S. Department of
the Interior, Fish and Wildlife Service 1994 National Wetland
Inventory Map.
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Watershed: Per the Fayette County GIS and site visits, there are water
bodies subject to the county watershed protection ordinance.

Groundwater:  The property is not within the groundwater recharge area, per
the Georgia Department of Natural Resources’ 1992 Ground-
Water Pollution Susceptibility Map of Georgia (Hydrologic
Atlas 20.)

Other: The Development Plan indicates sufficient area for all
stormwater management controls.
The conservation area used for stormwater quality shall be
placed in a perpetual conservation easement. Organic farming
may or may not be allowed in the watershed buffer contingent
on clarification of the clearing method.

Environmental Health Department (EHD) (Jeft Kilgore)

1222-11 — Due to the peak daily sewage flows expected to exceed the EHD’s
permitting jurisdiction, the applicant will need to consult with the Environmental
Protection Division of the State of Georgia for sewage disposal approval. EHD
would appear to have jurisdiction regarding the permitting and inspecting of the
proposed dining hall and proposed pool and plan reviews will be necessary. EHD
expects each residential lot to be served by on-site individual sewage disposal
systems that are regulated by their department. A Level 11l Soil Survey, Site Plan,
floor plan, and other required documents will need to accompany a fee when
making application for a sewage system construction permit.

RP-050-11 — EHD is in the position to approve the revised final plat for recording
purposes only. Soils information obtained from a Level 2 Soil Survey performed
by James Brown and printed on the Final Plat dated 09/10/98 appears to indicate
that portions of Tract 9 contain hydric soils.

Fire and EMS (David Scarborough)

Fire Suppression and Fire Prevention: This property is located within the
current territorial boundaries of County Fire Station #8, located on Flat Creek
Trail, which would provide the initial first responding apparatus to any requests
for assistance. Response time for suppression capability from Station # § would
be in the five (5) minute range. Water and fire hydrants will need to be provided.

Emergency Medical Services: This property is located within the service
delivery area of Medic 41 located on Johnson Ave. Response time for ambulance
transport services is within the eight (8) minute accepted historical response
criteria. The addition of this development will not materially impact EMS service
delivery capability or current capacity.
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Emergency Management Agency: This property is not within the 100 years
floodplain as noted at the rear of potential building area, and as proposed indicates
no potential problems. As with any other development, there is always the
potential for man-made or natural disasters that would impact emergency
management.

Public Works/County Engineer (Phil Mallon)

Shared Driveways — The Fayette County Development Regulations (§ 8-52)
allow for shared driveways only when sight distance requirements cannot be
satisfied. Thus, separate drives would be required to serve tracts 3 and 4.

Private Road Design — The private road proposed off Ebenezer Church Road
shall be constructed to meet all County Standards and Specifications
associated with new road construction (e.g., pavement width of 24 ft).

Private Road End - Adequate turn-around area is required at the end of the
private road. See at § 8-51 of the Development Regulations for cul-de-sac
specifications, although other (non cul-de-sac) configurations may be
considered.

Interior Driveways — The proposed driveway width of 20 feet throughout the
campground is acceptable with two (2) exceptions: 1) driveway width shall be
24 feet wide in parking areas {(or 18-feet wide in one-way parking areas); and
2) turn-a-rounds shall be of sufficient radius to accommodate emergency
response vehicles,

Right-of-Way Dedication - The following ROW dedication is required for the
project per the Development Plan: 1) ROW dedication to County for
construction of standard cul-de-sac at end of Arnold Road (60-foot radius
ROW); 2) Minimum 60-foot dedication (to County or Private entity) for
construction of road off Ebenezer Church Road; and 3) additional ROW
and/or easement dedication, as needed, beyond the existing 80-foot ROW
from Tract 1 to County for construction of deceleration land/right turn lane
from Ebenezer Church Road to proposed road.

Board of Education

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STAFF ANALYSIS

This request is based on the petitioner's intent to rezone said property from A-R to PUD-
PRL for the purpose of developing a Planned Retreat and/or Lodge. Per Section 11-10 of
the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance, Staff makes the following evaluations:

1.

The request for rezoning from A-R to PUD-PRL is consistent with the Fayette
County Land Use Plan (Rural Residential (1 unit/2 to 3 acres) in terms of
residential density. In addition, the PUD-PRL requires one (1) single-family unit
for each 10 net acres of the development. Only six (6) single-family dwelling lots
are proposed for the 241 net acres.

The retreat/camp segment of the PRL-PUD is not a land use that is specifically
addressed in the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan. However, the retreat/camp
is related to similar Conditional Uses (Recreation centers and similar institutions
owned by non-profii organizations as so registered with the Georgia Secretary of
State  Office, Private School, including, but not Ilimited fo: classrooms,
administration, playground, housing, athletic fields, gymnasium, and/or stadium,
College and/or University, including, but not limited to: classrooms, administration,
housing, athletic fields, gymnasium, and/or stadium, or Church and/or other Place of
Worship) allowed in the A-R zoning district which could have a similar impact on
the area in terms of their operation. The Planned Unit Development — Planned
Retreat and/or Lodge zoning district provides the applicant with the opportunity
to propose a unique set of uses, restrictions, and regulations for the development
and gives the County the greatest amount of control as the proposed requirements
must be approved by the Board of Commissioners. Any substantial changes to
the development must go back through the public hearing process and requires
approval by the Board of Commissioners.

The proposed rezoning will not adversely affect the existing use or usability of
adjacent or nearby property. The Development Plan indicates the required 75 foot
buffer around the periphery of the development. The retreat/camp portion of the
development sits between two creeks with sizable floodplain area and watershed
protection buffers and setbacks providing separation from adjacent properties
generally to the east, west, and south (see Development Plan.) The residential lots
along the lower portion of Armold Road are in the closest proximity to the
retreat/camp.

The proposed rezoning will not result in a burdensome use of schools. The Water
System indicates that water is available through a waterline extension. The
extension of the waterline will be the responsibility of the property owner. The
Environmental Health Department points out that the development’s anticipated
peak daily sewage flows may exceed the Environmental Health Department’s
jurisdiction and approval of the sewage disposal system would then be subject to
regulation under Georgia Environmental Protection Division.
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The subject property fronts and accesses Ebenezer Church Road, Arnold Road,
and Green Meadow Lane. The Summary of Intent indicates that the main access
for the retreat/camp is Ebenezer Church Road. The greatest potential for a traffic
impact is on Ebenezer Church Road. The Summary of Intent/traffic assessment
indicates that the proposed internal traffic circulation, parking, and staggering of
arrival and departure times will be utilized to accommodate the peak traffic flows
anticipated by the retreat/camp to lessen the impact on Ebenezer Church Road.
Staff will monitor this situation through the development process and beyond
once the camp starts to operate. If problems occur, causing traffic to back up on
Ebenezer Church Road, the camp will need to make adjustments to its amrival and
departure system. Arnold Road will only provide access to two (2) proposed
single-family dwelling lots and a conirolled secondary access for emergency
vehicles to the retreat/camp. Green Meadow Lane will only provide access to two
(2) proposed single-family dwelling lots.

4, The subject property is located in a semi-rural area generally containing A-R (five
[5] acre minimum) single-family residential subdivisions and larger agricultural
lots ranging in size from five (5) acres up to 40 acres. A retreat/camp is a
compatible use for this area.

Based on the foregoing Investigation and Staff Analysis, Staff recommends
APPROVAL with two (2) conditions.
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RECOMMENDED CONDITIONS

[f this petition is approved by the Board of Commissioners, it should be approved PUD-
PRL CONDITIONAL subject to the following enumerated conditions. Where these
conditions conflict with the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance, these conditions shall
supersede unless otherwise specifically stipulated by the Board of Commissioners.

1. The owner/developer shall dedicate, at no cost to Fayette County, additional right-
of-way if required during design for the construction and long-term maintenance
of shoulder, drainage ditch, and a deceleration lane/right turn lane from Ebenezer
Church Road to proposed road.  (This condition is to ensure the provision of
adequate right-of-way for future road improvements per an established policy of
the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan and the Development Regulations which
stipulate how much right-of-way is needed for compliance.)

2. The pool on Tract #1, located in the buffer, will need a Variance approval to
remain or will have to be removed prior to Preliminary Plat approval. (This

condition is lo ensure no structure is located within the buffer.)

The PC recommended approval subject to the two (2} recommended conditions. The
applicant agreed to the two (2) recommended conditions.

