INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR THE USE AND DISTRIBUTION OF
PROCEEDS FROM THE 2013 SPECIAL PURPOSE LOCAL OPTION SALES TAX FOR
CAPITAL OUTLAY PROJECTS

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered this the day of

, 2013 by and between Fayette County, a political subdivision of the
State of Georgia (the “County™), and the Town of Brooks, the City of Fayetteville, the City of
Peachtree City, and the Town of Tyrone, municipal corporations of the State of Georgia (the
“Municipalities”, individually and collectively).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq. (the “Act™) authorizes the levy of a one
percent County Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (the “SPLOST”) for the purpose of
financing capital outlay projects for the use and benefit of the County and qualified
municipalities within the County; and

WHEREAS, the County and Municipalities met to discuss possible projects for inclusion
in the SPLOST referendum on the day of , 2013, in
conformance with the requirements of O.C.G.A. § 48-8-111(a); and

WHEREAS, the County and Municipalities deem it to be in the best interest of the
special district of Fayette County created by Section 48-8-110.1(a) of the Official Code of
Georgia Annotated (the “Special District™) to improve public services in the Special District by
carrying out the hereinafter described capital outlay projects, and the most feasible plan for
providing funds to pay the costs of such capital outlay projects is to impose a special one percent
sales and use tax (the “Sales Tax”), pursuant to Part 1 of Article 3 of Chapter 8 of Title 48 of the
Official Code of Georgia Annotated (the “Sales Tax Law”); and

WHEREAS, the Sales Tax Law allows the proceeds of the Sales Tax to be distributed
pursuant to the terms of a contract entered into pursuant to Article IX, Section III, Paragraph I of
the Constitution of the State of Georgia between the County and one or more “qualified
municipalities” (as defined in the Sales Tax Law) located within the Special District containing a
combined total of no less than 50 percent of the aggregate municipal population located within
the Special District; and

WHEREAS, the County and the Municipalities have negotiated a division of the Special
Purpose Local Option Sales Tax proceeds as authorized by the Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promise and understandings made
in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable consideration, the County and the
Municipalities consent and agree as follows:





Section 1. Representations of the County. The County makes the following
representations and warranties which may be specifically relied upon by all parties as a basis for
entering this Agreement:

(A)  The County is a political subdivision duly created and organized under the Constitution
of the State of Georgia;

(B)  The governing authority of the County is duly authorized to execute, deliver, and perform
this Agreement;

(C)  This Agreement is a valid, binding, and enforceable obligation of the County; and

(D)  The County will take all actions necessary to call an election to be held in all voting
precincts in the County on the 5th day of November, 2013, for the purpose of submitting
to the voters of the County for their approval, the question of whether or not a SPLOST
shall be imposed on all sales and uses within the special district of Fayette County for a
period of eight (8) quarters (two (2) years), to raise an estimated $41 ,245,988.00 to be
used for funding the projects specified herein.

Section 2.  Representation of each Municipality. Each of the Municipalities makes the
following representations and warranties which may be specifically relied upon by all parties as a
basis for entering this Agreement;

(A)  Each Municipality is a municipal corporation duly created and organized under the Laws
of the State of Georgia;

(B)  The governing authority of each Municipality is duly authorized to execute, deliver, and
perform this Agreement;

(C)  This Agreement is a valid, binding, and enforceable obligation of each Municipality;
(D) Each Municipality is a qualified municipality as defined in O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110(4); and

(E)  Each Municipality is located entirely or partially within the geographic boundaries of the
special tax district created in the County.

Section 3. Obligations of all Parties.

(A) It is the intention of the County and Municipalities to comply in all respects with
0.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq. and all provisions of this Agreement shall be construed in
light of 0.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq.

(B)  The County and Municipalities agree to promptly proceed with the acquisition,
construction, equipping, and installation of the projects specified in this Agreement and in
accordance with the priority order referenced herein.

(C)  The County and Municipalities agree that each approved SPLOST project associated with
this Agreement shall be maintained as a public facility and in public ownership. If
ownership of a project financed pursuant to this Agreement is transferred to private
ownership, the proceeds of the sale shall, for the purposes of this Agreement, be deemed
excess funds and disposed of as provided under O.C.G.A. § 48-8-121(g)(2).

(D)  The County and Municipalities agree to maintain thorough and accurate records
concerning receipt of SPLOST proceeds and expenditures for each project undertaken by

the respective county or municipality as required fulfilling the terms of this Agreement.

(E)  The County and Municipalities agree that all capital outlay projects included in this
Agreement shall be funded from proceeds from the SPLOST, except as otherwise agreed.

Section 4. Conditions Precedent.

(A)  The obligations of the County and Municipalities pursuant to this Agreement are
conditioned upon the adoption of a resolution of the County calling for the imposition of
the SPLOST in accordance with the provisions of O.C.G.A. § 48-8-111(a).

