14, 1955, and following the passage of the resolution, President Eisenhower issued a proclamation on August 19, 1955.  The observance 


was so successful, Senator Knowland introduced a Senate Joint Resolution for the President to annually designate September 17-23 as 


Constitution Week, which was passed on July 23, 1956.  On August 2, the resolution was signed into law.

The purpose of hazard mitigation is to reduce potential losses from future disaster across Fayette County and its municipalities.  The 


intention of mitigation planning, therefore, is to maintain a process that leads to hazard mitigation actions.   


 


Fayette County's Hazard Mitigation Plan was first developed in 2005 and updated in 2010.  Staff estimates 560 hours to complete the 


newest revision of the plan.  GEMA / FEMA provides funding for the update of this plan in the form of a 75% / 25% matching grant.  Due 


to the complexity of this mitigation plan document, most governments hire an outside consultant for the task; however, Fayette County 


has completed this document in the past through its in-house, professional staff.  By utilizing staff, the match portion of the grant would be 


generated by the salary of the personnel and considered as an in-kind match. 


 


The total project cost is estimated to be $32,000, with Fayette County's in-kind match estimated to be $8,000.  FEMA / GEMA's 


reimbursement would be $24,000, or 75% of the total cost for the work.

In order to best insure state and local governments are fully prepared to help citizens in times of emergency, the Fayette County 


Government, Fayette County Emergency Management Agency and the EMA Director are requested to enter into an agreement as 


specified in O.C.G.A (Section 38-3-27), of the Georgia Emergency Management Act of 1981.  


 


Georgia Emergency Management Agency-Homeland Security (GEMA-HS) agrees to provide funding support to local qualified 


governments for appropriate administrative expenses; to administer and manage federal and state assistance programs for the benefit of 


local governments; to provide the necessary and requested information; to advise and make recommendations and technical assistance 


concerning emergency management administrative, operational, planning and training issues.  


 


The Fiscal Year 2013 Performance Partnership award is funded by the Department of Homeland Security Emergency Preparedness 


Grant (EMPG). The grant agreement provides for a 50% match with the local government. This match is met with the designated salary 


of the Emergency Management Director as the in-kind contribution. The local match required is $32,697.00 with the 50% Federal amount 


of $32,697.00 for a total of $65,394.00. The Federal amount as listed here would be designated to offset the salary of the local EMA 


Director.

Approval of the Water Committee's recommendation to award an annual contract for waterline extensions for Fiscal Year 2014 to the low 


bidder, Shockley Plumbing, in an amount not to exceed $500,000.00, and authorization for the Chairman to execute said contract and 


related documents.


This is an annual contract.  Having this contract enables the Water System to immediately attend to emergencies and expedite waterline 


installations. The previous contract with Shockley Plumbing expired on June 30, 2013. 


 


Bid invitations were sent to other contractors, but only Shockley Plumbing and L. J. Inc. responded to the bid.  The other contractors did 


not respond for various reasons (already committed to too many jobs, logistics of having to be in the area for emergency response, and 


hard to compete on price). 


 


Specifically:  1)  Roberts Hauling & Pipeline picked up a bid package, but did not respond, 2)  Crawford Grading picked up a bid package, 


but did not respond, and 3)  Lantz Contracting did not pick up a bid package since they are working out of the state. 


 


The $500,000.00 award amount is based the Water Committee's unanimous recommendation to the Board of Commissioners to accept 


Shockley Plumbing for $500,000, which is the budgeted amount for Fiscal Year 2014.

Subject: Water Line Extensions for Fiscal Year 2014 
 
From time to time, there is a need for small, non-routine repairs, extensions or similar work on the 
water distribution system.  To go through a bid or price quote process each time would be inefficient, 
and would require some customers to wait for unnecessary periods of time for services.  To address 
this issue, the county enters into an indefinite-quantity type contract each fiscal year.  Since the work 
tends to be small jobs, on an as-needed basis, many of the larger contractors do not submit bids.  It is 
my understanding that, for more than ten years, one or two vendors have bid each year.  Last year, 
one bid was submitted. 
 
Mallett Consulting, Inc., in conjunction with the Fayette County Purchasing Department, released an 
Invitation to Bid (ITB) for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2014.  They advertised the ITB through the 
customary channels.  This includes trade groups who share the information electronically or otherwise 
with companies in the industry (Reed Construction Data in Norcross, AGC Builder’s Exchange Plan 
Room in Smyrna, and Construction Journal in Florida).  They also posted the ITB on their website, and 
advertised in the Legal Notices section of a local newspaper.  Four companies requested bid packages.  
Two of them submitted bids. 
 
The ITB includes about ninety items, and the estimated number of units needed for each (please see 
the attachment).  Bids are compared in two ways: 


• Base Bid: This is the sum of all items, multiplied by the estimated usage of each. 
• Weighted Bid: Because the probability of items being needed during the year varies, a 75% 


weight is given to the highest-priority items, while less-needed items are given a 25% weight.  
This results in bidders providing their best prices on the highest-priority items. 


 
The bids were as follows:

Shockley Plumbing was the contractor for Fiscal Year 2013.  The prices they bid for Fiscal Year 2014 
compare very favorably, as can be seen by the attachment.  There is an overall price reduction of 0.9% 
for all items, with a 0.4% increase for the high-priority items.  The Water System recommends 
awarding the contract to Shockley Plumbing.  Since some of the items are needed only sporadically, 
they recommend a not-to-exceed amount of $500,000.  I support their recommendation.
