Call to Order
Chairman Brown called the August 14, 2014 Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.
Invocation by Vice Chairman Charles Oddo

Vice Chairman Oddo introduced Deacon Tony Cuomo of the Holy Trinity Catholic Church, and he asked Deacon
Cuomo to offer the Invocation.

Pledge of Allegiance

Mr. Stephens then led the Commissioners and audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Brown moved to accept the Agenda as published. Commissioner McCarty seconded the motion. No
discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Barlow moved to accept the Selection Committee’s recommendation to appoint Briana

Commissioner Oddo moved to accept recommendation to appoint Bradley Klinger to Post 5 of the Fayette
County Recreation Commission, to fill an unexpired term, beginning April 11, 2014 and expiring March 31,
2016. Commissioner Barlow seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion passed
unanimously. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 12,” follows these minutes and is made an
official part hereof.

Consideration of staff’s request to enter into an agreement with Hopeful Community Club for the
purpose of preserving the Hopeful Primitive Church.

Chairman Brown informed all present that there was additional information on the dais that included an
updated PowerPoint presentation and two email documents. He stated those documents were available
from the County Clerk’s office.

Chairman Brown introduced the interns to the audience and spoke about their work and potential. He
pointed out that all the interns are rising juniors except for Ms. Kyra Parks who is a rising senior.

Interns Kyra Parks and Vanessa Johnson gave a PowerPoint presentation on staff's request to enter into an
agreement with Hopeful Community Club for the purpose of preserving the Hopeful Primitive Baptist Church.

Chairman Brown spoke about the experience the interns received working on this project.

Commissioner Oddo stated that the interns did good work. Commissioner Ognio said he was not in
agreement with the “water meter situation” since he could not provide the people’s money to property that
was not owned or leased by the County. He added that he would be more than happy to help the church
raise funds, and that he would be more than happy to contribute to the effort, but he had a problem with the
county giving money to the county.

County Administrator Steve Rapson pointed out the three differences between the agreement provided to
the Board in the Agenda package and the red-lined version of the agreement provided with an email on the
dais.

Chairman Brown said he had no problem with providing a water meter to the church since it was a minimal
cost and since there was only one chance to take care of a historical property. He also spoke about the
Historic County Courthouse and Starr’s Mill, both of which are supported by the county and were built in the
same timeframe that the church was built in. He said he did not want to lose this historical building and its
cemetery; both of which are in bad shape. He stressed that if something is not done quickly it the building

would be in real danger. Chairman Brown also spoke about how the church’s early construction is still
evident, and he spoke about the historical significance the church had for the community in the early days of
Fayette County.

Commissioner Oddo stated that this was an issue of making decisions either with the heart or the head, and
he said these decisions do not always comport with each other. He agreed with everything the Chairman
stated about the church’s historical significance, but he could not see how to use public funds for private use.
He stated that he was willing and able to make just as Commissioner Ognio had stated earlier, but that the
question was how to use public funds for private uses. Commissioner Oddo said he was not completely
comfortable with the red-lined version of the agreement, and that he did not feel comfortable taking tax
money and dedicating it to something that the County may not have the right to support. He said he would
be willing to make a motion to approve the agreement provided by the county attorney in the agenda
package with the additional agreement to control of the inside tours going to the nonprofit group. He
stressed that the county should do everything it could to provide assistance, but that the Board had to
consider its use of public funds.

Commissioner McCarty suggested that if the county donated a water meter to the nonprofit organization then
it would owe a water meter to every other nonprofit organization in the county, and that would be unfair to the
taxpayers of Fayette County.

Commissioner Barlow stated that everyone wanted to do something good for the church but that this issue
was getting muddy. He pointed out that the wording from the agreement provided by the county attorney
had been stricken out of the agreement with the red-lined version of the agreement, and he read the stricken
portion of the agreement into the record. He concluded that he could not agree to any other proposal other
than that which was provided to the Board by the county attorney in the Agenda package.

Chairman Brown respectfully disagreed with some of the conclusions from the other Board members and he
spoke about the other nonprofit organizations that receive support from the Board.

Dean Breest: Mr. Breest, one of the trustees of the Hopeful Community Club, stated that the agreement as
drafted by the county attorney was rejected by the club and that the club would stand by the changes in the
red-lined version of the agreement. He thought the county would move in a different direction, but it was
clear to him that the Board would not support this effort.

Commissioner Oddo said it was not a matter of how much money would be spent, but that he had to respect
where the funds come from since it is public money. Mr. Breest relied on Chairman Brown’s points that
money had been spent in the past for nonprofit organizations. Commissioner Oddo replied that there were
differences and nuances between different nonprofit organizations and those differences would work in
determining which nonprofit could receive public support. Commissioner Barlow added that he would be
glad to give personal support to this initiative.

Mr. Rapson provided clarity to some of the points that were made concerning the cost for a water meter.
The Board did not vote and did not give further direction on this matter. Copies of the request, PowerPoint

presentation, and additional dais information, identified as “Attachment 13,” follow these minutes and are
made an official part hereof.

Discussion of the Fayette County’s interns’ findings and options concerning a safe golf path and
crossing for the Starr’s Mill school complex along Redwine Road.

Chairman Brown informed all present that there were several document on the dais including an updated
PowerPoint presentation and three email documents. He stated that the additional dais documents could be
obtained from the County Clerk’s office.

Interns Tessa Strickland and Khalil Johnson gave a PowerPoint presentation on their findings and options
concerning a safe golf path and crossing for the Starr's Mill school complex along Redwine Road. The
interns told the Board that they came to the following conclusions:

a) Reduce Redwine Road’s school zone speed to 25 miles per hour during school zone hours.
b) 2,500 feet expansion of the path system on Redwine Road.

¢) New crossing at Redwine Road near the controlled intersection where the Sheriff's Deputy is present that
includes a median/safe island. We would also like to add a 3-D crosswalk.

d) New crossing location on Panther Path that includes a speed table that will slow traffic and allow for safer
cart crossings.

Chairman Brown spoke about the experiences the interns had by working with the Public Works Department,
the Board of Education, and the Sheriff's Office.

David Kazusko: Mr. Kazusko, President of Jefferson Wood subdivision, spoke about his appreciation with
the recent changes Fayette County has passed opening access for golf carts throughout Fayette County.
He mentioned that he had been patient for approximately sixteen years while working with the City of
Peachtree City, Mayor Brown, and other boards and councils in an effort to expand the golf cart paths and
access to them. He commended the interns for their work, and he offered alternative options for safely
crossing Redwine Road.