Dear Mr. Ward:

Per your request, Kimley-Horn and Assoctates, Inc has performed a traffic assessment for the
proposed Camp Southern Ground. [t is our understanding that Camp Southern Ground will be
an overnight camp for children ranging in age from 7 to 16 years. The camp will also provide
special facilities for children diagnosed with Dyslexia, ADD/ADRHD, Asperger syndrome,
Tourette’s syndrome, and Austim. The proposed site, totaling approximately 495 acres, is
located south of Ebenczer Church Road in Fayette County. Ebenezer Church Road is bounded
by Ebenezer Road on the west and Redwine Road on the cast. The purpose of this letter is to
provide our engineering opinion on the projected traffic impact, and provide information to
assist in determining whether a full traffic study is necessary due 1o the proposed access and
circulation plan.

Site Overview:

Primary access to the site is provided along Ebenezer Church Road Secondary access will be
provided off Amold Road; however, this access 1s limited to emergency vehicles and two single
tamily homes. Ebenezer Church Road is a two lane road with a speed limit of 45 mph. [tis
classified as an Urban Collector. A 2010 count obtained from Georgia’s State Traffic and
Reporting Statistics (STARS) website indicated that the ADT along Ebenezer Church Road,
just west of Arnold Road, is 2,100 vehicles {http://www.dot.state.ga.us/statistics/stars).

Camp Southern Ground is anticipated to accorumodate up to 250 children. Drop-offs to the site
are cuwrently scheduled for Sunday aftemoon while pick-ups are scheduled for Friday
afternoons. [t is anticipated that the pick-ups and drop-offs will be staggered over a three hour
period. A two lane private road, approximately 2,000 feet, will provide access from Ebenezer
Church Road to the welcome center and pick-up/drop-off location. The site is also proposed to
have 98 parking spaces as well as temporary parking for 100 vehicles.
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Opinion of Site Access:

An assessment of the proposed site access was completed using engincering judgment. This
assessment evaluated the generated traffic. drop-off and pick-up operations, and the potential
need for a left or right-turn lane along Ebenezer Church Road into the proposed site access
driveway.

As stated carlicr, the camp is anticipated to accommodate 250 children. It is estimated that
approximately 80% of the vehicles will contain one child while 20% of the vehicles will contain
two children. The carpoo!l estimate, while conservative, means that 225 vehicles are projected to
access the site on Fnday and Sunday for the pick-up and drop-off operations. Given the special
needs facilities at the camp, it is anticipated that vehicles would be travelling to the site from
around the statc. Based on that assumption, coupled with engineering judgment, it is estimated
that approximately 40% of the vehicles would tum left into the site and 60% ot the vehicles
would turn right into the site.

[t should be noted that the employees, approximately 50, predominantly come to and from the
site on Saturday and that site related traffic on Monday through Thursday will be nunimal.
Furthermore, it should also be noted that Camp Southern Ground is only anticipated to be in
full operation approximately 4 months out of the year, and the rernainder of the year will have
minimal traffic activity.

The pick-up and drop-off operations are scheduled to be staggered over a three hour period.
Because the site driveway is approximately 2,000 feet and the pick-up/drop-off operations are
anticipated to be staggered, it is not expected that projected 225 vehicles will queue off the site.
Furthermore, there are approximately 200 parking spaces that would be utilized so queuing
should be minimal.

Summary and Recommendation:

Based on our site visit and engineering judgment, it is our opinion that tratfic asseciated with
Camp Southern Ground will not substantially degrade the traffic operations along Ebenezer
Church Road. Per the Fayette County Development Regulations, an eastbound right-turn lane
may be required along Ebenczer Church Road to serve vehicles turning right into the site. [t is
recommended that the design of this right turn lane be further defined during the site design
process once additional topographic and right of way information is obtained. Additionally, it
is recommended that the sight distance be verified based upon the final location and design of
the site driveway to ensure adequate sight distance is provided.

4, Consideration of Petition No. 1222-11, Russell W. and Donna S. Jordan and Spotty
Merle, LLC, Owners, and Ken Ward, Agent, request to rezone 494.39 acres from A-R
to PUD-PRL to develop a planned retreat and/or lodge. This property is located in
Land Lots 1, 2, and 3 of the 7th District and L.and Lots 1 and 32 of the 5th District and
fronts on Ebenezer Church Road, Arnold Road, and Green Meadow Lane.

Attorney Brad Parrott said he was the attorney for the petitioner. He said he was a 1993 graduate of
Fayette County High School and it was his privilege to present this petition and to be a part of the
team. He presented a power point presentation. He introduced the Camp Southern Ground (CSG)
Team as follows: Zac Brown, Founder and driving force behind the camp; Jean Peck, Executive
Director and long time Fayette County resident; Ken Ward, Project Manager with 15 years in
construction and development; Dan Davis, local Engineer who needs no introduction; and Greg
Copeland, Architect and Planner who has designed over 400 camps. He pointed out the Local
Advisory Council on the power point as follows: Dr. George Dillard; Ms. Joyce Gaglione, Dr. Jim
Sams, Pete Meadows, and Ms, Michele Slepian. He remarked it is a privilege to work with this
council and added they would be helping and advising to make sure the objectives are achieved and
CSG provides a great benefit to the community. He commented being involved with CSG gave him
an impact on improving the lives of kids. He stressed this is the driving vision of CSG. He pointed
out the Camp Focus as follows: Serving the Special Needs of Children and Environmental
Stewardship. He reported by rezoning the subject property from A-R to PUD-PRL it will be less
dense and a lesser impact on the community than if developed A-R. He remarked the A-R zoning
district would allow for approximately 50 lots consisting of five (5) acres, 50 driveways, 50
foundations, 50 septic systems, plus newly developed roads. He noted there are 240 high and dry
acres out of the 494 acres. He said the proposed development would have one (1) septic system and
less than 100 acres would be developed; however 37 acres of the 100 acres will be utilized as horse
pasture. He stated much of the property would be left in its natural, undisturbed state. He added the
development would have no impact on the school system. He pointed out the proposed development
is consistent with the objectives of the Land Use Plan and the Zoning Ordinance. He remarked a
Traffic Survey Engineer would tell you 50 homes will produce 450 daily car trips. He noted their
Traffic Study prepared by Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. indicated approximately 225 car trips at
peak use.

Zac Brown said he went from being a camper, to being a counselor, to being on-staff at these type

camps. He stated he had seen the impact this type camp can have on a child’s life. He remarked he
had been very blessed to have the resources and opportunity to create a camp like this. He added it
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had been his dream since he was a camp counselor to be able to create a camp like this. He remarked
his intention was to build a camp to help special needs kids that would be there long after he is dead
and gone. He said his partnership with people in the community, like Joseph Sams School, would be
a benefit to the community itself. He added he did not want to anger any of his neighbors in the
process. He thanked everyone.

Greg Copeland continued the power point presentation. Said power point presentation is attached
hereto and made a part hereof. He presented a plat indicating the subject property. He reported the
entrance to CSG would be off Ebenezer Church Road. He also reported Arnold Road would only be
used as an emergency vehicle egress point. He pointed out the significant amount of meadow and
pasture Jocated to the center of the property. He added a vast majority of the [and is pine forest and
hardwood forest that surrounds the meadows. He presented the proposed master plan for the
property. He said the camp will cover approximately 100 acres of developed land. He stated the
vast majority of the subject property is open fields and woodlands. He noted there are six (6)
primary areas: 1) entry, arrival area, and day use area; 2) main camp area; 3) program core; 4) the
equestrian center; 5) staff housing; and 6) maintenance support area. He commented on the
following areas and their uses: 1)entry, arrival area, and day use area will include: the camp
welcome center, which will function as the year-round administrative center, the day use area, a new
pond for water quality control and surface water control program, central parking area for all
incoming campers and staff; 2) main camp area will include: majority of area for campers, three (3)
camper lodges, dining hall, and the health center; 3) program core will include: swimming pool,
athletic field, activity courts, multi-purpose program facility for music and arts, an environmental
education center, and a large canvas covered adventure center including ropes, horses, initiative
courses, and an assembly area; 4) the equestrian center will include: 37 acres of open fields and
woodlands, a number of facilities associated with the horseback program including stables,
classroom building, indoor and outdoor riding arenas, and pasture to support the horses associated
with the camp; 5) staff housing will include: an existing completely renovated farm house as a year
round residence, second residence added, seasonal staff housing for staff; and 6} the maintenance
support area will be the most isolated area. He thanked everyone.

Chairman Thoms asked if there was anyone to speak in favor of the petition.