(B)  This Agreement is further conditioned upon the approval of the proposed imposition of
the SPLOST by the voters of the County in a referendum to be held in accordance with
the provisions of O.C.G.A. § 48-8-111(b) through (e).

(C)  This Agreement is further conditioned upon the collecting of the SPLOST revenues by
the State Department of Revenue and transferring same to the County.

Section 5. Effective Date and Term of the Tax. The SPLOST, subject to approval in an
election to be held on November 5, 2013, shall continue for a period of two (2) years.

Section 6. Effective Date and Term of this Agreement. This Agreement shall commence
upon the date of its execution and shall terminate upon the later of:

(A)  The official declaration of the failure of the election described in this Agreement;™

(B)  The expenditure of the County and all of the Municipalities of the last dollar of money
collected from the Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax after the expiration of the
Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax; or

(C)  The completion of all projects described herein.

Section 7. County SPLOST Fund; Separate Accounts; No Commingling.

(A)  Aspecial fund or account shall be created by the County and designated as the 2013
Fayette County Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax Fund (“SPLOST Fund”). The

County shall select a local bank which shall act as a depository and custodian of the
SPLOST Fund upon such terms and conditions as may be acceptable to the County.

The Town of Brooks shall create a special fund to be designated as the Brooks Special
Purpose Local Option Sales Tax Fund.

The City of Fayetteville shall create a special fund to be designated as the Fayetteville
Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax Fund.

The City of Peachtree City shall create a special fund to be designated as the Peachtree
City Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax Fund.

The Town of Tyrone shall create a special fund to be designated as the Tyrone Special
Purpose Local Option Sales Tax Fund.

Each Municipality shall select a local bank which shall act as a depository and custodian
of the SPLOST proceeds received by each Municipality upon such terms and conditions
as may be acceptable to the Municipality.

All SPLOST proceeds shall be maintained by the County and each Municipality in the
separate accounts or funds established pursuant to this Section. Except as provided in
Section 6, SPLOST proceeds shall not be commingled with other funds of the County or
Municipalities and shall be used exclusively for the purposes detailed in this Agreement.
No funds other than SPLOST proceeds shall be placed in such funds or accounts.

Section 8. Procedure for Disbursement of SPLOST Proceeds.

Upon receipt by the County of SPLOST proceeds collected by the State Department of
Revenue, the County shall immediately deposit said proceeds in the SPLOST Fund. The
monies in the SPLOST Fund shall be held and applied to the cost of acquiring,
constructing, and installing the County capital outlay projects listed herein and disbursed
to the municipalities as provided herein.

The County, following deposit of the SPLOST proceeds in the SPLOST Fund, skall
within ten (10) business days disburse the SPLOST proceeds due to each Municipality
according to the schedule contained herein. The proceeds shall be deposited in the
separate funds established by each Municipality in accordance with Section 7 of this
Agreement.

Should any Municipality cease to exist as a legal entity before all funds are distributed
under this Agreement, that Municipality’s share of the funds subsequent to dissolution
shall be paid to the County as part of the County’s share unless an act of the Georgia
General Assembly makes the defunct Municipality part of another successor
municipality. If such an act is passed, the defunct Municipality’s share shall be paid to
the successor Municipality in addition to all other funds to which the successor
Municipality would otherwise be entitled.





Section 9. Projects. The County shall call a referendum on whether to impose the Sales Tax
to fund the following capital outlay projects in the following estimated amounts:

Projects to be owned or operated or both by the City of Peachtree City, as described in

“F”, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by this reference.

Section 10.  Distribution of Sales Tax Proceeds. The County shall apply the proceeds of the
Sales Tax to fund the following capital outlay projects in the following order of priority:

First, an amount equal $41,245,988.00 shall be set aside to fund the projects specified in
Subsections (A) through (F) of Section 9 herein. Said amount shall be disbursed in the
following percentages:

45.8444% shall be paid to Fayette County;

0.4917% shall be paid to the Town of Brooks; s
14.9624% shall be paid to the City of Fayetteville;

32.2464% shall be paid to the City of Peachtree City; and

6.4551% shall be paid to the Town of Tyrone.

Second, any sales tax proceeds collected in excess of those funds specified in Section
10(A) above shall be disbursed to the Municipalities to fund the projects specified in
Subsections (C) through (F) of Section 9 herein as soon as practicable in the following
percentages:





0.9080% shall be paid to the Town of Brooks;

27.6286% shall be paid to the City of Fayetteville;
59.5439% shall be paid to the City of Peachtree City; and
11.9195% shall be paid to the Town of Tyrone.

Section 11. Completion of Projects.

(A)  The County and Municipalities acknowledge that the costs shown for each project
described herein are estimated amounts.