Scott Fabricius: Mr. Fabricius, President of Whitewater Creek Homeowners Association, said he
appreciated the interns’ work. He stated that he spoke on behalf of Whitewater Creek and that he totally
supported the findings and options given by the interns. He then told the Board why Whitewater Creek
supported the presented options.

James Rubalcava: Mr. Rubalcava, a member of Whitewater Creek’s Safety and Exit Control Committee and
a resident of Whitewater Creek, agreed with Mr. Fabricius with one exception. He opposed having a stop
sign at Whitewater Road since there could be alternatives to a stop sign that would mitigate acknowledged
safety concerns in the area.

Bob Mudrinich: Mr. Mudrinich, a resident of Woodcreek Subdivision, thanked the interns for their work, and
he thought they did a great job for giving a great presentation. He supported the options provided by the
interns, and he spoke for approximately eight minutes about why he supported the effort. He urged the
Board to forward this work to the Board of Education for its consideration as well.
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Deputy Superintendent Sam Sweat: Deputy Superintendent of the Fayette County Board of Education
Sam Sweat congratulated the interns for their outstanding presentation. He informed everyone that the
Board of Education would hold a workshop meeting on September 8, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. Mr. Sweat asked for
the interns to give their presentation to the Board of Education at the workshop meeting. He agreed with
most of Mr. Mudrinich’s comments, and he offered some options and thoughts on the matter.

Lara Dial: Ms. Dial asked the Board to consider a crossing at Whitewater and Birkdale subdivisions so that
those subdivisions could use the golf cart paths.

Commissioner Barlow told the interns that they did an outstanding presentation and he asked if they had
worked with the county engineer in drafting the proposals. The interns replied that they had worked with the
county engineer in this effort. Commissioner Barlow said it would be helpful for the presentation to read
“Endorsed by Phil Mallon, County Engineer.” He stated that he also did not hear any costs associated with
the recommendations and that Mr. Mallon has the ability to closely estimate the cost for projects. He then
asked Mr. Mallon if he wanted to provide an estimated cost. Mr. Mallon declined to do so.

Chairman Brown pointed out that this presentation was to give a semblance of an idea of what could be
done to get people safely to the schools. He added that he was going to ask for the Board’s consensus to
have the County Engineer follow through with the suggestions and to provide costs.

Commissioner Barlow suggested informed the interns that Mr. Mallon is well respected in his field and, when
they present their material to the Board of Education, the presentation would carry a little more weight if it
included Mr. Mallon’s name. Commissioner McCarty added that the Mr. Mallon did say that the proposals
were feasible.

Chairman Brown stated that the interns received a lot of practical experience during this work and that the
work also had early interaction and the “seal of approval” from the Fayette County Sheriff's Office. Chairman
Brown stated that he wanted to see staff take the elements of the plan as presented, put them on paper, and
work on getting the cost for getting the students to the school site.

Chairman Brown asked everyone to remember that the Board of Education is a governmental entity unto
itself so it would have to approve any plans on its property even though the Board could get the proposals up
to the school’s property. He stated that the information provided was excellent and viable, but that it would
have to include the Board of Education’s approval as well. County Administrator Steve Rapson suggested
that staff could get with Mr. Mike Satterfield, the Director of Facility Services for the Fayette County Board of
Education, in order to get a turnkey analysis that would include costs for getting this proposal accomplished.
Commissioner Oddo asked for alternatives to be considered as this initiative moves forward.

The Board directed county staff to work with Mr. Michael Satterfield and the Fayette County Board of
Education by taking the elements the interns presented and to provide the Board with a cost for getting
students to the school site, and to explore potential grant opportunities available for this project. The Board
did not vote on this matter. Copies of the request, PowerPoint presentation, and additional dais information,
identified as “Attachment 14,” follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.

Discussion of the Fayette County’s interns’ findings and options concerning fluoride in Fayette
County’s water supply.

Chairman Brown notified the audience that there were additional documents on the dais including an
updated PowerPoint presentation and eight email documents. He stated that the additional documents
could be provided from the County Clerk’s office.

Interns John Hlas and Haider Khan gave a PowerPoint presentation about findings and options concerning
fluoride in Fayette County’s water supply. After giving their presentation, the interns provided three options
for the Board’s consideration:

a) Keep fluoride in the water.
b) Solicit a petition for a referendum on the discontinuation of water fluoridation.

¢) A plan to please both sides: (0.C.G.A. § 12-5-175)- allow people to get fluoride removing pumps who
want fluoride out of the water and keep fluoridated water in the community.

Chairman Brown stated that the interns did mountains of research including reading several books and
studies. He stated that the information was conflicting and so they had to sort the information provided. He
said they had conference calls with Georgia Public Health representatives, with representatives from the
Centers of Disease Control, and with the Water System’s Director. He said they did a great job explaining
both sides of the issue.

Commissioner Oddo asked the interns if they had formulated an opinion while going through the issue. Mr.
Khan indicated that his opinion was neutral and Mr. Hlas stated that it was his opinion to allow the voters to
decide on this matter. Chairman Brown asked if there was a referendum process required by the state. Mr.
Hlas replied that there was a referendum process and he discussed how it would work.

Chairman Brown asked if he correctly understood that the state’s law required fluoride in the water unless
there was a medical problem, and, if so, then that person would have to have state permission to purchase a
filter that would remove fluoride. County Attorney Dennis Davenport that he did not know of a prohibition
against anyone buying a fluoride filter, but that he understood the purchase could have a tax write-off if it
were purchased for medical purposes.

Commissioner Barlow asked Mr. Hlas if he would be willing to head-up the group to initiate the referendum.
Mr. Hlas replied that he was not sure how to answer the question since it was a difficult one to answer.
Commissioner Barlow agreed it was a difficult question and said the Board of Commissioners was not given
the option of saying it did not have an opinion. Chairman Brown reminded Commissioner Barlow that Mr.
Hlas was a junior in high school and that should be taken into consideration.

Dr. Barry Marcum: Dr. Marcum, a pediatric dentist, spoke in favor of not removing fluoride from the water
supply, saying it was the single most effective means available to prevent tooth decay. He also answered
several questions from Chairman Brown, Commissioner Barlow, and Commissioner McCarty concerning
fluoride.
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Leslie Edwards: Ms. Edwards spoke in favor of removing fluoride from Fayette County’s water supply. She
said the Harvard study clearly stated that fluoride can lower a person’s IQ. She pointed out that the water
supply is already full of chemicals and she questioned how drinking eight ounces of fluoridated water a day
could be healthy.