1. David and Cathy Dishman of 120 Gladys Lane submitted an email in support of the planned
retreat and/or lodge. Said email is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

2. Marcus Valdes of 105 Arnold Road made the following comments: work for US

Government; resident of Fayette County for majority of last 15 years; 2000 to 2004 served as
volunteer EMT with Fayette County; attracted to current residence by beauty of southern
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Fayette County and the fine people who live here; the development of large tract of land is
always a concern and CSG will elevate this concern; structures will be located in center of
the camp; camp activities will not disturb adjacent properties like a subdivision; entrance
with a deceleration lane will be located away from the dangerous curve which has claimed
one (1) life and will be located on a straighter section of Ebenezer Church Road; CSG will
not impact schools; traffic will occur during summer months when school is not in session;
increased traffic argument does not hold much water; church or school could be developed
on the property as zoned, which would have a much greater impact than the camp; father of
three (3) young children and looks forward to the opportunity CSG presents for them as
future campers, counselors, and volunteers; what better way to teach children about serving
others than through a camp such as this; what better way than to spend time in a natural
world; CSG presents a rare and beautiful opportunity for the County; surmmer camp develops
independence in the participants and gives a child fuel for good living; provides relationships
between humans and nature; provides teachable moments between adults and children;

Dennis Chase of 290 Crabapple Road made the following comments: referenced Summary
of Intent under Agreements, Provisions and Covenants indicated there would be various
agreements and contracts with the Property Owners Association; met with staff and Lots 5
and 6 will not be part of CSG so two (2) to four (4) homes will be part of Property Owners
Association; agreement primarily related to stormwater runoff; Summary of Intent makes it
sound like the operation and maintenance will be handled in part by the Property Owners
Association; referenced Summary of Intent under Environmental Stewardship which
addresses conservation easements forever preserving the land; some conservation easement
preserves land forever, but existing ones are probably a 10 to 15 year conservation easement
so the PC can require a conservation easement written with the Southern Conservation Trust;
septic system to comply with State regulations, but maintenance enforcement is almost
nonexistent so PC needs to require maintenance of septic systems because this could be very
dangerous to the environment; these three (3) items need to be addressed.

7. Frank Simpson of 125 Bridger Point Road made the following comments: moved here from
Los Angeles; settled on Fayetteville because of good schools; settled on this area because
A-R requires a minimum of five (5) acres; rezoning of property will have an effect on this
area because it could lead to further rezoning of other properties; other property could have
been considered for this development; CSG will not create jobs that will be sustainable;
grandson attended YMCA; area will be destroyed by this establishment; missing a great
opportunity to leave property for exclusive housing; concern about aquifer and the effect on a
lot of people in the area.

8. Francine Pellitier of 300 Ebenezer Church Road made the following comments: camp in
Barnesville, Georgia started with 400 acres and is now up to 800 acres; no consideration is
being given for homeowners; oppose site for CSG.

5. Chris McDonald of 240 Ashborough Park made the following comments: not really in favor
or opposition but no third option; CSG abuts Highgrove Subdivision on south side of subject
property; was not notified about rezoning; signs posted did not notify all people who would
be impacted by rezoning; when would environmental impact study be performed in order to
ensure maintaining the quality of Whitewater Creek.

In rebuttal, Attorney Parrott made the following comments: 50 homes would create more traffic than
CSG; CSG will have staggered times for check-in; property owned by entity controlled by Zac
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Brown and will be privately held and subject to taxation so no loss of tax revenue; only location for a
PUD-PRL is when you start with A-R zoning district or you cannot file a rezoning petition; the
PUD-PRL will limit the operations to a camp so if camp ceases it will still be bound by the Zoning
Ordinance; subject to the same Noise Ordinance as the rest of the County and will apply equally;
Arnold Road will not be used for a secondary entrance; development will be governed by the Fire
Code if the buildings are required to be sprinkled, adequate water pressure will be required so there
1s o way to cut cormers or create an unsafe environment which 1s counter to the entire purpose of the
enterprise; intention is for low intensity lighting simply to light paths; riding arena will not be lit up
like a Christmas tree; no further telecommunication towers are planned or desired; Fire Code will
regulate number of campers; 50 septic tanks will have a far greater adverse impact on the
environment than one (1) robust septic system and also greater stress on water supply.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Thoms closed the floor from public comments.

Al Gilbert read the recommended conditions aloud and asked Attorney Parrott if they agreed with the
recommended conditions.

Attorney Parrott replied, “Yes, yes we do.”

Doug Powell asked Attorney Parrott for clarification about the copy of the handout, which was
placed on mailboxes, showing photos of the rezoning sign and the sign to revise Lot 9 into two (2)
lots and the traffic impact on Quarters Road and Green Meadow Lane. Said handout is attached

hereto and made a part hereof.

Attorney Parrott replied the only point of access, except in an emergency only, will be from a new
access road off of Ebenezer Church Road. He added the information on the handout is false.

Jim Graw asked Attorney Parrott how the camp would be utilized during the months it is not being
used for summer camp.

Attorney Parrott replied the highest use would be in the summer time; however, the camp will look
to serve ifs purpose year round.

Ken Ward said the intent on the off season is to have corporate retreats, small day use facilities, have
the elementary schools come out, and partner with other charitable organizations.

Al Gilbert asked if there would also be day campers not staying overnight.
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Ken Ward replied there could be a possibility for day campers.
Jim Graw asked if an environmental impact study was required for the property.

Ken Ward replied there are different levels of impact studies required while going through the
process such as wetlands, soil reports, and stormwater treatment facilities.

Dan Davis said an environmental impact study is required by the EPA on a project which would
receive federal funding and this project is not receiving federal funding. He added the design is
based on the environmental concerns of the property and the first step was to identify soils that
would be adequate, the second step was to identify the wetlands, and the third step was to look at the
stormwater runoff to preserve Whitewater Creek. He stated the plan preserves the environment to
the greatest extent possible and is a very low impact use of the property. He advised the treatment
system, because of the flow quantity, will fall under the guidelines of the Georgia EPD. He noted the
EPD has robust permitting requirements for systems between 10,000 and 150,000 gallons per day.
He reported these requirements prescribe the planning of the design, the construction, the operation,
the reporting, and the maintenance of these systems, which is not required on standard septic tanks.
He said they have been challenged to exceed those permit requirements and so the system will treat
to an advance level, which should achieve better than an 80 percent reduction over what would have
been with 50 septic tanks on the property. He remarked they are in preliminary conversations with
three (3) utility operators who operate municipal wastewater systems to operate the system. He
commented the camp ground staff realizes they are good at camp grounds and so they are looking for
a utility operator to operate the system professionally.

Chairman Thoms advised the audience that a PUD requires a Pre-Recommendation Meeting before
the PC and questions were raised at that time which the PC asked the petitioner to address. He asked
for clarification regarding the lots on Green Meadow Lane.

Ken Ward explained in order to preserve the natural setting of the land; the watershed bufter and
watershed setback was established. He said while designing the location of the camp, excess
property was created which was not going to be a part of the central facilities. He remarked in order
to be completely transparent, the two (2) lots were proposed to be added to Rountree Subdivision.
He reported the two (2) lots were more restricted under the PUD-PRL zoning district.

Pete Frisina confirmed the PUD-PRL perimeter buffers and setback requirerments, as indicated on the

Development Plan, will supersede the A-R zoning setbacks as applicable. He said the proposed
single-family dwelling lots will be developed in accordance with the A-R zoning district.
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Doug Powell commented he liked to see the participation on both sides of the issue. He said this
means the participants are involved and tuned in, which is a good thing., He remarked the PUD-PRL
18 not a new zoning district, but it is not used as often as A-R. He stated the petitioner could have
developed 40-50 homes under the A-R zoning district or a day camp as a Conditional Use; however,
this meeting or the meeting scheduled before the BOC would not have been required. He pointed out
Highgrove Subdivision abuts CSG along the south property line. He confirmed Highgrove
Subdivision is a residential PUD which allows the County greater control. He reported Zac Brown
could not do anything with the subject property unless he goes back through the public hearing
process to approve a change. He remarked the County and the citizens are protected by the PUD
zoning. He added he has served on the PC for ten (10) years and this is about as perfect a fit for
Fayette County as he has ever seen and it is a jewel. He thanked Zac Brown for his enormous
benevolence.

Doug Powell made the motion to recommend approval of the petition subject to two (2)
recommended conditions. Bill Beckwith seconded the motion.

Al Gilbert asked staff to explain the process for notification.

Pete Frisina replied under State zoning requirements, the property is required to be posted on any
road which it touches. He added three (3) rezoning signs, one on Ebenezer Church Road, one on
Arnold Road, and one on Green Meadow Lane were posted along with one (1) revision to a final plat
being posted on Green Meadow Lane,

Bill Beckwith advised the audience the PC is a recommending body which makes a recommendation
to the BOC who will make the final decision. He added he felt CSG is a wonderful project.