(B)  Ifacounty project has been satisfactorily completed at a cost less than the estimated cost
listed for that project herein, the County may apply the remaining unexpended funds to
any other county project listed herein.

(C)  If amunicipal project has been satisfactorily completed at a cost less than the estimated
cost listed for that project herein, the Municipality may apply the remaining unexpended
funds to any other project included for that Municipality herein.

(D)  The County and Municipalities agree that each approved SPLOST project associated with
this Agreement shall be completed or substantially completed within five (5) years after
the termination of the SPLOST. Any SPLOST proceeds held by a County or
Municipality at the end of the five year period shall, for the purposes of this Agreement,
be deemed excess funds and disposed of as provided under O.C.G.A. § 48-8-121(g)(2).

Section 12.  Expenses. The County shall administer the SPLOST Fund to effectuate the terms
of this Agreement and shall be reimbursed for the actual costs of administration of the SPLOST
Fund. Furthermore, the County and Municipalities shall be jointly responsible on a per capita
basis for the cost of holding the SPLOST election. The County shall be reimbursed for the costs
of the election from each municipality at the following percentages of the total costs of the
election:

Town of Brooks 0.4917%;

City of Fayetteville 14.9624%;
City of Peachtree City 32.2464%; and
Town of Tyrone 6.4551%.

Section 13.  Audits. During the term of this Agreement, the distribution and use of all
SPLOST proceeds deposited in the SPLOST Fund and each Municipal fund shall be audited
annually by an independent certified public account firm in accordance with O.C.G.A. § 48-8-
121(a)(2). The County and each Municipality receiving SPLOST proceeds shall be responsible





for the cost of their respective audits. The County and the Municipalities agree to cooperate with
the independent certified public accounting firm in any audit by providing all necessary
information. Each Municipality shall provide the County a copy of the audit of the distribution
and use of the SPLOST proceeds by the Municipality.

Section 14.  Notices. All notices, consents, waivers, directions, requests, or other instruments
or communications provided for under this Agreement shall be deemed properly given when
delivered personally or sent by registered or certified United States Mail, postage prepaid, as
follows:

Section 15. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including any attachments or exhibits,
constitutes all of the understandings and agreements existing between the County and the
Municipalities with respect to distribution and use of the proceeds from the Special Purpose
Local Option Sales Tax. Furthermore, this Agreement supersedes all prior agreements,
negotiations, and communications of whatever type, whether written or oral, between the parties
hereto with respect to distribution and use of said SPLOST.





Section 16. Amendments. This Agreement shall not be amended or modified except by
agreement in writing executed by the governing authorities of the County and the Municipalities.

Section 17.  Governing Law. This Agreement shall be deemed to have been made and shall
be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Georgia.

Section 18.  Severability. Should any phrase, clause, sentence, or paragraph of this
Agreement be held invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall remain in
full force and effect as if such invalid or unconstitutional provision were not contained in the
Agreement unless the elimination of such provision detrimentally reduces the consideration that
any party is to receive under this Agreement or materially affects the operation of this
Agreement.

Section 19. Compliance with Law. The County and the Municipalities shall comply with all
applicable local, State, and Federal statutes, ordinances, rules, and regulations.

Section 20. No Consent to Breach. No consent or waiver, express or implied, by any party
to this Agreement, to any breach of any covenant, condition, or duty of another party shall be
construed as a consent to or waiver of any future breach of the same.

Section 22.  Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of
which shall be an original and all of which shall constitute but one and the same instrument.

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners for Fayette County (the “County”) is the duly
elected governing authority for the County; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners desires to call for a referendum for the
imposition of a special purpose local option sales tax (the “SPLOST”) within the special district
encompassing the County, pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 48-8-110 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has entered into an intergovernmental
agreement with the Town of Brooks, the City of Fayetteville, the City of Peachtree City, and the
Town of Tyrone (the “qualified municipalities”) and has received from each qualified
municipality a list of projects to be included as part of the SPLOST; and

WHEREAS, in addition, the County has also prepared a list of its own projects to be

included as part of the SPLOST; and





WHEREAS, the combined list of all projects to be included as part of the SPLOST is
attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, it is estimated that the total cost of the projects identified in Exhibit “A” will
be $41,245,988.00; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners intends for said referendum on the SPLOST to
be held on November 5, 2013, pursuant to state law governing the timing of special elections.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners for Fayette
County that there shall hereby be a referendum on November 5, 2013 to submit to the voters of
Fayette County the question of whether or not to impose a special local option sales tax of one
percent within the special district encompassing Fayette County for the purpose of financing the
projects identified in Exhibit “A”, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by this
reference.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners that the question to be
submitted to the voters of Fayette County shall be that found in Exhibit “B”, which is attached
hereto and made a part hereof by this reference.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners that, if approved, said
special purpose local option sales tax shall be for the following purposes:

(a) Capital outlay projects consisting of road, street, and bridge purposes, which

purposes may include sidewalks, bicycle paths, and multi-use paths;

(b) Capital outlay projects pertaining to library renovation/expansion;

(©) Capital outlay projects consisting of recreational facilities;

(d) Water capital outlay projects, sewer capital outlay projects, and stormwater capital

outlay projects; and





(e) Capital outlay projects consisting of public safety facilities.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners that the total estimated
cost of the projects identified in Exhibit “A” is $41,245,988.00; and

Utility locations are based on visual inspection of the above ground features. No research, SUE equipment or contact
with utility owners was conducted. The utility relocation costs are based on common sizes for each type of utility.

ROW estimates are based on cursory search of residential properties in Fayette County. A conservative average
value of $4/sf was used, which accounts for potential market appreciation over the life of a SPLOST program and the
conceptual/planning level of the estimates. Full property appraisal of specific locations will be required once detailed
plans are available. The estimated right of way cost was established by estimating the additional right of way or
easement area(s) needed to construct the drainage and roadway improvements.

The Fayette County Development Regulations, Article lil, Street Design Standards and Specifications were utilized to
determine the minimum pavement design, design speed, and other design criteria needed to prepare the subject cost
estimate.

The Fayette County Thoroughfare Plan was utilized to determine the street classification for the subject project.

GDOT Item Mean Summary information (as of June 6, 2013) was used to estimate item unit cost values. The unit
costs were increased by 20% to account for the small project size, shortened construction time related to detour
limitations and general differences between State and City/County level projects .

Traffic Control and Staging Cost Percentage(s) are based on the street classification, roadway closure possibility, and
the need for public information/involvement during construction.

Design cost was estimated based on construction cost for larger projects (assumed 10%). For projects with
construction cost less than $150,000, a minimum design cost of $15,000 was used. The design cost includes
engineering design and survey efforts.

Environmental efforts are anticipated to be minimal due to the nature of the projects (perpendicular
crossing/maintenance project classification) and include wetland delineation, compliance with state stream buffers,
and minimal permitting . Unless otherwise noted, projects are assumed to be exempt from Georgia EPD stream
buffer variances on the basis of a drainage structure exemption. In addition, projects are assumed to fall under a
Nationwide Permit 3A (Maintenance Activity). Ecological investigation was not completed for this effort and will be
required at the time of project to assess actual environmental impacts and costs.

It is assumed that floodplain modeling will be required for all crossings in FEMA-designated Zone AE (floodway) and
Zone A special flood hazard areas, but that the crossing will be designed to comply with FEMA requirements for no-
rise. No map revision submittals to FEMA are included in the cost estimates. The FEMA studies are.jncluded in the
environmental cost for each project to which this is anticipated to be required. )

Overview

Background/History

The Fayette County Board of Commissioners has initiated the process for a two-year
SPLOST for core infrastructure projects and has requested that the municipalities
participate in this SPLOST pursuant to an Intergovernmental Agreement in meeting their
core infrastructure needs as well. Fayette County will dedicate their SPLOST funds in
meeting critical Stormwater needs. The municipalities will dedicate their SPLOST funds
for core infrastructure needs including transportation, water and sewer, public safety and
Stormwater needs. Fayette County and the municipalities have developed comprehensive
project lists which are available for inspection at their respective offices and
electronically. The City of Fayetteville will be presenting its proposed project list as part
of this report.

SPLOST Referendum Schedule

The Fayette County Board of Commissioners and municipalities are expected to approve
the final SPLOST project lists and Intergovernmental Agreement by August 31, 2013.
Fayette County plans to call for the SPLOST Special Election Referendum on September
5, 2013. The SPLOST Special Election Referendum would be held on November 5,
2013.

Financial Impact

The two-year SPLOST is expected to generate $41,245,988 for Fayette County and the
municipalities and will be distributed as follows:

The percentage split for each municipality is based upon the current Local Option Sales
Tax (LOST) distribution formula. The City of Fayetteville is projected to receive a total
of $6,753,499 over the two-year period to address core infrastructure needs. All funds
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will be distributed on a monthly basis pursuant to the approved Intergovernmental

Agreement.

Project List

The City of Fayetteville has developed a comprehensive SPLOST project list to address
critical public safety, water and sewer, Stormwater and transportation needs. A summary
of the SPLOST Projects is presented below with more detailed data sheets for each
project. The total cost for all projects is $9,208,999. The City has purposely included
more projects than projected SPLOST funding in an effort to maximize the use of
SPLOST funds in meeting critical core infrastructure needs. In the event that certain
projects are completed under budget or that a specific project is not able to be completed
as expected, additional projects from the approved list can be completed.