Teresa Clark: Ms. Clark told about the adverse medical effects that fluoride had on her personally, and
spoke in favor of removing fluoride from Fayette County’s water supply. She told about how she had a
thyroid condition. She attributed the medication of the water supply as the reason for her medical condition,
and she told of those who are fighting to remove fluoride from the water. She mentioned that just because
something has been done for thirty years does not make it right.

Andrea Lyle: Ms. Lyle spoke in favor of removing fluoride from Fayette County’s water supply. She stated
that former Ambassador Andrew Young and Ms. Alveda King are speaking out in adamant opposition to
fluoride. She then told the Board of a homemade remedy she mixed together for tooth pain, but that it also
makes her teeth and gums healthier and cleaner. She said the issue was all about the money, and if fluoride
needed to be in the water then it needed to be the natural fluoride not the processed version.

Martin Smith: Mr. Smith spoke in favor of removing fluoride from Fayette County’s water supply. He stated
that fluoridated water has been around since the 1950s. He said he noticed that there are more dentists
around, that he had failing teeth, and now he has only dentures in his mouth. He said fluoride did not do him
good except for, perhaps, affecting his brain. He did not think people should be forced to drink fluoride. He
did not see why people should be forced to drink fluoride, and he pointed out that people can fluoride
through from other locations.

Angela Bean: Ms. Bean spoke in favor of removing fluoride from Fayette County’s water supply. She stated
that topical applications of fluoride may help, but ingestion does not. She pointed out the studies opposing
fluoride and she asked if it was good to sacrifice mental health for dental health.

The interns returned to briefly respond to some of the comments that were made by those who spoke in
favor and in opposition to keeping fluoride in Fayette County’s water supply.

Dixianne Parker: Ms. Parker, from the Georgia Department of Public Health, asked the Board to consider
looking much further into this issue since there is more to consider before a referendum should be
considered.

Chairman Brown said the Board had been given excellent presentations and he said he appreciated the
interns’ hard work and dedication.

Commissioner Barlow stated that when Commissioners were sworn into office they took an oath to uphold
the laws of the nation and the laws of the State of Georgia. He said his understanding was that the
regulation concerning fluoride was mandated, meaning it was against the law. He said until the law
changed, as an elected official, he would not go against having fluoride in the water supply.

The Board did not vote or give further direction in this matter. Copies of the request, PowerPoint
presentation, and additional dais information, identified as “Attachment 15,” follow these minutes and are
made an official part hereof.
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PUBLIC COMMENT:

Alice Jones: Mrs. Jones said that during the last Board meeting when she spoke under Public Comment that she
was advised by County Administrator Steve Rapson that she should take her recommendations to the Parks and
Recreation Commission regarding facilities at Kenwood Park. She said she gave that presentation at the last Parks
and Recreation Commission and gave them information for Community Development Block Grant funds. She also
told the Parks and Recreation Commission how senior citizens needed an aquatic center to maintain their health, and
that she was drawing up a petition to bring to the Board on this matter. She said the Community Development Block
Grant funds are distributed through the Department of Community Affairs and the funds are provided for disabled and
elderly needs as well as for areas that have a low or moderate income status. She told the Board that there is more
than $5 million available. She stated that the Department of Community Affairs informed her that Fayette County has
never applied for those funds, so she asked the Recreation Commission to consider those funds as a possible
source. She added that she received notification from Commissioner McCarty that he requested funding to be
included in the 2015 budget for funding Kenwood Park. She asked if Commissioner McCarty could address this
matter since it was not brought up at the meeting. She stated that an aquatic center could cost between $250,000.00
and $500,000.00, and the only dilemma presented to her by the Recreation Commission was the liability and ongoing
cost. She stated that with money from the Department of Community Development, those funds could take care of
the maintenance costs.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS:

Region Six Mental Health Board: County Administrator Steve Rapson informed the Board that a Selection
Committee needed to be established for one position on the Region Six Mental Health Board. Chairman Brown and
Commissioner Oddo were appointed as the Selection Committee for the Region Six Mental Health Board.

GEMA/FEMA Reimbursement: County Administrator Steve Rapson informed the Board that the County had
received its GEMA/FEMA Reimbursement for an amount just more than $116,000.00. He said the reimbursement
was roughly 87.5% of the cost associated with the ice and snow storms in January and February 2014. He thanked
Captain Pete Nelms and the department heads that were instrumental in obtaining the reimbursement.

First Lady Sandra Deal: County Administrator Steve Rapson told the Board that Georgia’s First Lady, Sandra Deal,
went to Juvenile Court earlier in the day and was given a presentation. He stated that the Criminal Justice
Coordinating Council was present and that the council provides grants to Fayette County.

Revision of Ordinances and Policies Removing Prohibitions on Political Activities: County Administrator Steve
Rapson informed the Board that he has asked County Attorney Dennis Davenport to edit the existing ordinances to
eliminate prohibitions on political activities. He stated that he made the request based on feedback he had received
from the Board members. He explained that this work would be brought to the Board as an amendment to the
ordinance

County Administrator Signed the District Attorney’s Affidavit: County Administrator Steve Rapson stated that
the Board had approved an affidavit with Consent Agenda #7 from the Sheriff's Office that is for reimbursement for
federal funding that the Sheriff's Office receives. He added that he had signed the affidavit for the District Attorney’s
Office since that affidavit is always signed by the County Administrator.

Potential Rescheduling of the September 11, 2014 Board of Commissioners Meeting Time: County
Administrator Steve Rapson stated that the Firefighter's Silent Hero Award Ceremony would begin at 6:30 p.m. on
Thursday, September 11, 2014. He pointed out that this event would conflict with a regularly scheduled Board of
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Commissioners meeting, and he stated that he would send an email to the Board in the coming days to determine if
the Board would want to reschedule the September 11, 2014 meeting to begin at 2:00 p.m. instead of the typical 7:00
p.m. meeting hour.

ATTORNEY’S REPORTS:

Executive Session Notification: County Administrator Dennis Davenport notified the Board that he had several
items for consideration in Executive Session. Those items included four involving pending litigation, one involving
threatened litigation, and to consider the July 10, 2014 and July 24, 2014 Executive Session Minutes.

COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS:

Commissioner Barlow: Commissioner Barlow thanked the interns for their outstanding work. He said they took on
controversial topics and they stuck with it. He said it was a joy to see the interns prosper and he hoped they would
have great success in their future endeavors. He said they were young, but as they get older they will discover it is
not so easy to break the law. He stated that as long as it is a law that fluoride is placed in the water then it is going to
be in the water. He said he felt bad for those it may affect medically and he did not have answers for that.