Hearing no further comments, the motion unanimously passed 5-0. Members voting in favor of
approval were: Chairman Thoms, Al Gilbert, Bill Beckwith, Jim Graw, and Doug Powell.

Chairman Thoms thanked everyone for their presentations. He said this is what makes Fayette
County great, when people present their opinions in a civil manner. He stressed the objective of the
PC was to try and do what is best for the County. He added the BOC would consider the rezoning
petition on December 15, 2011.

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5. Consideration of Petition No. RP-050-11, Spotty Merle, LLC, Owner, and Ken Ward,
Agent, a revision to the recorded Final Plat of Rountree Place Subdivision to add
approximately 10 +/- acres to Tract 9 (10.12 acres) and reconfigure into two (2) single-
family dwelling lots {(shown as Tract 5 and Tract 6 on the Development Plan for
Petition No. 1222-11.)

Ken Ward declined any further presentation.

Chairman Thoms asked if there was anyone to speak in favor of the petition. Hearing none, he asked
if there was anyone to speak in opposition of the petition.

Joe Mendola of 180 (Lot 7, 8.50 acres) and 190 (Lot 8, 12.50 acres) Green Meadow Lane said his
house was located on Lot 7 and Lot 8 was currently vacant. He stated he purchased Lot 8 for
privacy. He commented since Lot 9 was going to be subdivided into two (2) lots, his Lot 8 would be
affected and his privacy would be taken away, He pointed out there were a lot of wetlands and
floodplain in the area; however, the original Final Plat was incorrect. He advised a few years ago he
tried to construct a swimming poo! behind his house, but was told he could not construct a
swimming pool because of the floodplain and setbacks. He reported he hired professionals to locate
the floodplain, had the plat revised, and constructed his swimming pool. He commented due to the
location of the floodplain, the house on Lot 8 would be in front of the house on Lot 9. He said the
property could not be accessed previously from Green Meadow Lane. He stated the value of Lot &
would be detrimentally impacted and the value of Lot 9 would be raised. He commented the bottom
line was one (1) additional lot is proposed to be added to Rountree Place Subdivision.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Thoms closed the floor from public comments.

In rebuttal, Ken Ward stated he was simply adding acreage to Lot 9 and then subdividing it into two
(2) lots. He said he did not understand the objection or how it would devalue Lot 8.

Doug Powell commented the proposed lot sizes are pretty consistent with the existing lot sizes.
Chairman Thoms advised these lots were discussed at the Pre-Recommendation Meeting. He said
there is always a concern about re-platting subdivision lots. He stated the impact on Rountree Place

Subdivision was also discussed. He added the two (2) proposed lots do not seem to impact the
subdivision in a negative way.
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Doug Powell concurred and added the two (2) proposed lots would not provide access to CSG
because of the State waters and perennial stream.

Chairman Thoms said he understood Mr. Mendola’s concerns but did not feel it negatively impacts
the neighborhood due to the size of the lots.

Ken Ward reiterated he was simply adding acreage to Lot 9 and then subdividing it into two (2) lots
so the additional lot would create additional traffic. He said he did not agree with Mr. Mendola
because a house could be built now on Lot 9.

Jim Graw commented one (1) 20 acre lot could be developed instead of two (2) single-family
dwelling lots.

Chairman Thoms explained when somebody moves into a subdivision, they expect it to stay that
way.

Doug Powell remarked what you see is what you get. He stated he had previously questioned these
two (2) lots. He added he was not real comfortable with recommending approval.

Jim Graw concurred; however, this petition 1s for two (2), ten (10) acre lots.

Doug Powell pointed out the BOC had approved a revision of a recorded plat of Rountree Place
Subdivision in 2005, to subdivide Lot 9 into two (2) single-family dwelling lots consisting of 47
acres and 113 acres.

Joe Mendola advised the revised Final Plat was never submitted because of a small piece of land
which separated the two (2) proposed lots.

Ken Ward asked for clarification of the objection by Mr. Mendola.

Joe Mendola said if Lot 9 is not changed and a home is constructed, it will not impact the view from
Lot 8.

Chairman Thoms asked if conditions increasing the setbacks could be recommended.

Pete Frisina pointed out Lot 9 on the plat. He confirmed cach of the proposed lots would be required
to have 50 feet of road frontage per lot. He advised the front yard setback for the proposed lots is
150 feet, which is greater than the 75 feet required by A-R; and the side yard setback/buffer is 75
feet, which is greater than the 50 side yard setback required by A-R.
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Bill Beckwith said a house could be built now on Lot 9.

Al Gilbert stated he didn’t know if it is somebody else’s responsibility to provide Mr. Mendola with
a view and added a house could be built now on Lot 9.

Jim Graw made the motion to recommend approval of the petition. Al Gilbert seconded the motion.

Chairman Thoms commented due to the size of the proposed lots, he thinks Mr. Mendola can be
accommodated and his concerns alleviated. He asked the petitioner to work with Mr. Mendola,

Hearing no further comments, the motion passed 4-1. Members voting in favor of approval were:
Chairman Thoms, Al Gilbert, Bill Beckwith, and Jim Graw. Member voting in opposition was;

Doug Powell.

The following is in addition to the comments | made in a previous survey.

My wife and | have a wonderful 11 year old son who suffers from Aspergers Disorder, in addition to
generalized anxiety disorder, and ADD. Aspergers Disorder is an autism spectrum disorder where the
individual suffers from any or all of the typical autistic deficits but has developed the ability to use
speech. 1use the term "speech” rather than "language” because although he can communicate well, his
compiete understanding of the use of language is compromised. This results in a reduced ability to
interpret social cues such as facial gestures, body language, sarcasm, and intent. Although every
individual with an ASD is different, the autistic deficit in social awareness is prevalent across all
individuals with Aspergers Disorder. This frequently results in misunderstandings across all socia!
settings, including school playgrounds, baseball fields, lunchrooms, classrooms, and even the dinner
table at home. These misunderstandings (in the case of my son) frequently lead to physical altercations
as he will not back down from someone wham he perceives to have been wronged, teased, or bullied
by. He will even get physically involved in the defense of someone he does not know if he perceives that
they need his help. My son's complete "concrete, literal" view of the world combined with his social
deficits have resulted in many negative experiences with other children. These negative outcomes have
resulted in language being placed into his IEP at school requiring that he "be monitored at all times™.
This is to ensure that a teacher is immediately available to intervene in an escalating situation to explain
to him why he misunderstood another child's actions, or more frequently to prevent his becoming a
victim of teasing or bullying in the first place.

Many teachers and parents of neurotypical chiidren speak of making appropriate use of "teaching
moments” when they occur. | am certain that many if not all of the other parents of autistic children
here tonight will attest, EVERY WAKING MOMENT IS A TEACHING MOMENT. Due to my son's autistic
sense of self, he is inconsistent of his awareness of actions outside his immediate presence. Aithough he
is 11, ! have to constantly ensure that he is kept from accidentally killing himself. He wili walk across a
city street full of traffic seemingly unaware of the danger posed by the cars speeding by. When he was 8
on a trip to San Diego, | managed to keep him from running off a cliff by leaping and grabbing the hood
on his pullover just before he went over the edge.

At the end of last spring we became aware of a summer camp for children with disabilities. Acamp
specifically started from the ground up to serve children with Aspergers Disorder. We were fortunate
enough to get the last place available In the session that did not conflict with the Fayette school
calender. This camp, "Camp Akeela" is a wonderful, supportive non-therapeutic sleep away camp
located in Vermont. | couid write pages on how my son's experience there changed his life, suffice it to
say he insists on going back there every year untll he is an adult. My son's experience was made
possible only because the camp was built for him, not the other way around. Had he attended a
summer camp for neurotypical chiidren, | know it would have been a disaster.





Although Camp Akeela is a wonderful place, it is very expensive and | am sure economicaily out of reach
of many of the famiilies here in the Fayette county area. A special needs camp here in Fayette county
that is economically available to the thousands of children that would be eligible to attend would make
an incalculable difference in their quality of life, as well as the quality of iife for their parents and
siblings. The respite that Camp Akeela provided my family contributed greatly to our overall happiness
and that of our son.

In reviewing the Geocrgia Dept of Education 2009-2010 Special Education Annual report | note that the
total enrollment of children with disabilities in Fayette, Coweta, Clayton, Spalding, Meriwether, and Pike
counties is a staggering 10,727 students.

Yes, 10727 students and their families living in the local area that could be eligible to take advantage of
the world class special needs camp that Camp Southern Ground will be. Please don't let these
thousands of children lose out on this wonderful opportunity to better their lives.