Commissioner Ognio: Commissioner Ognio asked for the people to help save the Hopeful Church since it is
important to the county. He thought the citizens could come out and raise the funds to save the structure. He said it
was odd that most people are drinking bottled water and he wondered how much fluoride people were taking in. He
said there may be bottled water companies that add fluoride to their water, but most of the companies that he was
aware of did not add fluoride to their water.

Commissioner McCarty: Commissioner McCarty stated that if a person went to Wal-Mart and bought nursery
distilled water it would contain fluoride. He stated that the fluoride has been taken out of that water, however, since it
has been discovered how damaging fluoride is to babies. He pointed out that Gerber has taken fluoride out of its
products, and that Colgate is producing toothpaste without fluoride. He questioned why these companies were
removing fluoride if it was not dangerous. He further commented that the bag that contains fluoride pictures skull and
crosshones, and that being put into the county’s water system. He stated that he is against having fluoride in the
water system and he told how fluoride damaged his teeth as a young child. He concluded that if a person wants
fluoride they can get it through toothpaste and mouth wash.

Commissioner Oddo: Commissioner Oddo thanked the audience for coming to the meeting and staying. He echoed
Commissioner Ognio’s request to help preserve the church. He said everyone was going for the same goal, but they
may be taking a different path.

Chairman Brown: Chairman Brown stated that one of the options given for fluoride was for a legal remedy, and he
stressed they were not suggesting anything illegal. He commented on Hopeful Church saying there were only certain
instances when a historical structure could be preserved. Chairman Brown also responded to Ms. Alice Jones’ public
comments. Chairman Brown pointed out that Mr. David Brill, who had been in a bad motorcycle accident several
months ago, was in the audience. He said he was glad to see Mr. Brill back to the meetings and wished him well.

EXECUTIVE SESSION.:

Four Items of Pending Litigation, One Item of Threatened Litigation, One Item of Real Estate, and Review of
the July 10 and July 24, 2014 Executive Session Minutes: Chairman Brown moved to recess into Executive
Session. Commissioner Oddo seconded the motion.

Chairman Brown added that he had one item of Real Estate to discuss in Executive Session.
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Chairman Brown amended his motion to include one item of Real Estate along with four items of Pending Litigation,
one item of Threatened Litigation, and review of the July 10 and 24, 2014 Executive Session Minutes.

ARTICEE-DIVISION 11. PAWNBROKERSIN GENERAL.
Sec. 3-18-201. Findings and intent.
This ordinance is adopted to address the interest of public safety, health and the welfare
of the community and to aid and assist in the recovery of stolen property, and to aid and assist

local law enforcement in fulfilling their public safety functions.

Secs. 8-202 through 8-220. RESERVED.

DIVISION 2. PAWNBROKERS., «

Sec. 13-28-221. Definitions.

The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this A+tieleDivision, shall have
the meanings ascribed to them in this section or shall have the same meaning as set forth in the
Official Code of Georgia Annotated, § 44-12-130, should those definitions differ:

Employee shall mean any person who works in a pawnshop, whether on a part-time or
full-time basis, regardless of whether remuneration is received or not.

Licensee shall mean a person holding a license issued by Fayette County to engage in the
business of being a pawnbroker and/or to operate a pawnshop.

Month shall mean that period of time from one date in a calendar month to the
corresponding date in the following calendar month, but if there is no such corresponding date,
then the last day of such following month.

Pawnbroker shall mean any person engaged in whole or in part in the business of lending
money on the security of pledged goods, or in the business of purchasing tangible personal
property on the condition that it may be redeemed or repurchased by the seller for a fixed price
within a fixed period of time, or in the business of purchasing tangible personal property from
persons or sources other than manufacturers or licensed dealers as a part of or in conjunction
with the business activities described in this paragraph.

Pawnshop shall mean any place of business operated by a pawnbroker where pawn
transactions take place.
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Pawn transaction shall mean any loan on the security of pledged goods or any purchase
of pledged goods on the condition that the pledged goods may be redeemed or repurchased by
the pledger or seller for a fixed price within a fixed period of time.

Person shall mean an individual, partnership, corporation, joint venture, trust,
association, or any other legal entity however organized.

Pledged goods shall mean tangible personal property, including, without limitation, all
types of motor vehicles or any motor vehicle certificate of title, which property is purchased by,
deposited with, or otherwise actually delivered into the possession of a pawnbroker in connection
with a pawn transaction. However, for purposes of this ArtieleDivision, possession of any motor
vehicle certificate of title which has come into the possession of a pawnbroker through a pawn
transaction made in accordance with law shall be conclusively deemed to be possession of the
motor vehicle, and the pawnbroker shall retain physical possession of the motor vehicle
certificate of title for the entire length of the pawn transaction but shall not be required in any
way to retain physical possession of the motor vehicle at any time. The term “pledged goods”
shall not include choses in action, securities, or printed evidences of indebtedness.

Sec. 13-48-222. General policies and purposes.

(a) Pawnbrokers may operate only after the issuance of a license for such operation by the
County and only in the manner permitted by such license. Pawn transactions may only occur
through a licensee who complies with the rules and regulations of this Astiele-Division and with
the licensing, regulatory and revenue requirements of the State of Georgia.

(b) All licenses are a mere grant or privilege subject to all terms and conditions imposed by
this ordinance and State law and subject to being revoked by the County.

(c) Each licensee of the County shall display the license issued under this Astiele-Division
prominently at all times at the outlet for which the license is issued. A separate license must be

issued for each outlet of sale and a separate application must be made for each outlet.

Sec. 8-223.  Location of businesses.

All businesses licensed under this Division shall be located in strict compliance with the
Fayette County Zoning Ordinance and at a location with an identifiable street address, which
shall be stated on the license or renewal application along with other required information. No
business licensed under this Division shall change its address without giving advance notice to
the County and receiving an approval of the change, such approval to be granted if the new






location complies with this Division and the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance. No business
licensed under this Division shall be operated in or from a motel or hotel.

Sec. 13-58-224. Qualifications for issuance of license.

Any person who desires to obtain a license to engage in the business of a being a
pawnbroker and/or for the operation of a pawnshop must meet the minimum qualifications set
forth in this section. If the applicant is a partnership, each partner must meet the qualifications of
any individual license and must make sworn statements of these qualifications as part of the
applications process. If the applicant is a corporation, the majority stockholder and each
principle officer of the corporation must meet the qualifications as part of the applications
process.