Last night is a perfect example of what is wrong with Fayette County government! Pete's note to you
said the project proponent would address those many issues that we raised in our meeting last
Wednesday. With a rather sardonic smile, the presenter said there would be more traffic if you put 50
homes on the property as oppased to their project and there would be lots of septic fields as opposed to
whatever was approved by the State. That was it!

The residents in that area of the county deserve better representation than what they received. They
were given a chance to speak, but virtually none of their concerns were ever directed back to the
proponent for a clear answer. I asked the Planning Commissicners to address three specific points -- 1.
restate how the operation and maintenance would be handled as opposed to that mysterious "Property
Owners Association" where it would amount to 2 perhaps 4 home owners; 2. clarify the intent statement
that there is or will be a conservation easement on the green areas {I asked for an independent nonprofit
such as Southern Conservation Trust to hold that easement) the current conservation easement is NOT a
"forever” commitment; and 3. Finally, I asked for the county to offer assurance, through inspection of the
sewage treatment system, that since GA is notorious for not following up once permits are issued the
county should do so. THE COMMISSION DID NOT ASK THE PROPONENT TO ADDRESS THOSE POINTS.

There were other issues raised by the citizens who were against what was being proposed and what they
received was there three minutes to make their points - nothing more.

What is being proposed is very different from what could be built out there. But while 50 more homes
has some drawbacks, the current residents would have new neighbors who will have protecting the
integrity of their neighborhood high on their priority list. Hundreds of people coming to this proposed
project for a day or two or three or worse yet large unidentified groups coming in for short visits

will not have the best interest of the area at heart. Their only interest is getting to the project area,
doing their programs (or whatever) and going to their homes elsewhere. Not exactly the situation where
care for the neighborhoaod is any of their concern.

Yes, the children treated on such a facility is a good thing, but the significant changes to the local
neighborhood is evidently not considered worth worrying about.

You made it clear at the Wednesday meeting that you like the project so I don't expect this to change
your mind. But please do not continue down the road where you believe that the local government is
doing things any different than has been going on for quite some time.

I had not planned on making a comment at the meeting, but what transpired through the proponent's
presentation being what it was - or more correctly stated - what it was not, I became angry. So I pushed
for the commissicners to at least ask for clarification of some points. But obviously this decision has
already been made (sound like the good old times doesn't it} so they gave me and the neighbors some
time and then agreed with a country singer (that evidently impressed them a lot) that it was a good
thing. Is this what we can expect from the full commission?

Sad. Very sad.

Before casting your vote at the scheduled Board of Commissioners’ Public Hearing on December
15,2011, we request a formal response to all of our questions & issues by no later than December
07,2011. We also request a written "legal opinion" signed by the County Attorney regarding those
aspects of our questions relating to County responsibilities and requirements. Without a formal
response to adequately satisfy our concerns, we consider this property to be unacceptable for
rezoning. We have made numerous requests that the answers to our questions and concerns be
provided. We have been given assurances that answers would be provided in writing, but no
responses have been forthcoming. We have also been told that a revised Summary of Intent will be
prepared which has not yet been made available.

The neighbors surrounding the proposed Camp Southern Ground are supportive of a camp for
children & for children with special needs. We agree that a camp that serves the needs of children
& their families is in the best interest of our community. A camp has never been our issue with
this development.

We formally protest the rezoning of this property from A-R to PUD-PRL because of its non-
conforming land use in accordance with the present A-R zoning requirements and the Fayette
County Comprehensive Plan. We as neighbors have always anticipated that new homes can be
built in this area in accordance with the requirements of A-R zoning. While the construction of 50
more homes on this property may have some drawbacks, the current residents would have new
neighbors who will have protection of the integrity of their neighborhood high on their priority
list. We are also concerned that potentially hundreds of people coming to this proposed project on
a daily or longer basis or for short visits, primarily during the off-season, are unidentified groups,
which will not have the best interest of the area at heart.

Does this mean that in addition to the 300 campers & staff which will be served at
Camp Southern Ground, 50 homes can be built on this 494+ acre development?

e Was a Development Plan prepared & submitted as required Under Section Sec. 6-25
Planned Unit Development of the Ordinance? This document has not been made
available to us. As required under Paragraph C.3 Rezoning Petition. A rezoning





petition for a Planned Unit Development shall....contain a Development Plan and a written
summary of intent, and shall show the relation between the proposed development and the
surrounding area, both proposed and existing.

In particular, has the requirement for Paragraph 4. Development, been prepared to
include information about the Existing and proposed land uses in the development site
and in surrounding areas for a distance of one (1) mile, including the approximate
location of all streets?

Please clarify the Summary of Intent statement that there is or will be a conservation
easement on the green areas. Since the current conservation easement is NOT a "forever”
commitment, we recommend that a Conservation Easement be written with the Southern
Conservation Trust or similar organization. In addition, Section 1.3.2 of the Open Space
Development of the 2007 Partial Update of the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan
states that “new development should be designed to minimize the amount of land to be
consumed, and open space should be set aside from development for use as public parks or
as greenbelts/wildlife corridors.” The Georgia Department of Community Affairs
describes how open space can be preserved & protected at:

(http://www.dca.state.ga. us/development/planninpqualitygrowth/PAGES/Local/QCOs/Ope
nSpacePreservation.aspor)

Although the State is the permitting authority for the septic system which must comply with
State regulation, we need assurances in writing from the county that it will not only require
the development of a routine maintenance schedule to ensure the protection of the health
and safety of the residents & the environment but that it will monitor the septic system on a
routine basis and take appropriate enforcement for non-compliance.

How will the "Property Owners Association” function? How many members & what
specifically will encompass their operation and maintenance responsibilities? If the
“Property Owners Association” is an internal auditing system, are there any outside or
government sources that will regularly monitor the camp operations to insure the
compliance of standards?

Since lots 5 & 6 will not be part of the camp, will be sold anyway & the property will revert
back to A-R, we request that these lots be excluded from the PUD-PRL.

We agree with the concem raised by Doug Powell during the THE FAYETTE COUNTY
PLANNING COMMISSION meeting on September 1, 2011, that “Tracts #5 and #6 are
being rezoned PUD-PRL but will be made a part of Rountree Place Subdivision, an A-R
subdivision, with access from Green Meadow Lane which seems inconsistent. He stated that
these tracts had a greater relationship with the A-R subdivision than the PUD-PRL. Doug
Powell again expressed concern that Tracts #5 and #6 are being rezoned PUD-PRL but
will be made a part of Rountree Place Subdivision, an A-R subdivision, and he thought it
has the potential to cause problems or confusion in the future.

The Summary of Intent for the Camp, says that it will typically serve approximately 300
people, including the children and staff; (the rebuttal to this question by Attorney Parrott
during the 11/3/11 Public Hearing does not adequately address this concern). What is the





upper limit or total capacity of people that can be on the camp property (inside & outside
buildings) at any time? Do 300 people represent an upper limit or an “occupancy cap” for
this property during the camping season as well as during functions planned for the off-
season? A property of this size could potentially host an event with thousands of people.

During the THE FAYETTE COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION meeting on
September 1, 2011, Pete Frisina had a similar concern and asked “if that was the maximum
number the camp would reach.” This concern has not been adequately clarified in the
Summary of Intent.

The Summary of Intent states that all programs and activities will be designed to comply
with existing county noise ordinances and all other applicable local and state regulations to
ensure a safe and healthy environment. Would a concert for a possible fund-raising event
be an allowable activity under the county noise ordinance or state regulations?

Will an amphitheatre ever be constructed on this property?

Will alcohol be allowed at the camp during the off-season for promotional and fund-raising
events?

We disagree with the opinion of Attorney Parrott as stated during the 11/3/11 Public
Hearing, that there will be no more traffic than what 50 home would create. There will in
fact be an enormous increase in traffic which will impact not only the families of the
campers who will be dropping off & picking up children from the camp, but the safety of
residents who will be pulling in & out of subdivisions on Ebenezer Church Road & the
many bicyclists who travel on Ebenezer Church Road. Special events during the off-season
could create even more traffic that will not be staggered over a 3 hour period of time. Will
there be any provisions made for additional traffic control such as off-Duty Law
Enforcement Officers for Traffic Control and/or Private Security during these peak hours?

Although 50 homes would add to the overall number of vehicles on Ebenezer Church Road
and other connecting roads (i.e., Redwine, Ebenezer & Lester Roads), trips to and from
homes would be spread out over a wider space of time. An average of 2 cars per home
could result in 100 additional vehicles, far less than 250 to 300+ vehicles. The camp traffic
will likely be concentrated in larger numbers and in a more concentrated time-frame
creating short bursts of very heavy traffic. The Traffic Assessment prepared by Kimley-
Horn and Associates dated September 12, 2011 does not adequately address our concerns
regarding traffic. We take exception to the assumption that approximately 40% of the
vehicles would turn left into the site and 60% of the vehicles would turn right into the site;
we believe the percentages would be just the opposite. The higher percentage of vehicles
would likely travel to the camp on Highway 54 and turn onto Lester Road and right onto
Ebenezer Church Road; these vehicles would then need to make a left turn into the site,
which would support the need for a left turn lane. We request a more thorough evaluation
be conducted which would address all of our concerns relating to traffic and safety.