(a) No owner, employee, pawnbroker or any person connected with a pawnshop for which a

license or pemnt is sought shall have been conVlcted of aeﬂm%mveMﬂgimefal—&wpﬁadHf

%h%Famﬂy—\heleae&Ac—For entered a plea of nolo contendere to any felony w1th1n flve (5)
years prior to the date of the application and/or been convicted of or entered a plea of nolo
contendere to any misdemeanor involving crimes of moral turpitude, gambling, sexual offenses,
assault, battery, any violation of the “Family Violence Act”, or illegal drugs within two (2) years
prior to the date of the application.

(b) No license shall be granted to an applicant who is under the age of eighteen (18) years of
age.

() All persons filing an application for a pawnshop license will be required to complete a
waiver in order for the applicant’s criminal history to be obtained.

(d) No license shall be granted where the applicant has had any pawnshop license issued by
any county, municipality, or other governmental subdivision suspended or revoked.

(e) No license shall be granted for a location that is not in compliance with any federal, state,
or local regulation including, but not limited to, a state certificate of occupancy or a Fayette
County certificate of occupancy.

® No license shall be issued where the applicant has supplied false information in the
license application or where any required fee has not been paid by such applicant, including any
fees or assessments owed to other departments of the County.

(2) No license shall be issued unless the applicant and each individual licensee is and
continues to be a resident of the State of Georgia. Corporations must either be incorporated in
the State or Georgia or must have registered to do business in this State, and only the applying
general manager or applying corporate officer must meet the residency requirements.

Sec. 8-225. Employee permit required.






(a) No person shall be an employee of a pawnshop in any capacity until such person has been
authorized by Code Enforcement to be employed by a pawnshop and issued an employee’s
identification badge. This identification bade must be worn at all times while working. It shall
be the duty of the pawnbroker to ensure that there is compliance with the provisions of this
section.

(b) No employee permit shall be issued to any person who has been convicted of or entered a
plea of nolo contendere to any felony within five (5) years prior to the date of the application
and/or been convicted of or entered a plea of nolo contendere to any misdemeanor involving
crimes of moral turpitude, gambling, sexual offenses, assault, battery, any violation of the
“Family Violence Act”, or illegal drugs within two (2) years prior to the date of the application.

(b) No permitlicense shall be issued until a fee in an amount established by action of the
County, a copy of which is on file with Code Enforcement, is paid to the County;

(c) The application shall state the physical address of the pawnshop;

(d) The application shall contain the full name, street address, mailing address, phone
number, facsimile number, e-mail address, Social Security number, and date of birth and of any
employee, owner, or pawnbroker;

(fH) Any license holder subject to this ordinance shall apply for renewal of any existing
license and shall pay the annual license fee no later than November 1st of each calendar year in
which it does business.

Sec. 13-78-227. Application _for license.

(a) All applications required in Section +3-68-226 of this A+tiele-Division shall be in writing
and on forms provided by Code Enforcement.

(b) All applications shall be completed by the applicant and sworn to and signed by the
applicant in the presence of a notary public or other officer authorized to administer oaths.





() All applicants shall furnish all data, information and records requested of them, and
failure to furnish such data, information, and records within thirty (30) days from the date of
such request shall automatically serve as grounds to deny the application. An applicant, by filing
an application, agrees to produce for questioning any person(s) who are considered relevant to
the ascertainment of facts relative to such license, as may be requested by Code Enforcement, the
Fayette County Sheriff’s Department, or other official designated by the County Administrator.
The failure to produce such persons within thirty (30) days after being requested to do so may
result in denial of the application.

(d) Each application shall be accompanied by an affidavit of each person whose name
appears on the application stating that said person has not been convicted or entered a plea of
nolo contendere to any of the crimes listed in Section 8-224(a) of this Division within the time
periods specified in said Section.

(e) Each application shall be accompanied by a deed showing the applicant to be the owner
of the premises for which the license is sought or a copy of a lease showing any interest the
owner of the premises has in the business for which the license is sought.

(fé)  No pawnshop shall be operated at the same location or in the same premises with the
sale, dealing in, exchange, or handling of other than new goods, wares, or merchandise. No
license for the sale, dealing in, exchange, or handling of other than new goods, wares, or
merchandise shall be issued for a location licensed as a pawnshop.

(ge)  Each applicant shall certify on the application that they have read this A+tiele-Division
and, if the license is granted, each licensee shall maintain a copy of this Artiele-Division on the
premises.

(hf)  Upon receipt of an application, as well as all accompanying documents and required
investigative and license fees, Code Enforcement will begin a criminal investigation of the
applicant and prepare a written criminal investigation report detailing all information relating to
fingerprinting, criminal history, arrest data, and other matters pertinent to law enforcement.
Upon completion of the criminal investigation report, Code Enforcement shall assemble the
tendered application forms and accompanying documents relating to the investigation and

inform-the-apphicant-of thisfact before such-meeting: If the criminal investigation report shows
that the applicant fails to meet the requirements set by this A+tieleDivision, or if the applicant
fails to meet all other requirements outlined by this ArtieleDivision, then the County
Administrator or his or her designee shall inform the applicant, in writing, that the application
has been denied, and shall set forth in reasonable detail the reasons for the denial and shall notify
the applicant of his or her right to appeal. Such appeal shall be before the Board of
Commissioners in accordance with Section +3—+78-240 of this AstieleDivision. If an applicant





desires to appeal a denial, the applicant must file a written request for an appeal with the County
Administrator_within ten (10) business days of the date of the written notice informing the
applicant of the denial of the license.

(ig)  Any application that the County Administrator or his or her designee determines to

satisfy all the requirements outlined in this ArtieleDivision, including character requirements as

contained in the criminal investigation report of Code Enforcement, shall be seheduled-for
eview-at-the nextrecularhy-« g ic-meetine he-Board-of Commissionersapproved.

(k)  Inall instances in which an application is denied, the applicant may not reapply for the
same type of license for at least one (1) year from the date of denial.

(ki)  Upon the issuance of a license, the licensee must have and continuously maintain in the
County a registered agent upon whom any process, notice, or demand required or permitted by
law or under this Artiele-Division may be served. This person must be an individual and must be
a resident of the County. The licensee shall submit the name of such agent, along with the
written consent of such agent, to Code Enforcement. The identity of the agent may also be
submitted contemporaneous to filing the license application.