In the minutes of the THE FAYETTE COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION meeting
dated September 1, 2011, Greg Copeland stated that “children may also be bused into the
camp.” Will parking or a park & ride be allowed at the County Recreation Center on





Redwine Road? We agree that busing children into the camp could help alleviate traffic on
Ebenezer Church Road instead of each parent dropping off/picking up their child/children.

As mentioned above, there is also a safety concern with the bicycle traffic on Ebenezer
Church Road. There are many cyclists & it is very dangerous now with visibility because
of the curves on the road & the speed of the traffic. How will they be protected since we
“share the road™? Will the developer and/or the County construct bicycle paths on
Ebenezer Church Road to provide for their safety?

We have concerns about safety at the entrance of the development on Ebenezer Church
Road. There will be a deceleration lane for the right turn but there is no provision for a left
turn lane. Without this, traffic will be slowed or stopped.

It is our understanding that potable water & water for fire protection will be provided by the
county. This will require construction of water lines. Where will the water lines be buried
& how long will it take to complete the construction? The Summary of Intent did not
address the proposed development schedule as required by Paragraph C.5.c. of Section 6.25
of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance?

Will there be one or more licensed medical providers for the camp?

Will a fence be constructed around the camp boundary or will one be built around the entire
494+ acres for the safety of the children & for the protection of the surrounding
homeowners?

In the minutes of the THE FAYETTE COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION meeting
dated September 1, 2011, Bill Beckwith stated that lighting will be necessary for traffic,
especially at the turn-around locations. Where are these locations? How many lights &
what will be the height of the lights? When will they be turned on and off? We were told
during the 11/3/11 Public Meeting that the lighting will be low intensity — what kind of low
intensity lights will be constructed? What are the lumens or wattages of the proposed
lighting? We are concerned that there will have to be well-lit areas for the campers until 10
pm when the children must be in their cabins. This could result in an abundance of lights
that could affect the surrounding homeowners.

Since LEED initiatives will be undertaken in the planning, design, construction, Why will
LEED accreditation not be sought, as stated in the 9/30/11 Summary of Intent? Although
this certification may be expensive, we recommend that as good stewards of the
environment that this accreditation be sought.

From what areas will the campers be coming — locally, state-wide, nationally?

Since the property is held by Spotty Merle, LLC, the non-profit organization, please explain
the tax or non-tax requirements for this development?

What is the source of donations for this camp? How will fees be paid for campers who
can’t pay?





» Why are over 200 parking spaces needed for this camp, especially when there will only be
50 staft? There is a 200 spot parking lot directly behind home owners on Arnold Road,
which should be unnecessary if, as stated traffic will staggered over a 3 hour time frame.
All studies provided state that there will not be that many cars on the premises at the same
time. If that is the case, parking should not be provided for 200+ vehicles. We request that
the location for all parking spaces be moved to a location that is not directly behind
adjacent homes.

In summary we are very concerned that fitting a non-conforming use of a development into a
category where it receives preferential treatment is very troubling & raises great concern. This
project seems to have been included in a “new category” that has been recommended for rezoning
by the Planning Commission and pre-approved by the Board of Commissioners without question.
If this type of project fits a new category, where is the line drawn? In other words, what other
types of projects would have you so captivated that the Board of Commissioners would give its full
support prior to answering all the questions and a full public hearing and analysis?

PUD-PRL Zoning Request
Camp Southern Ground
December 2, 2011

Overview:

We are proud to present Camp Southern Ground, LLC, (“CSG™) a not-for-profit
501(¢)(3) organization formed under the laws and regulations of the Internal Revenue
Scrvice. CSG is planning to design, construct and professionally operate a camp for
children with an emphasis on special needs children and their families (“Camp”). Once
operational, CSG will seek full accreditation from the American Campers Association.
The Camp will be designed and operated in accordance with all applicable regulations
including the Americans with Disabilities Act and will be subject to the oversight of the
Board of Directors.

Fayette County has a number of civic, religious and non-profit organizations each
providing invaluable services to our community. However, nothing like Camp Southern
Ground is currently available in Fayette County. We are excited to join this rich tradition
of service in Fayette County and envision becoming a partner with the county’s
outstanding charitable organizations. We plan to be a community asset and point of pride
for many generations to come.

Statement of Present Ownership:

The PUD-PRL Zoning request comprises a total of 494.39 acres of land. The site is
located south of Ebenezer Church Road, west of Redwine Road and east of Ebenezer
Road in Fayette County, Georgia. Spotty Merle, LLC is the present owner of 477.69
acres and has entered into a Purchase and Sale Agreement with Mr. Russell W. and
Donna S. Jordan for an additional 16.70 acres.

Character of Proposed Development:

The Camp will have multiple buildings and outdoor activity areas including, but not
limited to, facilities for reception, administration, first aid, lodging, dining, general
education, music, arts and crafts, culinary arts, swimming, outdoor gatherings, rope
adventure courses, equestrian center and agriculture activities that will support and
accommodate both day visitors as well as overnight stays. Once completed, the Camp
will typically serve approximately 300 people, including the children and staff, for
overnight camping events. The target age groups for camping venues will be between
seven (7) and seventeen (17) years of age. It should be noted that only staff members are
intended to be full time residents of the Camp except for the proposed residential tracts.
Camp Southern Ground is being designed by one of the most renowned group of camp
design professionals in the country. In short, Camp Southern Ground will uniquely
achieve the objectives of the PUD-PRL ordinance.
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a. Serving the Special Needs of Children:

The Camp will include special facilities to develop, educate, and advance the
abilities of children that may have been diagnosed with Dyslexia, ADD/ADHD,
Asperger Syndrome, Tourette’s Syndrome and Autism.

Daily, weekend and weekly programs will be customized for each group of
campers or visitors for the development and encouragement of camaraderie, self-
confidence, and empowerment.

b. Environmental Stewardship:

The Camp will encompass 494 acres of land. Of this acreage, less than half will
be developed now or in the future, The undeveloped portions will be utilized for
passive recreational activities such as hiking, mountain biking, horseback riding,
and other similar uses that have minimal impact on the surrounding environment.
In fact, much of the land is subject to a conservation easement, held in trust,
forever preserving the natural character of the land. Even the developed portions
will seek to preserve the natural environment to the greatest extent possible.
Thus, the Camp will preserve the natural amenities of the land while utilizing the
scenic and functional open spaces. In conjunction with the Camp’s environmental
educational program, a non-commercial, organic garden is proposed so the
children can experience the natural and environmental friendly techniques in the
production of food sources.

Our goal is to implement a variety of LEED (Leadership in FErnergy and
Environmental Design) type initiatives in the planning, design, construction,
operation and maintenance phases of this project. In fact, the owner has already
implemented LEED strategies in the master planning of the Camp facilities. The
proposed footprint of the buildings and gathering spaces are designed to be less
intense and less detrimental to the environment than traditional camp ground
design. Limited roadways and impervious areas are planned, thus minimizing or
negating impact to the neighboring streams. Stormwater management ponds and
enhanced swales will provide bio-filtration and attenuation of surface stormwater
runoff. The Camp facilities will be designed to incorporate indigenous materials
and energy efficient construction methods will be implemented. Low level and
energy efficient lighting will provide for safe pedestrian and vehicular movement
along paths and drives, with special attention given to minimizing illumination
affects to adjoining properties. Principles and objectives of LEED certification
will continue to be a guide to the design, construction, operation and maintenance
teams for the Camp; however, we will not seek LEED accreditation or
certification.  In summary, the impact of Camp Southern Ground to the
environment will certainly be less than a traditional residential neighborhood that
could be developed on the property as it is currently zoned.
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c. Ingress and Egress:

The Camp has two points of vehicular access. The approximate location of the
main access is depicted on the Development Plan which fronts on Ebenezer
Church Road, an Urban Collector Thoroughfare. This access road into the site
will begin as a Private Roadway, as defined by County Ordinances. This Private
Road section will consist of a 24 foot wide paved surface with adjacent swales to
accommodate and direct stormwater runoff. The exact location of the roadway
along the thoroughfare will be determined during the site plan review process.
This Private Roadway will be of sufficient length to provide the required access to
Tract 2, at which point the roadway will become a Private Drive serving the
Camp facilities. A gate will be installed at the terminus of the Private Roadway to
regulate access to the Camp. A sufficient vehicular turn-around or cul-de-sac will
be constructed at that location.