(I  Upon approval by-the Beard-ef-Commissioners-of the application for a license, Code

Enforcement shall issue a license in accordance with the approved application. If the applicant is
an individual, the license shall be issued in the name of the individual. If the application is a
corporation, the license shall be issued in the name of the corporation and in the name of the
majority stockholder or a principal officer of the corporation. If the application is a partnership,
the license shall be issued in the name of the partnership and in the name of one of the partners.
All licenses issued shall be granted for the full calendar year or for the number of months
remaining in the calendar year. Any applicant granted a license before July 1 shall pay the full
license fee without proration. License fees for licenses granted on or after July 1 shall be one-
half the annual license fee. License fees are not refundable once the license is granted by the
County.

Sec. 13-88-228. Commencement and forfeiture.





(a) All holders of licenses under this A+tiele-Division must, within six (6) months after the

Enforcement in the same form and manner, and subject to the same requirements with respect to
the transferee as are applicable in an original application. Any such license may be transferred
only to another applicant doing the same business at the same place as the license holder to
whom the license was originally issued. When permission for transfer has been granted, the
original licensee or transferee shall cause the license to be delivered to the County Administrator
or his or her designee who shall record such transfer, and the transferee shall pay a fee as a
condition precedent to engaging in operations under the license. The fee for such transfer shall
be established in a schedule of fees adopted by the Board of Commissioners.

It shall be unlawful for any pawnbroker or employee of a pawnshop to receive goods in
pawn, trade, purchase or sale from a person of less than 18 years of age.

Sec. 13-128-232. Hours of operation.





All holders of licenses under this +visten-Division shall operate only between €9:00 a.m.
and 9:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday.

Sec. 13-138-233. Lost or stolen items.

(a) It shall be the duty of every person operating a pawnshop or employed by a pawnshop to
report to the Fayette County Sheriff’s Department any article or goods sold or pawned to him or
her if he or she shall have a reason to believe that the article or goods were stolen or lost when
presented by the seller or customer.

Sec. 13-148-234. Suspension and revocation of license.

Immediate suspension, revocation, or forfeiture of a license issted-by-the Beard-of
Ceommisstoners-shall occur only after notice and opportunity for a hearing before the Board of
Commissioners consistent with the procedures set forth in Seetten=43—47this Division and only
upon the following occurrences:

(a) Any license issued under this A+tiele-Division for the operation of a pawnshop shall be
immediately revoked in the case of bankruptcy, receivership or levy of legal process upon the
licensed outlet or property therein.

(a) Every pawnbroker shall maintain a permanent electronic record of its pawn transactions
in which an accurate description of all property pledged, traded or sold to the pawnshop can be
transmitted to the Fayette County Sheriff’s Department via an electronic automated reporting
system, approved by the Fayette County Sherift’s Department. Each of these transactions shall
contain an accurate description of all property pledged, traded or sold to the pawnshop and shall
be made at the time of each transaction, provided that the following information is included:

H The date and time of the purchase, pawn or sale of the property.

2) The full name, street address and telephone number of the customer making the
pledge, trade or sale.

&) The number of the receipt or pawn transaction issued for the property pawned or
bought.

(6) The price paid or the amount loaned.
@) The maturity date of the transaction, if a pawn.

®) A photograph of the customer and the item pawned or bought which will be taken
with the electronic automated reporting system at the time of the transaction.

9) The signature of the customer.

(10)  The fingerprint of the customer as generated by the electronic automated system.

(b) Every pawnshop shall enter each transaction as it occurs into the electronic automated
reporting system or may elect to upload electronically via the internet a batch file of all
transactions for each business day to the administrator of the electronic automated reporting
system immediately at the conclusion of each business day. The administrator of the electronic
automated reporting system will electronically transmit all transactions to the Fayette County
Sheriff’s Department.

() In the event that the electronic automated reporting system becomes temporarily or
permanently disabled, pawnshops and pawnbrokers will be notified as soon as possible. In this
event, the pawnbrokers will be required to make records of transactions in paper form. Such
paper forms must include all information as enumerated in paragraph (a) of this Code Section.
Pawnbrokers shall maintain a three-day supply of these paper forms.





(d) Any duly authorized law enforcement officer may, during the ordinary hours of business
or any other reasonable time, inspect any pawnbroker's electronic records at the pawnbroker's
place of business to ensure compliance with this section.

(e) The Fayette County Sheriff’s Department shall select and designate the required

Sec. 8-236.  Identification required.

All businesses licensed under this Division shall, when receiving or purchasing goods,
require a proper identification (e.g., driver’s license, military I.D. card, state approved 1.D. card

or company employee 1.D. card) containing a picture showing positive identification of the
person who is selling or trading, or such identification shall be verified.

Sec. 8-237.  Fingerprinting required.

All businesses licensed under this Division shall require every person from whom it
accepts goods to place the fingerprint of his or her right index finger (if right index finger is
missing, the next finger in line will be used) on the copy of the purchase ticket which is to be
sent to the Fayette County Sheriff’s Department.

Sec. 8-238.  Erasers, obliterations, write-overs and type-overs not allowed.

No person licensed under this Division shall erase, obliterate, type over, write over or in
any way cause the original entry on the records required under this Division to become illegible.
All purchase tickets filled out in error shall be sent to the Fayette County Sheriff’s Department in
their numbered order along with daily reports and shall have the word “VOID” typed or written
across the front; such entry shall not be used to cause the original entry to be illegible. If an error
is made and the ticket is still to be used, then a single line shall be drawn through the incorrect

entry. This line shall not cause the original entry to be illegible and the correct information entry

Sec. 13-168-239. Violations.

(a) It shall be unlawful for any pawnbroker or employee of a pawnshop to violate any of the
provisions of this ArtieleDivision, whether or not such person or employee is the holder of a
current valid permit issued according to the terms of this ArtieleDivision. Further, any person
failing to comply with any provision of this A+tiele-Division or other rules, ordinances and
regulations as may be passed by the Board of Commissioners for conduct of the business of a
pawnbroker, shall upon conviction, have the license to conduct such business revoked.

schedule a hearing before the Board of Commissioners and provide written notice to the adverse
party of the time, place and date of the scheduled hearing. The County Administrator or his or
her designee shall also state in the written notice the basis for the administrative denial or the
violation or occurrence alleged that forms the basis for the denial or potential suspension or
revocation. After notice of hearing, matters scheduled for hearing may only be continued by
agreement of the County Attorney and the adverse party and/or counsel for the adverse party.

Sec. 13-508-261. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this AstieleDivision, shall have the
meanings ascribed to them in this Section, except where the context clearly indicates a different
meaning:

Dealer in precious metals and gems shall mean a person, as either owner or manager,
whose business involves receiving through purchase or trade precious metals (such as gold,
silver or platinum), jewelry, gems, precious or semiprecious stones, in any form, but not one who
purchases from licensed wholesalers in the normal course of business.