The secondary point of access to the Camp is from Amold Road, a public
roadway that ends at the Camp property. The Owner has volunteered to dedicate
additional right-of-way to the county and construct a new cul-de-sac, as depicted
on the Development Plan, at the terminus of Amold Road. This entrance will also
be a controlled access for the residential lots and a secondary access for
emergency vehicles. All Camp related vehicular traffic will be directed to access
the Camp through Ebenezer Church Road.

d. Traffic:

The Owner has submitted with this petition, a traffic report prepared by John D.
Walker, P.E., PTOE, with Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc., in Atlanta, Georgia,
dated September 12, 2011. The traffic report concludes, and the Fayette County
Public Works Department concurs that the Camp will not substantially degrade
the current traffic operations along Ebenezer Church Road; however, a right turn-
turn lane may be required by the Public Works Department. This determination
along with the sight distance analysis will be made during the site plan approval
process. The report further states that the proposed internal traffic circulation,
available parking and the staggering of arrival and departure times of the campers
is sufficient to accommodate even the peak traffic flows anticipated by the Camp.

e. Parking:

Based on resident concerns expressed at the Planning Commission meeting held
on November 3, 2011, our land planners have revised the parking plan as follows:

The vehicle circulation and parking is based on the Architect’s design experience
and a comparative analysis of permanent parking constructed for similar camps.
The ratios of permanent “parking stalls” to “campers” range from 6:1 to 10:1.
CSG proposes to double that rate to a 3:1 ratio which is shown on the revised
Development Plan providing 92 permanent paved parking spaces and well over
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100 temporary and overflow parking areas. As stated in the fraffic report, a
maximum of 225 vehicles could be generated during the drop-off and pick-up
times. To further reduce this number of peak trips, Camp Southern Ground
proposes to stagger the arrival/departure times over a three hour period. This
would reduce the peak trips to 75 vehicles which are easily accommodated on the
property. Finally, additional staff parking (50 paved spaces) is proposed near the
maintenance facilities and the entire temporary and overflow parking will be
relocated away from the adjoining property owners.

f. Residential Tracts:

In addition to the overnight dwelling facilities for the campers and staff,
there are six single-family lots proposed. One of the lots already contains
an existing residence. Although these are included in the PUD-PRL
zoning, each lot will be limited to the uses currently allowed in the A-R
zoning classification. Furthermore, the PUD-PRL perimeter buffers and
setback requirements, as indicated on the Development Plan, will
supersede the A-R zoning code building setbacks. All other development
criteria and uses on the residential lots shall be in compliance with the A-
R zoning classification. The revision of the Final Plat of Roundtree Place
Subdivision to create Tracts 5 and 6, as indicated on the Development
Plan, will not be initiated until such time that the existing Conservation
Easement held by the Southern Conservation Trust is amended as such
and recorded.

g. Program and Operations:

While the Camp may have visitors year round, the normal overnight camp
activity is projected to operate primarily during the summer months,
between May and September, of each year. Some of the off season
functions to anticipate are day visitors from area schools, religious and
civic groups, and camp specific fund-raising activities. Camp Southern
Ground hopes to partner with and provide team building opportunities for
similar charities and corporate organizations. At no time will the activities
associated with the Camp cause unnecessary traffic congestion on
Ebenezer Church Road. Furthermore, all functions at the Camp shall
comply with all applicable public safety standards and the life safety code
including but not limited to building capacity restrictions. All off-season
events will be designed to and shall comply with Fayette County noise
ordinances and all other applicable local, state or federal regulations and
will be coordinated with the County through the emergency planning and
preparedness procedure to ensure a safe and healthy environment for the
general public and attendees.
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h. Equestrian Center:

Camp Southern Ground will offer all of the traditional camp activities for our
guests, however, the largest single land use proposed is the Equestrian Center,
which is 37 acres total. This Center will consist of state-of-the-art equestrian
facilities for the use, education and enjoyment of camp visitors while providing
for the health, safety and welfare of the equine. As such, we will provide and
maintain a minimum standard of one acre per equine housed on the property. The
Equestrian Center will have outdoor lighting for the safety of riders. This lighting
will be placed in a manner that minimizes illumination effects on adjoining
properties.

Proposed Development Schedule:

CSG has prepared a Master Concept Plan of the proposed improvements which are
depicted on the Development Plan. These improvements will be constructed through a
development process which is generally phased as follows:

Per your request, Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc has performed a traffic assessment for the
proposed Camp Southem Ground. [t is our understanding that Camp Southern Ground will be
an overnight camp for children ranging in age from 7 to 16 years. The camp will also provide
special facilities for children diagnosed with Dyslexia, ADD/ADHD, Asperger syndrome,
Tourette’s syndrome, and Austim. The proposed site, lotaling approxirnately 495 acres, is
located south of Ebenezer Church Road in Fayette County. Ebenezer Church Road 1s bounded
by Ebenezer Road on the west and Redwine Road on the cast. The purpose of this lefter is lo
provide our engincenng opinion on the projected traffic unpact, and provide information to

assist 1 determining whether a tull traffic study is necessary due to the proposed access and
circulation plan.

Site Overview: ,

Primary access to the site is provided along Ebenezer Church Road. Secondary access will be
provided oft Arnold Road; however, this access 1s limited to emergency vehicles and two single
famnily homes. Ebenezer Church Road is a two lane road with a speed limit of 45 mph. It is
classitied as an Urban Coeliector. A 2010 count obtained from Georgia’s State Traffic and
Reporting Statistics (STARS) website indicated that the ADT along Ebenezer Church Road,
just west of Arnold Road, is 2,100 vehicles (http://wwav.dot.state.ga.us/statistics/stars).

Camp Southem Ground 1s anticipated to acconunodate up to 250 children. Drop-otfs to the site
are currently scheduled for Sunday afternoon while pick-ups are scheduled for Friday
afternoons. [t 1s anticipated that the pick-ups and drop-offs will be staggered over a three hour
period. A two lane private road, approximately 2,000 feet, will provide access from Ebenezer
Church Road to the welcome center and pick-up/drop-off location. The site is also proposed to
have 98 parking spaces as well as temporary parking for 100 vehicles.
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Opinion of Site Access:
An assessment of the proposed site access was completed using engineering judgment. This
assessment evaluated the generated tratfic, drop-off and pick-up operations, and the potennal

need for a left or right-turn lane along Ebenezer Church Road into the proposed site access
driveway,

As stated earlier, the camp is anticipated to accommodate 230 children. [t is estimated that
approximately 80% of the vehicles will contain one child while 20% of the vehicles will contain
two children. The carpool estumate, while conservative, means that 225 vehicles are projected to
access the site on Friday and Sunday for the pick-up and drop-off operations. Given the special
needs facilities at the camp, it is anticipated that vehicles would be travelling to the site from
around the state. Based on that assumption, coupled with engineering judgment, it is estimated
that approximately 40% of the vehicles would turn left into the site and 60% ot the vehicles
would turn right into the site.

It should be noted that the employees, approximately 50, predominantly come to and from the
site on Saturday and that site related traffic on Monday through Thursday will be minimal.
Furthermore. it should also be noted that Camp Southern Ground is only anticipated to be in

full operation approximately 4 months out of the year. and the remainder of the year will have
minimal traffic activity,

The pick-up and drop-off operations are scheduled to be staggered over a three hour period.
Because the site driveway 1s approximately 2,000 feet and the pick-up/drop-oft operations are
anticipated to be staggered, it is not expected that projected 225 vehicles will queue off the site.

Furthermore, there are approximately 200 parking spaces that would be utilized so queuing
should be minimal.

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GDOT has requirements that govern the installation of left-turn lanes and right-tum

below 6,000 and a posted speed limit between 40-50 MPH. Given that the site 1s anticipated to
generate 225 vehicles, and 40% of those are expected to make a left-tumn, it 1s projectcd that
approximately 90 vehicles will make a left tumn inte the site on Friday and Sunday. Since 60%
of the 225 vehicles are expected to make a right-turn into the site, it is projected approximately
135 vehicles will make a right-tum inte the sight. As shown n the table below, these volumes

It is recommended,
however, that the sight distance be field calculated. The view from the approximate driveway
location is shown in the photos below.

Summary and Recommendation:

Based on our site visit and engineering judgment, it is our opinion that traffic associated with
Camp Southern Ground will not substantially degrade the traffic operations along Ebenezer
Church Road. Per the Fayette County Development Regulations, an eastbound right-turn lane
may be required along Ebenezer Church Road to serve vehicles turning right into the site. It is
recommended that the design of this right turn lane be further defined during the site design
process once additional topographic and right of way information is obtained. Additionally, it
is recommended that the sight distance be verified based upon the final location and design of
the site driveway to ensure adequate sight distance is provided.