Employee shall mean any person employed or allowed to perform duties, whether or not
such person receives a salary, wages or other compensation or consideration, but not including
the person covered on the license or renewal application.

Goods shall have its normal meaning, however it should be further construed in the
broadest sense allowable and should include all forms of personal property.

Numismatic coins shall mean coins whose value as collectors’ item exceeds the value of
the content of the precious metals in the coins.

Owner shall mean any person, partner or stockholder owning twenty-five (25) percent or
more of a business.

(b) No license shall be granted to an applicant who is under the age of eighteen (18) years of
age.

d No license shall be granted where the applicant has had any license to engage in the
business of being a dealer in precious metals and/or gems issued by any county, municipality, or
other governmental subdivision suspended or revoked.

(e) No license shall be granted for a location that is not in compliance with any federal, state,
or local regulation including, but not limited to, a state certificate of occupancy or a Fayette
County certificate of occupancy.

() No license shall be issued where the applicant has supplied false information in the
license application or where any required fee has not been paid by such applicant, including any
fees or assessments owed to other departments of the County.

(2) No license shall be issued unless the applicant and each individual licensee is and
continues to be a resident of the State of Georgia. Corporations must either be incorporated in
the State or Georgia or must have registered to do business in this State, and only the applying

general manager or applying corporate officer must meet the residency requirements.

Sec. 13-528-265. Exclusions and exceptions.
Businesses which limit the purchase of used valuables to the acceptance of trade-ins for

credit for new goods or the dispensing of refunds in regard to valuables previously purchased
from the business shall not be regulated or covered under this AstieleDivision.
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Sec. 8-266.  Annual license.

Before becoming a dealer of precious metals and/or gems, any person must first file an
application with Fayette County Code Enforcement for a license to operating as a dealer of

precious metals and/or gems, pursuant to the following:

(a) The application shall be made on an annual basis;

(b) No license shall be issued until a fee in an amount established by action of the County, a
copy of which is on file with Code Enforcement, is paid to the County;

(c) The application shall state the physical address of the pawnshop;

(a) All applications required in Section 8-266 of this Division shall be in writing and on
forms provided by Code Enforcement.

(b) All applications shall be completed by the applicant and sworn to and signed by the
applicant in the presence of a notary public or other officer authorized to administer oaths.

(2) Each applicant shall certify on the application that they have read this Division and, if the
license is granted, each licensee shall maintain a copy of this Division on the premises.

(h) Upon receipt of an application, as well as all accompanying documents and required

investigative and license fees, Code Enforcement will begin a criminal investigation of the
applicant and prepare a written criminal investigation report detailing all information relating to
fingerprinting, criminal history, arrest data, and other matters pertinent to law enforcement.
Upon completion of the criminal investigation report, Code Enforcement shall assemble the
tendered application forms and accompanying documents relating to the investigation and
processing of the application and deliver such documents to the County Administrator or his or
her designee. If the criminal investigation report shows that the applicant fails to meet the
requirements set by this Division, or if the applicant fails to meet all other requirements outlined
by this Division, then the County Administrator or his or her designee shall inform the applicant,
in writing, that the application has been denied, and shall set forth in reasonable detail the
reasons for the denial and shall notify the applicant of his or her right to appeal. Such appeal
shall be before the Board of Commissioners in accordance with Section 8-289 of this Division.
If an applicant desires to appeal a denial, the applicant must file a written request for an appeal

with the County Administrator within ten (10) business days of the date of the written notice
informing the applicant of the denial of the license.

(k) Upon the issuance of a license, the licensee must have and continuously maintain in the
County a registered agent upon whom any process, notice, or demand required or permitted by
law or under this Division may be served. This person must be an individual and must be a
resident of the County. The licensee shall submit the name of such agent, along with the written
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consent of such agent, to Code Enforcement. The identity of the agent may also be submitted
contemporaneous to filing the license application.

(1) Upon approval of the application for a license, Code Enforcement shall issue a license in
accordance with the approved application. If the applicant is an individual, the license shall be

issued in the name of the individual. If the application is a corporation, the license shall be

same requirements with respect to the transferee as are applicable in an original application. Any
such license may be transferred only to another applicant doing the same business at the same
place as the license holder to whom the license was originally issued. When permission for
transfer has been granted, the original licensee or transferee shall cause the license to be
delivered to the County Administrator or his or her designee who shall record such transfer, and

the transferee shall pay a fee as a condition precedent to engaging in operations under the
license.

(b) Every dealer of precious metals and/or gems shall enter each transaction as it occurs into
the electronic automated reporting system or may elect to upload electronically via the internet a
batch file of all transactions for each business day to the administrator of the electronic
automated reporting system immediately at the conclusion of each business day. The

administrator of the electronic automated reporting system will electronically transmit all
transactions to the Fayette County Sheriff’s Department.

(c) In the event that the electronic automated reporting system becomes temporarily or
permanently disabled, dealers of precious metals and/or gems will be notified as soon as
possible. In this event, said dealers will be required to make records of transactions in paper
form. Such paper forms must include all information as enumerated in paragraph (a) of this
Code Section. Dealers of precious metals and/or gems shall maintain a three-day supply of these

paper forms.

(d) Any duly authorized law enforcement officer may, during the ordinary hours of business
or any other reasonable time, inspect any pawnbroker's electronic records at the pawnbroker's
place of business to ensure compliance with this section.

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Sec. 13-618-272. Special report.

It shall be the duty of each business licensed hereunder to keep an additional record book
in which it shall list the name, address, race, height and age of every person from which the
licensee receives smelted or non-formed precious metals. If the licensee receives or should be
aware he or she is receiving smelted or non-formed precious metal from one (1) person or
household more than twice in any one-year period, he shall immediately report each and every
such occurrence to the Fayette County Sheriff’s Department.

Flea market operator shall mean any person operating, maintaining and promoting a flea
market.

Flea market vendor shall mean any person renting a booth from a flea market operator
for sales to the public of new and used merchandise.

(a) An annual fund-raising event which is organized for the exclusive benefit of any
community chest, fund, foundation, association, or corporation organized and operated for

Sec. 8-318.  Appeal procedure.

(a) Upon receipt of a timely appeal of an administrative denial, or upon alleged violation of

those items in Section 8-314, the County Administrator or his or her designee shall schedule a
hearing before the Board of Commissioners and provide written notice to the adverse party of the
time, place and date of the scheduled hearing. The County Administrator or his or her designee
shall also state in the written notice the basis for the administrative denial or the violation or
occurrence alleged that forms the basis for the denial or potential suspension or revocation.