It is my great honor to represent Camp Southern Ground and its sponsors in this petition for
rezoning.

Camp Southern Ground will work
shoulder to shoulder with other outstanding charitable organizations like The Joseph Sam’s School.
This rezoning presents a very rare opportunity to have a meaningful, positive impact on the lives of
children. We hope and pray that you will support this petition.

We are aware that certain citizens are not enthusiastic about the camp believing that it will
have a negative impact on their property ownership and lives. While we have listened to the
concerns raised, the camp will actually have less impact than if the property remains A-R and
develops as 5 acre lot residential. Further, over 300 acres will be left in its natural state. We hope

reason will prevail and the Fayette County Board of Commissioners (“Board™) will see this project
for what it is; exceptionally positive for the citizens of Fayette County.

As you know, country music entertainer Zac Brown is the sponsor and founder of the camp.
He is dogged in his determination to see this camp succeed and become a point of community pride.
Accordingly, and in keeping with DeKalb County v. Post Prgperty. Inc. et al., 245 Ga. 214 (1980)
and its progeny, this letter is sent to advise that we believe denial of this rezoning petition would
violate the U.S. Constitution, the Georgia Constitution and the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA). This letter is sent to set forth these objections in advance of Board vote as required by
applicable Georgia law to preserve our right to contest a denial in court:

I. Arbitrary and Capricious/No Acceptance of Conditions

The PUD-PRL zoning ordinance requires an underlying or initial zoning of A-R. The Property
that is the subject of this petition is currently zoned A-R, so it qualifies. PUD-PRL is a zoning
designation specific for a camp. There exists no summer camp or similar land use in Fayette County,
Georgia. Rezoning the Property will ensure a less dense use of land, less impact on local schools and
will afford American’s with Disabilities the opportunity to experience summer camp and all of its
rewards. There is no reason for denial. Denial would be an arbitrary and capricious action that
would be insubstantially related to the health, morals and welfare of Fayette County.

To the extent that the Board decides to grant this petition with conditions that the petitioner is not
currently aware of, then the petitioner hereby objects and does not agree to the same because such
conditions are exactions and constitute a violation of the takings clause of both the Georgia and
United States Constitutions. See Town of Flower Mound v. Stafford Estates Limited Partnership, 71
S5.W.3d 18 (Tex. App. 2002); see also Dolan v, City of Tigard, 512 U.S. 374, 114 S.Ct. 2309, 219 L.
Ed. 2d 304 (1990).

II. Violation of the Equal Protection Clauses of the US and Georgia Constitutions

[f the Board votes to deny this petition, such denial will constitute clear evidence that as applied
the PUD-PRL zoning ordinance, the Fayette County zoning ordinance generally and the standards by
which petitions are evaluated, violate the equal protection clauses of the Georgia Constitution and the
Constitution of the United States because such a decision would not be supported by any rational
basis, and would establish a disparate impact on similarly situated citizens.

I1. Violation of the American’s with Disabilities Act (ADA)

Fayette County, Georgia is a public entity covered by title Il of the ADA as defined by the ADA
and the Department of Justice’s regulation implementing title II. See 42 U.S.C. § 12131(1); 28
C.FR. 35.104. Title IT of the ADA prohibits disability discrimination in all activities of state and
local government entities. Title II’s general prohibition on discrimination provides that “no qualified
individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability, be excluded from participation in or be
denied the benefits of the services, programs or activities of a public entity, or be subjected to
discrimination by any such entity.” 42 U.S.C. § 12132. Zoning decisions, as activities of a public
entity, are covered by title II's non-discrimination mandate.

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While we are confident that this rezoning petition is consistent with both the current and future
land use plans, we understand that there may be an undercurrent of discriminatory motivation behind
those very few citizens who oppose this petition. To the extent the commission sides with these few
citizens and denies this petition, such a decision would evidence intention to discriminate against
persons with disabilities or will have the effect of discriminating against persons with disabilities
(mal-intent is not required to viclate the ADA’s nondiscrimination mandate).

As applied, Fayette County’s zoning ordinance fails to make reasonable accommodations for
disable citizens. Further, Fayette County’s zoning ordinance treats people with disabilities
differently and to their detriment when compared to non-disable citizens.

IV. Approval is required.

Denial of this petition will evidence that both on its face and as applied, the Fayette County
zoning ordinance is unconstitutionally vague. In this regard, failure to approve would be an exercise
in the Board failing to follow its own standards set forth in Article XI, Section 11-11. The zoning
requested by the petitioner is (1) in conformity with the land use plan and policies contained therein;
(2) will positively affect the existing use, usability and enjoyment of nearby properties because,
among other atiributes, this petition insures that over 300 acres remain undisturbed; (3} will result in
fewer car trips than an A-R subdivision which it currently can develop as without rezoning; (4) will
not put any burden on schools because it will not have any residents other than a few staff members;
(5) all needed utilities are available or will be constructed by petitioner; and (6) there are no existing
or changing conditions which give supporting ground for denial.

Meeting or exceeding all of the standards, there exists no basis for denial. Denial would
evidence that Fayette County’s own standards are either being disregarded in an arbitrary and
capricious manner or are so vague that they are unconstitutional both on their face and as applied to
this petition.

We hope that the Board understands that this letter is a legal requirement to preserve the right to
contest a denial in court. We believe that Camp Southern Ground will be a point of pride for the
community for many generations to come. We look forward to working with the Board and the
community at large in making our camp a great success. Thank you in advance for your good
judgment.

The potential need for this work was identified last year as part of
a comprehensive heavy-equipment assessment completed prior to the BOC retreat. Since then additional hours on the machine and
wear on the undercarriage warrant the work to be done at this time.

1998 Ford LT-9513 Dump Truck - This truck is being assessed but it is likely that that an engine replacement will be required. The
estimated cost for the work is $17,000 (approximate). The vehicle has 216,512 miles .

The engine has an internal coolant leak and is in the process of being disassembled for inspection.
The cylinder head and gasket were replaced on this unit approximately 12 months ago and it continues
to have an internal coolant leak which is indicative of a possible crack in the engine block. If the
engine block is in fact cracked we would recommend replacing the engine with a remanufactured unit.

If the engine has to be replaced, the cost for repairing this truck in a worse case scenario would be
approximately $16,604.66.

The RFP was direct-mailed to 24 vendors. In addition, notification was made through a local
newspaper, the county’s website, and Georgia Local Government Access Marketplace

(www.glga.org) in the usual manner.

It is my understanding that there are three brands of equipment in existence that meet the needs
of Solid Waste:

e Komatsu

e John Deere

e Caterpillar

According to information | have received, Komatsu no longer manufactures the type of equipment
needed by Solid Waste. Two vendors responded to the RFP — one offering a John Deere unit,
and the other offering a Caterpillar unit (please see the attached tally).

Purchasing staff sampled non-responding vendors. In general, the smaller vendors could not
provide some requested services, such as a warranty or training in the use of the equipment. In
addition, a number of the Caterpillar dealers would refer us to the “local vendor.”

Flint Equipment Company offered a 2011 John Deere 655C Il loader for $163,900.

Yancey Brothers Caterpillar offered a 2006 Caterpillar 953C for $135,520. They also offered a
number of warranty options. County staff recommends purchase of this loader, with the two year
/ 2,000 hour warranty option ($3,940), for a total of $139,460.

The Purchasing Department concurs with the recommendation of Fleet Maintenance and
Stormwater Management Departments.

Request for Proposals #800 was released to secure design and engineering services for
stormwater pipe replacement at Kirkley Road and Trickum Creek. Notification was
direct-mailed to 36 vendors. In addition, notices were distributed through the internet,
local newspaper, and Chanel 23 in the normal manner.

Twenty-two vendors submitted proposals. A team composed of staff from Stormwater
Management and Public Works reviewed the proposals. The team evaluated the
proposals based on the criteria of technical approach, project understanding, experience
and qualifications, schedule (time needed to complete the work), and cost.

In comparing costs, the team assumed that it would be necessary to issue a Conditional
Letter of Map Revision (CLOMR) for the Federal Emergency Management Agency,
which will be the higher-cost option, if required. Given this assumption, the proposed
costs ranged from $23,800 to $109,875 (please see the attached tally sheet).

The evaluation team has recommended the firm of Clark Patterson Lee to perform the
design and engineering services. Though at $37,991.25 this firm was not the lowest
bidder, the team determined that it offered the best overall value for the county. The
Purchasing Department supports this recommendation.