After notice of hearing, matters scheduled for hearing may only be continued by agreement of
the County Attorney and the adverse party and/or counsel for the adverse party.

(b) The Board of Commissioners shall have the duty of conducting hearings concerning the

denial, revocation, or suspension of a license. The standard of proof on all issues in the hearing
shall be a preponderance of the evidence and a determination will be made on the basis of the
evidence presented at the hearing.

(c) At the hearing, after presentation of the case against the adverse party, the adverse party
will have an opportunity to present his or her case, to rebut the allegations made against him or
her, and present whatever defenses he or she has. The adverse party shall have the right to be
represented by an attorney, at the expense of the adverse party, and to present evidence and

cross-examine opposing witnesses. An opportunity for rebuttal shall be provided.

d At the conclusion of the hearing, the findings and conclusions of the Board of

Commissioners shall be forwarded to the County Administrator or his or her designee and it shall
be the duty of County Administrator or his or her designee to provide written notification via

certified mail to the adverse party of the decision of the Board of Commissioners.

Background/History/Details:
During the 2014 Board of Commissioners Retreat, discussion was held about installing fiber optic cabling that would connect various
county locations and enhance county-wide network capabilities.

Bartlett Fiber is installing fiber optic cabling for Verizon Wireless, and Fayette County can benefit from this effort by entering into an
agreement with Bartlett Fiber to lay 7.2 miles of fiber optic line from the intersection of County Line Road and McDonough Road to the
intersection of Hampton Road and State Route 92. (See attached Site Map)

This creates a fiber network backbone along this corridor enhancing our network, data/voice capabilities by providing critical connectivity
to the E911 Operations Center, the Emergency Operation Center, Fire Station #7, and the South Fayette Water Treatment Plant.

Bartlett Fiber's contract would be $138,056. The County will purchase and provide conduit, fiber,optic cable, mule tape, pull boxes, and
canisters with an estimated cost to purchase these items being $43,523. This will bring the total project cost to $181,579.

Scope of Work

The work of this contract will result in 7.2 miles of fiber optic cable enclosed in conduit, installed
underground, spliced, terminated, and tested.

The County will purchase and provide conduit, fiber optic cable, mule tape, pull boxes, and canisters.
The County will provide sufficient mule tape for one run to be pulled in the conduit footage. The
Contractor will furnish all labor and perform all operations necessary to complete installation excluding
the conduit, fiber optic cable, mule tape, pull boxes, and canisters. The Contractor will install all of the
required material whether specifically addressed in these specifications or not.

The Contractor will perform all optical fiber cable testing and provide all documentation, as-builts and
warranty, as described below.

The Contractor will install a total of 38,106 feet of 1 % inch conduit and 39,016 feet of 24-strand fiber
optic cable as follows: beginning at the intersection of McDonough Road and County Line Road heading
south, placing 11,616 feet of conduit to the intersection of County Line Road, South Jeff Davis Drive, and
Inman Road.

TESTING REQUIREMENTS

All cables and termination hardware shall be 100% tested for defects in
installation and to verify cabling system performance under installed conditions
according to the requirements of ANSIITIA.IEIA-568-B.I-3. All strands of each
installed cable shall be verified prior to system acceptance. Any defect in the
cabling system installation including but not limited to cable, connectors, feed
through couplers, and enclosures shall be repaired or replaced in order to
ensure 100% useable strands in all cables installed.

Fiber Testing

All fiber testing shall be performed on all fibers in the completed end-to-end
system. There shall be no splices unless clearly defined in the design or
Drawings. These tests also include continuity checking of each fiber.

Test set-up and performance shall be conducted in accordance with A
ANSIITIA.IEIA-526-7 and/or ANSIITIAIEIA-568-B.3 Standards, and to the
manufacturer's application guides.

Attenuation testing shall be performed with a stable launch condition using
two-meter jumpers to attach the test equipment to the cable plant.

1. Insurance: The contractor shall, without expense to the county, carry the following insurance, to be
in effect throughout the term of the contract, in at least the amounts and limits as follows:

Comments

Following the Planning Commission hearing on this application the Engineering
Department had several communications with the Applicant and Consultant. As a result
of these meetings the Consultant provided the attached Concept Plan and Sight Distance
Profile. Below are my comments on the application before the Board. Recommended
Conditions of Zoning are provided in bold.

1.

Engineering does not support the Condition of Zoning for a continuous right
turn/deceleration lane along the front of the property. This requirement is not
consistent with County regulations or American Association of State Highway
and Transportation Officials (AASHTO) standards. It would be a large cost and
construction project relative to the proposed subdivision and the benefits to the
public are uncertain.

The development shall be limited to a maximum of four driveway cuts, with
each driveway cut serving no more than two lots. Appropriate cross access
easements shall be provided. The driveway cuts shall be placed in locations
to maximize available sight distance. These locations and cross access
easements shall be indicated on the Final Plat.

The Applicant has demonstrated, via the Sight Distance Profile, that each of the
proposed lots should be able to have a driveway that satisfies the minimum
desired sight distance of 500 feet for the posted speed limit of 45 mph (road grade
is less than 3 percent).

The Engineering Department reviewed this information and visited the site to
observe field condition along the road. South Jeff Davis is a heavily travelled
road (AADT in excess of 5,000 vpd) and many vehicles travel in excess of the
posted speed limit. In addition, there is a vertical curve along the property’s
frontage. Because of these conditions, Engineering recommends shared
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driveways to improve safety for both the travelling public and future residents in
the proposed lots. Use of shared driveways allows for enhanced locations, fewer
conflict points, and reduced risk of simultaneous turning movements.

Note - Shared driveways often straddle a common property line. This standard,
however, may result in a driveway being located along the far edge of a property
line despite builder/homeowner preference. For implementation purposes, a five
percent tolerance (of maximum distance) will be used for field staking.

3. Within County right-of-way, each driveway shall have a minimum width of
15 feet wide and 15 foot return radii. This condition will be administered by
the Engineering Department in conjunction with the Driveway Permit
Application process and subsequent Building Permit.

This enhancement is suggested by the Applicant on the Concept Plan. The wider
driveways help turn movements into the driveways.

4. Each lot shall have an appropriate turn-around area to ensure vehicles can
pull-out (rather than back-out) onto South Jeff Davis Road. The turn-
around area shall be approved by the Engineering Department prior to
issuance of a Building Permit.

This enhancement is also suggested by the Applicant on the Concept Plan.
Engineering will work with the Permits & Inspections Department during the
home construction process to ensure adequate turn-around area is provided.

All conditions should be documented on the Final Plat.
